Methadone clinic closing in downtown Little Current

LITTLE CURRENT—The 19A Water Street (methadone) Clinic in Little
Current will be permanently closing its doors Friday, February 15 after
the Northeast Town contacted the clinic building’s owners, Robinson’s
Pharmacy Group, earlier this month informing them that the clinic
must stop dispensing methadone within 30 days at that location or the
company would be charged with nuisance under the municipality’s

bylaw act.

“The Town of Northeastern Manitoulin Island passed a zoning ordi-
nance closing down the methadone clinic and pharmacy at 19A Water

obtained by The Expositor by a patient who wished to remain anony-
mous. “Dr. (Brian) Dressler’s lease at 19A Water Street is terminated in
February. Last appointment will be either January 25 or February 8.”

The town’s decision came after several letters from downtown Little
Current business owners were sent to council pertaining to incidents
involving patients of the Water Street methadone clinic.

Of these incidents, the most recent occurred on December 8, when
five male clients of the clinic began a fist fight on Little Current’s main

LITTLE CURRENT—The North-
east Town council was elated last
Tuesday when they learned
through a letter from the Min-
istry of Community Safety and
Correctional Services (MCSCS)
that government discussions
were in place involving the
replacement of the Little Cur-
rent Ontario Provincial Police
(OPP) boathouse.

Since the beginning of coun-
cil’s term two and a half years
ago, the Little Current OPP boat-
house has been a major focus of
the Northeast Town Council due
to its deteriorating state on the
town’s new multi-million dollar
waterfront.

Despite several meetings with
local OPP, MCSCS officials, let-
ters to the MCSCS and even a
meeting with MCSCS Minister
Madeleine Meilleur, council had
been unsuccessful up to this
point in getting a favourable
response involving repairs or the

In a letter received on January
14, and presented to council last
week, Minister Meilleur states,
“I am informed that the OPP has
initiated discussions with Infra-
structure Ontario (I0) for the
removal of the existing boat-
house building, which is to be
replaced with a new boat slip

complete with security fencing.

“This will ensure the OPP is
provided with the appropriate
accommodation to meet, without
interruption, its marine pro-
gram requirements,” the letter
continues.

“Hallelujah!” exclaimed Mayor

McLean’s Mountain wind farm
project seeks members for
Community Liaison Committee

LITTLE CURRENT—ASs the construction of the
Northland Power (NPI) McLean’s Mountain wind
farm project moves along as scheduled since its
Renewable Energy Approval (REA) on October 31,
McLean’s Mountain wind farm has announced the
formation of a Community Liaison Committee
(CLC) and is seeking interested members of the
community to participate.

“Throughout the whole process, communication
between the company and the Island community
has been a central focus,” project manager Rick
Martin explained to The Expositor. “The CLC has
been requested (from the MOE) as part of our REA,
but it is something that we feel as a company is
important as well and is aligned with our goals.”

The company is seeking 12 members for the CLC
who will participate in four meetings over a two-
year period.

“The CLC will share feedback, ideas and infor-
mation about the project and will provide regular
updates about the project through the construction
stage and into operations,” states the advertise-
ment seeking CLL.C members in this week’s Exposi-
tor. “The CLC will include approximately 12 mem-

bers broadly representing the general public, local
municipalities, federal/provincial agencies and
local community groups. The REA permit specifi-
cally requires that residents within one km of the
wind farm be represented.”

“There are no specific qualifications to apply,”
added Mr. Martin. “Individuals living within one
km of the wind farm will be the first ones to be
included as per the direction given to us, but we are
seeking a cross-section of representation.”

Individuals wishing to join the CLC are to sub-
mit a request in writing to the attention of Rick
Martin by February 15 at environment@
northlandpower.ca or McLean’s Mountain wind
farm, 13 Worthington Street, PO Box 73, Little Cur-
rent, Ontario, POP 1KO.

Mr. Martin also informed The Expositor that the
project was moving along well.

“The entranceway from Highway 540 has been
cut (in the Honora area), as have the turbine loca-
tions on McLean’s Mountain,” reported Mr. Mar-
tin. “We have been cutting the timber for the use of
the landowner and using the tops and brush to pre-

Northeast Town ensures
port is in operation for
boating season despite
record low water levels

LITTLE CURRENT—The Northeast Town council reviewed a water lev-
el strategy report at its community services and public works meeting
last week aimed at addressing and providing recommendations for the
low water levels at both Spider Bay Marina and the downtown docks.

“Staff hired retired manager of community services Greg Wright to
conduct a water level strategy report,” explained CAO David
Williamson. “We asked him not to focus on global issues or water levels,
but specifically what needed to be done to meet the needs of the boating
community and to protect our boating and tourism industry. Mr. Wright
met with both Boyle Marine and Harbor Vue Marina owners as well as
to discuss the town’s strategy as we are all interdependent.”

“First and foremost we need to get the message out to boaters that the
Port of Little Current is and will continue to be open for business and
that we are being proactive to ensure that we can meet their needs,” con-
tinued Mr. Williamson.

In the report, Mr. Wright addresses two scenarios, the first if water
levels stay no lower than November 2012 and the second if water levels
become lower than November 2012 (meaning lower than -0.5 metres).

Mr. Wright recommends that the “cheapest and easiest strategy is to
relocate docks to an area where there is sufficient water and efficiently
manage the sale of the slips to vessels that actually need the depth avail-
able.”

“The first stage of the dock relocation program works provided the
minimum water level stays above -0.35 metres weather and seiche fluc-
tuations with short term low water to -0.50 metres,” writes Mr. Wright.
“Spider Bay could relocate some docks to more efficiently utilize dock
size and the marina’s water depths.”

Mr. Wright continues by outlining where each dock could be moved to
and concludes that any boat drawing more than five feet would have to
be relocated to the downtown docks.

“Should the water level drop much below present November 2012 lev-
els dock relocation will be on a greater scale,” continues Mr. Wright.

He outlines some docks from Spider Bay would have to be relocated to
deeper water outside the marina; either Low Island (not taking away
from the current swimming area) or downtown on the dock wall in front
of the post office, “exchanging the somewhat sporadic cruise ship busi-
ness with seasonal and transient pleasure craft,” which Mr. Wright rec-
ommends, as “electrical and water service is more readily available
downtown.”

Another suggestion Mr. Wright makes is to install floating moor balls
between Low Island and Picnic Island or in the bay at the northwest side
of Goat Island.

To deal with the downtown docks, fendering boards would have to be
constructed and suspended from the rail by cable.

“We are being reactive and proactive in dealing with the water level
problem,” Mr. Williamson told council as he concluded the report.
“Many of the suggestions can be done in house, using our existing
docks. Greg is a seasoned sailor and knows our marina.”

Mr. Williamson next reviewed with council Mr. Wright’s summary
steps outlined in the report.

“Step one is to rearrange the piers in Spider Bay to maximize the use
of the docks,” said Mr. Williamson. “Next we will need to install lower
fender boards on the wall downtown and consider portable ladders to
assist boaters climbing up. Rubble along the dock wall at the Spider Bay
launch ramp will have to be cleared and the entry channel on the east
side within the reach of an excavator from shore will also have to be
cleared and marked with navigation aids. Finally, we will have to create
afloating service dock in front of the Spider Bay service wall.”

Mr. Williamson added that with plan B, should the water level drop
further, the town will have to review options and locations and have
engineering done to relocate docks downtown or to Low Island, while
plan C would be to move the fuel dock to Knockerville (the east side of

Kathleen Wynne as Ontario’s new premier, a job she inherits by dint
of being elected leader of the governing Liberals, takes on the dual
roles of being a suspicious person for some, such as many of Ontario’s
public servants who will be inclined to see her only as a part of the
McGuinty establishment with all its baggage, while others will see her
as the main hope for the Liberal brand to remain popular in Ontario.

Each of those expectations, the one rooted in cynicism and the oth-
er a desperate hope for a bright Liberal future, places an enormous
burden on a new premier who must also deal with the burdens of debt
reduction and the ever-increasing cost of health care and education.

If anyone in the Liberal organization can manage all of this at once
it will certainly be Ms. Wynne as she presents herself as at once con-
ciliatory and tough as nails. She’ll either pull it off or she won’t.

All day Kindergarten, which she introduced as education minister,
should be safe as long as she is premier so parents who have welcomed
this as low-cost daycare may now rest easier in the Liberal fold.

Another key plank in the Wynne coalition that was clearly designed
to be an effort to re-build relationships with rural Ontario was Ms.
Wynne’s campaign promise to take on the agricultural portfolio
should she succeed to the premier’s post.

Dalton McGuinty took a bullet for his Liberals when he supported
the imposition of Bill 115 and the ensuing mandated contracts for
Ontario’s teachers. He went from being “education premier” to one
who teachers and other public servants vilified as Ontario’s worst-
ever chief executive.

The prorogation of the legislature and, the same day, his announce-
ment of his intention to retire, closed down the business of the legis-
lature so his party could not be defeated in the ensuing chaos and
allowed the Liberals to move on to a new leader with a quite different
style, not to mention gender.

In the meantime, the fix is in to shave some millions of public sector
wages, the controversial Bill 115 has been repealed, the Liberals have
a new leader and Mr. McGuinty has, for now, replaced former PC pre-
mier Mike Harris as the main bad guy and so drew this kind of nega-
tive fire away from those seeking, like Ms. Wynne, to replace him.

All in all, it’s been quite an artful accomplishment and one which
should buy Ms. Wynne some time to mend fences, make new alliances
and look for other ways in which to mend Ontario’s economy and the
expectations of citizens still reeling at this province being suddenly
dropped into the “have not” barrel.

Mr. McGuinty’s move will certainly enable the Liberals to make at
least some new friends and if anyone is capable of pulling this off it is
Ms. Wynne who, it is predictable, will canvas this province and do
whatever is necessary to come up the centre and so do what Liberals
have traditionally done best to retain power.

Chief Shining Turtle calls on non-Natives to join the circle of respect
An open letter to my non-aboriginal neighbours

To the Expositor:

Aanii, hello, to all my non-aboriginal relations. Greetings from your
neighbors at Whitefish River First Nation. I am Chief Shining Turtle of
the Sturgeon clan of Whitefish River First Nation of the Anishinabe.

My heart is filled with excitement, pride and heaviness these days. I
am proud of our people, and the peaceful way that round dance drums
are beating across this country to bring a message of cultural pride and
the determination to stand up for aboriginal rights. I am excited to see
youth in my own community raise their voices and move their feet to
lead this call for change. And I am happy to see some non-aboriginal
neighbors dancing beside us.

But my heart is also heavy, hearing misunderstandings about my peo-
ple and what we seek. I taste the bitterness of angry and poisonous
words, raised to discount what is happening with the Idle No More move-
ment and the current protests. So I speak to you to try to bring under-
standing to heal this wound between us.

These Idle No More drums are not just for us: they beat for you
because the legislation we are protesting does not just harm us—it hurts
you and your children and your grandchildren. This is not about your
aboriginal neighbours, it is about ‘justice’ for you, too. The omnibus
budget bills change the law in ways that will forever harm the water and
earth that we all rely on for life.

I cannot tell you what path to follow. I cannot tell you to join our
protest. But I can tell you the story of what we know of these legislative
changes and how they will forever change our relationship with the land
and water. So I ask you to take this story to heart, then it is up to you to
decide what to do.

» The federal government passed Bill C-45, changing 44 laws that
removed many fish habitat protections and fails to recognize aboriginal
commercial fisheries.

- The new Navigation Protection Act removed the environmental
assessment requirement for all but one percent of Canada’s waterways,
including key rivers in British Columbia along the path of the proposed
Northern Gateway pipeline.

« Bill C-38 affected more than 70 federal laws without proper Parlia-
mentary debate and changed Canada’s federal environmental legisla-
tion and protections for water, fish, and the environment.

« Bill C-27 requires First Nation-owned businesses (unlike non-aborig-
inal businesses) to publicly report income and expenses, thus under-
mining competitiveness.

I can tell you, though, what most concerns me the most about all the
changes. Put together they dramatically change how we in Canada will
be able to protect and respect the water, the fish, and our Whitefish Riv-
er First Nation fellow creatures. These bills take power away from the
public—both aboriginal and non-aboriginal—to review and understand
and speak out about projects which could harm the environment. Your
children and grandchildren, and my grandchildren, will live in an
unhealthier and, as a result, poorer world because of it. These bills
already took away the power of the normal Parliamentary process for
proper review, rolling massive changes to over 100 laws into one bill
without proper hearings and consultation.

We, your aboriginal neighbours, have been working to channel that
energy and anger into positive resistance. The round dances you see in
your malls or blocking your roads are both a call for change and a cele-
bration of our culture. They are organized by our youth, and I am proud
to watch them find new and visionary ways to combine new technolo-
gies with aboriginal culture and a commitment to self-determination.

These are also dances for life: they are call-outs to remind us all to
respect the earth and our relationship with each other.

So I invite you to make our campaign yours:

An observation on salt distribution systems raises questions
Writer would like an explanation from the powers-that-be

To the Expositor:

For a few years now I have been noticing that after a fall of snow, the
highways are often not safe to drive for a number of hours. This is in
spite of the fact that salt has been dropped on the road by the mainte-
nance truck(s).

It seems that, in the past few years, there has been a change in how the
salt is delivered to the highway. I realized this during the Christmas hol-
idays when following a salt truck in southern Ontario where the salt was
distributed by a rotating propeller located in the middle of the truck.
This spread the salt over the entire lane where the truck was driving.
Either this truck or another one would spread salt on the other lane(s) in
the same way.

T have noticed that in the past few years here in Northern Ontario, the
salt trucks seem to be equipped with a chute on the left side of the truck
which pours a line of salt between the lane it is in and the lane to the left
of it—on a two lane highway this means the salt is poured between the
two lanes. Over a period of a few hours this salt will gradually spread
over both lanes but for quite some time there is only a melted path along
the white line between lanes. Now that’s not too bad if there is traffic on
only one side. One can drive with the left wheels on this cleared path,
making the car or truck reasonably secure. However, when two vehicles

meet they both have to veer back into the centre of their own lanes, and
that’s where it gets dangerous! Suddenly all four tires of each vehicle are
on an entirely icy piece of the road while they pass each other.

During our last cold snap a lot of ice formed on our highways. I under-
stand that salt is not all that effective at these temperatures. This Satur-
day past I drove Highway 6 from Bay Estates to Little Current at 11 am.
The sun was bright and the temperature was now only -7°C. There was a
three-foot strip down the middle of the highway that was clear, although
wet, but both sides of the highway were still covered with very slippery
ice. I was in a 4-wheel-drive truck but still felt unsafe unless driving well
below the speed limit. If the salt was able to melt the ice in the middle,
surely it would have melted the lanes themselves if it had been applied.

I would like an explanation from the powers-that-be as to the reason-
ing behind this change in procedure. My own theory is that it is strictly
a cost-saving measure. The truck need only make one pass while drop-
ping the salt and both sides will eventually be cleared of snow and ice.
How many accidents and how many lives have been lost as a result?

An independant delegate S diary of the Liberal leadership convention

This
fact, together with his youth and
idealism, prompted The Expositor
to ask that he keep a delegate’s
diary of his experiences and this
follows here.

hat a strange thing this

s ; s ; all started with bobolinks

and meadowlarks. It’s
Thursday, January 24 and I'm
heading off-Island, south, to
attend the Ontario Liberal leader-
ship convention in Toronto, and
The Expositor has asked me to
record my experiences.

I’'m 26-years-old and moved to
the Island three years ago, staying
because it’s the most magical
place I have ever been. My interest
in politics started at a young age
when I became conscious of how
completely at odds our govern-
ment and society are with the
planet. I saw plainly then, as I do
now, policies and practices lack-
ing respect for life and health,
with no concept of the intrinsic
value or rights of nature. As such,
I came to know the Liberals, not
as a progressive voice, but rather
as the gatekeepers of corporate
finance and the piss poor status
quo.

But recently, somewhere in my
sporadic attention to the news, I
heard of a man named Glen Mur-
ray who was running to be pre-
mier, and actually proposing
reforms. With wind turbines at
the top of his laundry list of
things that have pissed off rural
Ontario, Mr. Murray said he want-
ed to give the power to regulate
development projects over to com-
munities. He also believed it was
time to reform the north-south
democratic framework, and that it
might be necessary to create a
separate regional government for
North Ontario.

This got my attention, and I
thought ‘well, for once I'll try and
get involved, if only to see what’s

Well, everyone, you live and
learn so never think you won’t
have any more new and trans-
forming experiences because as
long as you are conscious and
leave yourself open to change you
can learn to see the world anew. I
used to think I was good at Bud-
dhism having read widely and
thought long about it since my
mid teens. But I see now that until
I was truly elderly and past my
three score years and ten, I was
naive about time. Youth have a
poor grasp of time and how
change works. This is develop-
mental and cannot be helped. It
would not of course hurt for them
to know this as a biological reality.
Change is going on all the time
but we cannot see it until we have
enough experience. If a man of 40
thinks he is still 18 and behaves
accordingly expect trouble. I am
leading up to telling you that last
night I got home from a dash to
Toronto. Left here Thursday last.
Friday I checked into the Holiday
Inn and registered for the Ontario
Liberal Leadership convention at
the Maple Leaf Gardens. We
joined a very diverse and cohesive

what.’ So I bit the bullet, bought a
card, joined the Liberals, and put
my name in the hat to become a
delegate. In my mind, I could at
least be there to advocate on
behalf of the birds and the deer
people of Mclean’s Mountain.

Delegates are chosen by local
party riding associations and as a
candidate your name gets put on a
ballot beside the leadership candi-
date you wish to support. Two
days before the delegate selection
in Elliot Lake, however, my horse,
Glen Murray, dropped out of the
running. As a result, I was put on
the ballot as an independent,
which left my chances even slim-
mer than before. But, as chance
would have it, the right people
said some words on my behalf,
and I did get elected/selected to
represent Algoma-Manitoulin.
And, at that, to represent our
Island as one of the small handful
of independents at the conven-
tion. The local Liberal association
offered to pay my $500 convention
fee, and a personal friend gener-
ously paid for my travel, so I got to
20.

Friday was registration day. I
spent the morning wandering
through the city with an old
friend, and it began to snow as we
slowly made our way towards
Maple Leaf Gardens. As we
turned the corner at Carleton, the
streets were greasy with slush,
but a nice blanket of snow had
amassed between pathways.

Inside, the registration was
quick and pretty uneventful.
Perky supporters lined the hall-
ways and clapped and cheered for
their candidates nowhere to be
seen. Each “team,” as they were
called, had their colours and t-
shirts, signs and scarves, and they
tell me about their candidate’s
not-so-private party; that I'm

‘invited’ and ‘you should come.’
To be honest, I found the whole
“team” approach to the conven-
tion a bit disturbing, or juvenile,
or something. Like how the audi-
ence gets excited for the Price Is
Right. It’s really not something I
can understand. It was kind of
American Idol meets clannish civ-
il. I wasn’t comfortable at first.

Officials were everywhere to
check you and direct you, and my
first impression was of what a
human effort it all is (I would soon
begin to wonder if ‘it’ was worth
it). As I find my way upstairs, I
notice that cell phones and texting
are everywhere all the time and
would be a constant presence
throughout the weekend. From
Little Current and Manitoulin,
this is another country.

I got my ID card and cast my
first ballot with not much convic-
tion. Then I left to wander the
streets again.

A few blocks away is Queen’s
Park, where the students come in
and out of classes from nearby
University of Toronto, and stat-
ues of old white men ride or walk
amongst the trees. At the center,
the Ontario Legislative building
is large and imposing. On the
plaque out front it’s described as
Romanesque Revival, which I
think is pretty apt.

At 7:30 pm that night, we're
scheduled to gather to kick off the
convention with a tribute to Dal-
ton McGuinty. I opt for the protest
out front instead, which started at
6:30 pm, and I do not feel conflict-
ed.

Teachers hold signs that say
“Respect Teachers - Respect Col-
lective Bargaining Rights” and
I'm not one to argue with that.
There might be 800 hundred peo-
ple at the protest (not like the next
day which turned out 15 to 20
thousand), but the energy is good,
and there are drums and whistles
and we dance.

It seemed profound to me that at
the same time teachers were
singing “na na, na na na na”,
inside others paid a longing and
no doubt earnest farewell to a
“great premier.”

As delegates made their way
past the protestors and into the
building, they gave the expres-
sions of people walking through a

picket line: some looking deter-
mined, some looking down, and
others chuckling in awkward dis-
belief. I'm sure they felt better
when they got in, but I'm glad I
registered early.

The next morning I showed up
on Manitoulin time, and missed
Harinder Takhar’s speech (sorry
Harinder). The other candidates’
speeches followed.

My honest opinion of the whole
thing is that it was a lot of pomp
and spectacle. Theatre. It was pol-
itics as we’ve jadedly come to
know it; all about power and spin-
ning media hype, candidates
jostling to position themselves as
the most electable. The formula
for Liberals is considered a mass
appeal: to be fiscally conservative,
but not too fiscally conservative,
and to appear socially just, but not
too socially just.

For instance, when I'd asked
her delegates why they supported
Sandra Pupatello, almost all of
them said ‘because she can win an
election.” I might add, that not one
of the candidates’ speeches
addressed any environmental
issues, or even mentioned the
earth or clean water.

The fun part of the convention
was getting to talk to people
between ballots, and I attempted
to engage with as many Northern
Ontario delegates as I could. I
asked them what they thought of
local autonomy, wind turbines,
land conservation and what they
thought about forming our own
Northern provincial government.
To many people, I pitched the idea
of a ‘New NORD’ or a Northern
Ontario Rural Democracy, where
decisions would be made locally
and we have the power to protect
our land and environment, seeing
as how the federal government
obviously has no interest in it.

I definitely found that people
from Sudbury, and especially from
Thunder Bay, were not big on the
idea. But outside the cities they
were far more receptive. I gained
alot of insight just by asking peo-
ple what they thought, and giving
them the space to express them-
selves.

The election was over much
sooner than people expected. We
were lined up to vote on the third
ballot when there was a sudden

group  supporting  Gerrard
Kennedy (GK) and for two ballots
stuck with him. But when his sup-
port did not grow he asked all of
us to meet with him in a private,
press-free room to discuss what to
do. Now this in itself was a won-
derful and inclusive experience
that has not characterized my
involvement with politics hereto-
fore. He told us that his strong per-
sonal feeling was to throw his sup-
port to Kathleen Wynne (KW).
Now you have to know that KW
is a veteran politician, an expert
in mediation and consensus build-
ing and a gay woman. She made
all this clear in her amazing intro-
ductory speech, one of the most
candid, authentic, sincere and
unadorned addresses I have ever
heard. BJ and I were instant fans,
so when GK asked us how we felt
about his thinking we, and virtu-
ally all his 280 supporters, gave
our very loud and vocal support.
He asked if we would go with him
as a group to Kathleen Wynne’s
camp and tell her we wanted to
join with her and at this point as I
write, I am overcome with emo-
tion which I have until this
moment been unable to express

but which I felt very strongly at
that time.

For some mysterious reason
her followers were like herself
and as we pushed our way
through the throngs of people and
it became clear where we were
headed, the Wynne camp let out a
shout that nearly took the roof off.
They were already over 700 strong
and they fed and watered us; gave
us the Wynne scarves off their
necks and hugged us. We gave
them the votes she needed to
become the first female premier
of Ontario, the first openly gay
premier of Canada and possibly

in the world and then, for the first
time in my life I felt that I was part
of a cresting wave that really felt
like a social revolution, inclusive,
fair and free from the “mind
forged manacles” of the past. I
would not have missed this expe-
rience for the world.

Today the knee jerk neo fascist
right wing is already attacking
her, but if they were not I would
be worrying. We broke the mold
as one of our new friends there
said and the reaction of fright-
ened people is a good sign. The
snow falls thick and fast again
outside but inside my heart is

flurry of text messages, and peo-
ple began to announce that
Kennedy and Sousa had both
dropped out, and were supporting
Wynne. Word spread like wildfire,
and it seemed like that would be
it.

Minutes later, still waiting in
line and talking to a Takhar dele-
gate, who incidentally confessed
he was only there because of his
dad, Pupatello emerged from
upstairs for a last ditch attempt to
sway the tide. “She looks pissed,”
my new friend observed, and he
was right. But with a strained
smile she started down the long
voting line to work the crowd,
shaking hands and posing with
fans for pics.

By now, though, we all know
what happened. Kathleen Wynne
is the new leader of the Liberal
Party, and she will soon become
Ontario’s premier. But will any-
thing change?

After the convention I hopped
on a bus to Peterborough so I
could attend an elders’ gathering
and panel discussion organized
by Trent University’s Indigenous
Studies Department.

The contrast was stark. In
Peterborough, I was inspired. At
the elders’ gathering I saw what
real leadership was like, and the
elders offered real medicine and
sacred teachings. Words spoken
there were genuine, they meant
something, and came from the
heart. Unfortunately, these were
not the people who will decide
whether or not to pour some hun-
dred thousand odd pounds of con-
crete in the Green Bush.

To compare the two conven-
tions would be unnecessary and
unfair—would be like comparing
Steinbeck to Archie. And by the
same token, to have felt disillu-
sioned by the Liberal leadership
convention would have necessitat-
ed a certain precursor of illu-
sions. I only tried to have a good
time.

Reflecting on it now, I think of
Gerard Kennedy’s speech, when
he implored voters to “Resist the
urge to be safe. Resist the status
quo.” Well, he’s now probably
realized, as I have, that was never
what the people there intended to
do.

If you think I have lost my mind,
look around at this world and if
you don’t think we have lost some-
thing essential perhaps you
should think again.

Cecilia has spent much

of her working life in the
administrative side of the
Wikwemikong  Unceded
Indian Reserve Band Office.
Wikwemikong means “Bay
of Beavers.” Wikwet - bay,
mik - beaver, kong, place of.
Her role as executive assis-
tant to council and to Duke
Peltier, the chief of the
reserve, Kkeeps her very
busy.

“Each morning starting
at 8 am I take calls from
band members looking for
an appointment to see the
chief,” Ms. Pitawanakwat
insists. “I want to be here
for their calls. Many need
advice dealing with a land
issue or perhaps a legal
problem and the chief is
usually the first person
they come to for advocacy
and assistance.” Cecilia has
been the executive assistant
to 10 chiefs over the years
and this has given her a
privileged role for the band.

In 2007, she was there for
Ontario’s first on-reserve
Housing Trust Agreement
signed by Canada Mortgage
and Housing Corporation
(CMHC) and the Wik-
wemikong Unceded Indian
Reserve. This agreement,
which could be in abeyance
now, enhanced access to
‘homeownership loan
insurance’ to First Nation
members of Wikwemikong.
Cecilia was also recognized
for her work in the draft
policy for alcohol control
on the reserve: Wik-
wemikong Alcohol Policy
Consensus. “The authors,
Narbonne, Fortin, Rylett,
Manitowabi, Douglas and
Gliksman, extend their
appreciation to Cecilia
Pitawanakwat, Executive
Assistant to the Wik-
wemikong Council and
Band Councillor, for her
comments on the draft of

the manuscript.” (The
Canadian Journal of
Native Studies XXI,

1(2001):161-177.)

“The names of my great-
great-great grandparents
on my mother’s side were
Louis and Marie Kiiwii,
born in the late 1700s or ear-
ly 1800s. They had one boy
and four girls. Their daugh-
ter Angelique was the
mother of my great-grand-
mother, Eva Epagishmok
Manitowabi. Eva’s daugh-
ter, Eliza Manitowabi, was
my grandmother on my
mother’s side. Paternal
grandparents were Agatha
(Peltier) and  Samuel
Pitawanakwat. Samuel
Pitawanakwat is listed on
Washington’s Wooster Roll,

compiled by Walter M.
Wooster, which lists all
members of the Potawato-
mi tribe in family groups
providing names, ages,
genders, relationships to
the head of household,
Indian names, meanings
of the Indian names, and
residences.

“I was born on August
10, 1947 to Lucy Ida (Ani-
mikwaan) and the late
Valentine Pitawanakwat
in the home of my grand-
mother, Eliza, beside the
church. My mother was
17. They called the mid-
wife, my great aunt
Suzanne Animikwaan.”

sisters, Loraine, Marilyn,

at one month and Hubert The p
died at 16. He and others Toronto in 1969.

were driving around the
community when Hubert
succumbed to carbon
monoxide poisoning” Cecil-
ia explains.

“My first memory was
watching the women doing
their crafts in Eliza’s place.
Cereal boxes were cut into
shapes that could be folded
to make a canoe. This card-
board pattern was used to
cut the birch bark which
would be stitched together
with wegbish (twine) and
decorated with porcupine
quills along the hull. Sweet
grass adorned the length of
the gunnels. The seats
would be made of very thin
cedar strips. They made
dolls from old socks, stuff-
ing them with shredded
material and decorating
with button eyes and yarn
hair. Families also made
corn necklaces,” Cecilia
continues. “There was
always a quilt loom stand-
ing in the front room where
the women would gather to
sew and chat. This first
social experience was how I
learned to speak Odawa.”

“My father Valentine
helped construct the build-
ings at Ten Mile Point
before he became a soldier
in World War Two. A shrap-
nel wound to his right knee
resulted in ‘retained metal-
lic foreign bodies’ which

retty young lady

became a limiting factor for
him when he returned
home after the war. As a vet-
eran, he was eligible for
land and equipment to start
a farm as well as a limited
veteran’s pension.”
Valentine was logging at
Heywood Island for a while.
Stories from Henry
Shawana and other commu-
nity members colour the
day-to-day aspects. Horses,
kept on an adjacent island,
were important to trans-
port workers to and from
the work site and to move
the lumber. This was winter
work on ice roads. At home
in Wiky, sleighs and horses
were popular too. The
black, one-horse sleighs
used hay for seats and for
warmth. Later the hay
could be fed to the horses.
At six, Cecilia started
school in the ‘baby class’ in
the old school, now a vacant
lot behind the Pontiac
School. There was an ‘out-
side’ washroom. “Most
homes did not have inside
plumbing, so we had to up
with outhouses. Sister Pas-
cal was my first teacher. A
fond memory is the warm
soup served at lunch. It was
especially nice on a cold
winter day. Our other staple
came from the war: hard
tack cookies that had been

customs were still impor-
tant. At haying and
threshing time, the
young Wiky lass played
with other children in
the barn. “We would
| climb on beams, go up
| the ladder to the loft and
| swing down on a rope or
slide down the hay
' mound. We also pulled
people up using the hook
and line. It was great
fun.”

In the mid-1960s,
Valentine found work
building the town of
Elliot Lake with other
men from Wik-
wemikong. The KVP
Company (Kalamazoo
Vegetable Parchment)
camps, today part of
Domtar, was the site of a

she created.

made for the soldiers. They
were nutritious, but very
hard. We got used to them.
School was where I learned
English but it was the
Christmas concerts I
looked forward to each
year.”

Like many children of
that era, Cecilia collected
stamps for a while. It was a
way to learn a little of the
world outside of school. In
the 60s, televisions became
more popular, and you
could watch if you had the
right antenna. Times were
changing but lots of old

subsequent job. Wives
would meet their men at the
old train station near McK-
errow. This was also a good
time to buy food and other
necessities for home. The
long winding road to Wik-
wemikong took many hours
to traverse, so trips were
kept to a minimum.

After Grade 7, Cecilia
went to the newly opened
St. Ignatius School (later
the Pontiac School) in Wik-
wemikong. Students wore
uniforms and nuns were
the teachers. Cecilia did
well and finished Grade 10

questions

before she moved to St.
Mary’s Commercial Acade-
my for Girls in North Bay.
“We lived in the school,
away from home for the
first time, but we were sur-
rounded with friends,”
Cecilia shares. “We used
our small allowance enjoy-
ing an occasional meal at a
nearby restaurant.”

In 1964, after finishing
her Grade 12 and earning a
proficiency award, Cecilia
and three friends jumped
on the train and headed for
Toronto to find work. The
Department of Indian
Affairs had facilitated get-
ting the girls to the big city,
finding work, and a place to
stay. All four were able to
share one small flat. Toron-
to was new and strange.

Her first job was in the
Engineering Division for
the Ontario Department of
Labour. She took shorthand
and typed letters. About a
year later, Cecilia moved to
the Department of Educa-
tion where she found out
that her high school in
North Bay had not been a
registered high school. She
also found out, much to her
chagrin, that she needed
more credits to finish her
high school program. “I
couldn’t understand why
Indian Affairs had sent us
all to an unregistered high
school. I took some Grade
11 and 12 courses simulta-
neously, completing all
except math. I got Grade 13
French and English. Math
was completed years later
through Laurentian Uni-
versity while I was already
working in Wikwemikong.”

Time off during Christ-
mas or Easter meant taking
the bus to Espanola. “Some-
one would pick us up at the
Arena Grill there and take
us to Wikwemikong.” In
1971, Cecilia started work-
ing for the Department of
Indian Affairs in Mani-
towaning. Wikwemikong
had taken over the gover-
nance role under John
Wakegijig, chief at the
time.

Cecilia met Tim O’Con-
nor at Wikwemikong where
he lived with the Corbiere
family “He was a good
cook, guitar player, singer
and dancer to boot. In fact,
he put so much enthusiasm
into his dancing steps he
actually came close to
breaking his toe once.” Tim
was a popular, handsome
hockey player for the win-
ning ‘Wiky Thunderbird’
team that Father Murray
had helped assemble and
Ron Wakegijig had coached.

MANITOWANING—A Manitoulin Rodeo Committee has
been formed after some concern as to which organization
was assuming responsibility for the A Bar K Rodeo when
they ride into Manitowaning from June 21 to 23.

At last week’s meeting of Assiginack council, council-
lors expressed concern to Reeve Brad Ham and
clerk/treasurer Alton Hobbs as to the unsurity of who
was the main organizer of the event.

“I'm uncomfortable unless we’re tied to a local group,”
said Councillor Les Fields, noting that the Assiginack
Agricultural Society was at first the lead organization,
but then removed itself from the lead role. “We need clar-
ification as to who is running the show. Ultimately, some-

one or some organization has to be responsible for it.”

“I want to know this before we go any further,” added
Councillor Brenda Reid.

Reeve Ham wondered whether the municipality should
approach the agricultural society, asking whether they
wanted to “pony up” to the responsibility of the event.

In light of these worries, the Manitoulin Rodeo Com-
mittee, with Kyla Jansen of Honora Bay Riding Stables
as chair, was struck.

“The Manitoulin Rodeo Committee is a group of young
agricultural enthusiasts,” Ms. Jansen explained. “We're
working hand in hand with the agricultural society, as
they didn’t want to take on the whole thing themselves—

back as to where we have
been and what we have
accomplished,” said Mr.
Graham. “Today we wel-
come Lafarge to the MHC’s
family of patrons.

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Assiginack council passes $5,000 in-kind
water donation for South East Lions Club

MANITOWANING—ATfter some con-
troversy regarding a $5,000 in-kind
donation from the municipality of
Assiginack to the South East Mani-
toulin Lions Club, a resolution was
passed at last week’s council meeting
to go ahead with the pledge, with stip-
ulations for 2014.

During the first meeting of Assigi-
nack council for 2013, council
received correspondence from the
Lions Club, asking to use treated
water to create the ice track needed
for the third annual Pro Challenge
snowmobile races this coming week-
end. According to estimates from the
Ontario Clean Water Agency, the cost
of the treated water would be
upwards of $5,000, a number that was
too high for both Councillors Brenda
Reid and Bob Case.

The two councillors expressed
their displeasure at offing such a high
amount to the club, both saying they
were not in favour of the donation.

At last week’s council meeting, res-
olution 23-02-13 was passed, which
reads: “That whereas the cost of
water used in the construction of the
ice track for the 2013 snowmobile

races is estimated at $5,000, and
whereas any donation by the munici-
pality should be borne through the
general tax levy; now therefore that
the council concur with a municipal
donation in kind of $5,000 in munici-
pal water to the 2013 snowmobile
races; and that prior to any use of the
municipal facility or infrastructure
for the 2014 races, the South East
Manitoulin Lions Club be required to
enter into a memorandum of under-
standing with the municipality at
least 120 days prior to the event out-
lining such administrative, insur-
ance, financial and other concerns as
deemed necessary by this council.”
“This is not just for the Lions, but
for all groups wanting to use our facil-
ities,” Reeve Brad Ham explained.
Before passing the resolution, the
reeve then read a letter written to
council, and which appeared on page
4 of this newspaper in the January 23
edition, from Marilyn and Elwood
Wohlberg of Manitowaning, which
reads in part: “We consider ourselves
very fortunate to live across the street
from the Manitowaning arena where
we can witness all the activity that
goes on by the countless number of

volunteers associated with the Lions
Club in their endeavour to bring a
world class event into our community
(be it 3 pm in the afternoon or 3 am in
the wee hours of the morning).

“This is an event that brings vitali-
ty and much excitement to our com-
munity. What better way to shorten
our winter months, to say nothing of
the thousands of spin off dollars that
support our local businesses.”

“We congratulate the Lions Club in
this endeavour that brings a
“supermall”-like parking lot full of
semis, with all their colour, banners,
generators, flood lights and sounds
that complement the event. This
keeps our community vibrant,” the
letter continues.

“Many thanks to those on council
who see value to providing services to
our community that are more excit-
ing than plowing snow.”

Councillors Les Fields and Paul
Moffat voted in favour of the resolu-
tion, while Councillors Bob Case and
Brenda Reid voted against it. Reeve
Brad Ham broke the tie, voting in
favour of the donation for 2013.

the marina channel) and
plan D, dredging and blast-
ing Spider Bay Marina.

“The simple solution is to
do what we can afford for
now, while ensuring that
our port is still fully opera-
tional,” added Mr.
Williamson.

The plan outlined would
require $15,000 be with-
drawn from Spider Bay
Marina reserves, which Mr.
Williamson explained was
separate from the town as
the marina operated inde-
pendently.

“I would like to thank the
town staff and Greg for this
plan and being proactive in
trying to save our town’s
main income,” noted Coun-
cillor Paul Skippen, to
which many councillors

expressed their agreement.

The committee moved to
recommend to council the
withdrawal of $15,000 from
the marina’s reserves to
begin action on the strate-
gic plan.

Last Tuesday council also
reviewed an application to
the Ministry of Natural
Resources (MNR) from Mr.
Ferguson for the dredging
of Harbor Vue Marina, of
which council expressed
their support.

Mr. Ferguson outlined in
his plans that he is request-
ing permission from the
MNR to remove 250 feet by
20 feet of clay that has
resulted in shallow condi-
tions within a portion of
the marina due to low water
levels.

The town was unable to

reach a representative from
Boyle Marine, but did speak
with Harbor Vue Marina
owner Stan Ferguson.

When speaking with The
Expositor, Mr. Ferguson
said that depending on the
permit, he plans to conduct
the dredging this spring.

“I would like to do some
maintenance dredging, as
well as dock rearranging
due to the historically low
water conditions, but even
if the dredging is not
approved we will still be
fully operational this year,”
said Mr. Ferguson, noting
that without the dredging
some of his slips won’t be
able to accommodate some
of the larger boats.

“I'm glad the town is
being proactive as well and
I think the strategy report

win—she is the first openly
gay premier—not that there
is anything wrong with
that, as everyone involved
has been quick to say, often
without explicitly saying
anything at all. Ms. Wynne
met the question of her sex-
uality head on early in the
convention by addressing it
in her opening
speech—from that point on
it became a non-issue.

The smart money going
into the convention was
that this was Sandra
Pupatello’s race to lose, as
she reputedly held a com-
manding lead among the
ex-officio delegates (former
candidates, riding presi-
dents, caucus members,
and somewhat strangely,
Ontario federal Liberal
MPs). Algoma-Manitoulin
Ontario Liberal riding pres-
ident Tom  Farquhar
declared for Sandra
Pupatello shortly after the
delegate selection polls
closed.

Ms. Pupatello led on the
first ballot with 599 votes,
but came in just barely
ahead of Kathleen Wynne’s
597 votes. Further back on
the tally were Gerrard
Kennedy with 281 votes,
Harinder Takhar with 235
votes, Charles Sousa with

222 votes and bringing up
the tail end was Eric
Hoskins with 150 votes.

“It was an exciting day,”
said former Algoma-Mani-
toulin MPP Mike Brown,
who had declared early on
for Ms. Wynne. “There was
a good selection of dele-
gates from  Northern
Ontario, including a fair
number from Algoma-Man-
itoulin and the Island.”

Mr. Brown said that Ms.
Wynne had garnered good
support from all areas of
the province. “I think it is
important in that she is not
beholden to any one region
of the province,” said Mr.
Brown. “But I am pleased

that, in the end, I think the
majority of our delegates
from Algoma-Manitoulin
voted for Kathleen.”

“It was an exciting time,”
agreed Kagawong’s Joseph
Gold, who originally trav-
elled to the convention
under the Kennedy banner.
“I felt that we were really
making changes, like we
had broken the bonds of the
backroom bunch.”

Mr. Gold said that this
was his first Ontario politi-
cal convention, although he
was a campaign manager
for Sydney Green in his bid
for the NDP leadership in
Manitoba several years ago.

The convention floor was

a whirl of noise and drama,
according to Mr. Gold.
“There was sense of the
winds of change in the air,”
he said. “I do think that this
will be the last delegated
convention.” Mr. Gold said
that the loss of the dynam-
ics of the convention floor
will not likely translate into
a process centred in each
person’s own living room.
“I think that people will
miss out on a lot of infor-
mation,” he said. “There is
a body language, a biologi-
cal conveyance of informa-
tion that you don’t get by
pushing a button on a com-
puter.”

The second ballot results
put Ms. Pupatello well out
in front, but there was
already a sense of disquiet
in her camp. The frontrun-
ner had anticipated the sup-
port of Eric Hoskins when,
as last place finisher, he
dropped off the ballot. It
was not to be, and the doc-
tor then crossed into the
Wynne camp even as
Pupatello’s youth members
were said to be set to rush
the stage in celebration of
his endorsement.

In an apparent attempt to
build the momentum for
Pupatello, 10 minutes later,
Harinder Takhar

street.

Council said they under-
stand that Island residents
need treatment, but that the
current location of the
methadone clinic was not
appropriate.

This discussion led to
council proposing amend-
ments to the current com-
mercial and residential
zoning bylaw to change the
definition of a business or
professional office to “an
office in which any busi-
ness is carried on or any
profession is practiced but
does not include a home
occupation or a clinic” and
limiting the placement of a
clinic to “the same property
as a hospital or home for
the aged.”

The Northeast Town
council carried a motion to
accept the proposed amend-
ments, followed by staff
noting that the next step
would be public notifica-
tion and a public meeting.

According to the letter
from the clinic to patients,
clients of the clinic will be
transferred to Dr. Dressler’s
Espanola office and
“attempts are being made
to provide services on Man-
itoulin Island, however we
have no guarantees at this
time.”

Despite several attempts,
neither Dr. Dressler nor
Robinson’s Pharmacy
Group returned The Expos-
itor’s phone calls.

In another letter
addressed to patients of the
Water Street Clinic
obtained by The Expositor,
Robinson’s Pharmacy
Group writes that they
“have been directed by the
Town of Northeastern
Manitoulin and the Islands
to cease the dispensing of
methadone at 19 Water
Street by February 15.”

“We regret this is the
position of The Town of
Northeastern Manitoulin
and the Islands,” the letter
continues. “As a result we

have no choice but to
inform you that our last day
of operation will be Friday,
February 15. Although
there are no other pharma-
cies in Little Current pro-
viding methadone, our
pharmacy in Espanola,
Robinson’s Pharmasave, is
willing to transfer you as a
patient if you would like to
continue with our service.”

Robinson’s Pharmacy
Group also writes that
there are two other phar-
macies in Espanola and one
in Gore Bay that offer
methadone services and
may be able to take on new
clients.

Though the outlook for
the clinic’s patients is
unclear, one Water Street
clinic patient from Wik-
wemikong was able to shed
some light on what the clin-
ic’s closure would mean for
individuals from her com-
munity.

“Dr. Dressler said that he
is trying to find another
location for the clinic here
on the Island, but nothing is
for sure yet,” explained
Tabatha Peltier. “Right now,
we’ve been told that there is
no room in Espanola for
our group and we will be
travelling to the Sudbury
clinic (Dr. Dressler’s Larch
Street Clinic) to continue
our treatment once the clin-
ic here closes.”

Ms. Peltier explained that
the change in clinic loca-
tions will be hard for her-
self and other clinic
patients, as it will mean
more time away from their
families and more time
away from work.

“We just want to live nor-
mal lives,” said Ms. Peltier.
“That’s why we are in the
program. We really work
together as a group to help
each other move forward
with our treatment and our
lives, so it’s too bad when a
couple people cause a lot of
problems and cause some-
thing like this (the closure
of the clinic) to happen.”

The Expositor spoke with

Wikwemikong Chief Duke
Peltier on Monday who fur-
ther expanded on the future
for band members who
were currently undergoing
methadone treatment.

The chief explained that
Wikwemikong chief and
council had held a meeting
last Thursday night to dis-
cuss the Water Street clinic
closure and what steps the
community would be tak-
ing to help band members.

“A case management
plan was brought forward
to council to address the
issue,” said Chief Peltier.
“Council approved the pro-
posal and its continued
development.”

Mary Jo Wabano, the
health services director of
Nahndahweh Tchigehgam-
ing, the Wikwemikong
Health Centre, was also in
attendance at the meeting
and explained that an
interim working group
was developed on Monday
of last week to address the
future needs of methadone
patients.

“The interim working
group, composed of mem-
bers of the mental health
team, Ontario Works and
Rainbow Lodge, presented
their case management
plan to council on Thurs-
day, however it was just a
preliminary plan due to
the short turnaround
time,” Ms. Wabano told
The Expositor. “Chief and
council approved the
group’s plan and its contin-
ued development. Right
now the community sim-
ply provides transporta-
tion for band members to
their treatment, but we are
hoping in the future to
ensure a circle of care that
would utilize all the com-
munity’s resources to help
support the individual and

their families.”
Ms. Wabano was also
able to confirm that

Espanola would not be able
to support all of the Water
Street Clinic’s clients and
that patients from Wik-

wemikong would be travel-
ling to Sudbury for treat-
ment, following the Island
clinic’s closure on Febru-
ary 15.

Local group meets to strategize
about Idle No More movement

SPRING BAY—A group of
non-Native and Native com-
munity activists gathered
at a potluck lunch at the
Spring Bay community cen-
tre recently to discuss the
issues behind the Idle No
More movement and how
they could assist in helping
to resolve First Nations
issues.

Facilitated by Richard
Lathwell of Sheguiandah,
the group gathered in a
speaking circle following
the lunch. The meeting
grew out of the recent ecu-
menical Kairos event noted
Mr. Lathwell, but was not
directly connected with
that event. Attending the
meeting were members of
Island Quaker, B’'Hai, Unit-
ed Church and Catholic
communities as well as
some who described them-
selves as not being affiliat-
ed with any church group.

Jane McKay Wright, one
of the organizers of the
gathering and a long-time
community activist who
has worked on the global
stage in Iraq as well as
Canada’s east coast, also
noted that the potluck was
separate from the Kairos
event. “This is just a gather-
ing of people who are con-
cerned about what is hap-
pening and want to discuss
what, if anything, we can
do,” she said.

Local Anishinaabe histo-
rian and activist Terry
Debassige also attended the
meeting as a resource per-
son and a person concerned
about the current unrest
embodied in the Idle No
More movement.

“We are gathered here
today to figure out the
issues and perhaps what it
is we should do,” said Mr.
Lathwell. Mr. Lathwell, who
described himself as a
member of the Nakota
Sioux First Nation from the
prairies who moved to Man-
itoulin a number of years
ago, largely by happen-
stance after first consider-
ing settling in the North
Shore area, passed around
an eagle feather to each
speaker after outlining the
principals behind the shar-
ing circle.

Mr. Lathwell explained
that the person holding the
feather had the floor, and
that others should refrain
from interrupting while
that person was speaking,
that the speaker should
address the entire group
and refrain from directly
engaging any one person in
the group, that “whatever
happens, happens,” and
wherever direction things
go, that is the direction they
go. He also made it clear
that as the feather passed to
any person, they were not
obliged to speak. “You don’t
have to say anything,” he
said.

Mr. Lathwell noted his
observation that a great
deal of the discord he dis-
covered between communi-
ties when he first moved to
Manitoulin drew strength
from a disconnect in com-
munication. Mr. Lathwell
said that he found a lot of
the conversations when he
first arrived on the Island
tended to suggest that First
Nation communities
received a lot of funding

and disproportionate atten-
tion from government pro-
grams. “Then I guess peo-
ple started noticing the
communities I was hanging
around and the type of
events I went to,” he
recalled. “All of a sudden
everyone’s best friend in
high school was a Native.”
That change in conversa-
tion between groups, he
suggested, led to facilitate
honest discussion of the
issues or productive resolu-
tion.

Following the meeting,
one participant noted that
she and her husband did
have concerns about how
their neighbours would
react to their views on
Native issues, and Ms. McK-
ay Wright noted that per-
haps this reporter should
consider leaving names out
of any report in the paper.
No individual requested
that their names not be
used and most of those
attending the meeting have
most of their views already
on the public record, how-
ever.

Chuc Willson of Ice Lake
was the first to receive the
feather, and he related the
experience of taking part
in a blanket ceremony. His
first experience with the
ceremony took place more
than 15 years ago at the Uni-
versity of Sudbury. The
blanket ceremony, he noted,
graphically demonstrates
the impact of dispossession
and was an experience that
he had found profoundly
moving.

Gary Fuhrman of Hono-
ra Bay, a member of the
local B’Hai community,
related his work with
Oxfam and his interests,
noting that he and his wife
have been following the
interactions between the
government and First
Nations at the grassroots
level, and that they want to
better understand what is
going on. “I still don’t feel
totally informed,” he said.
“But I am familiar with
colonial efforts on a world
scale through my involve-
ment with Oxfam. Iam here
to listen, all of us affected
by the situation need to lis-
ten to each other.” Mr.
Fuhrman expressed the
hope that meetings such as
this could come up with
ways to help people listen.

In her turn, Ms. McKay

A mixed group of concerned citizens gathered in a circle at the Spring Bay community hall to discuss the
implications of the Idle No More movement and how or if they should seek to support the goals and
aspirartions of the movement.

Wright described her work
with the Peacemakers
nationally and internation-
ally and her desire to “do
something locally.”

“Truth can come from all
directions,” she said,
adding that while she had
“no particular truth to offer
at this time” that “I hope
this is a historic moment
for relations between First
Nations and the govern-
ment. I want to see some
way of supporting the Idle
No More movement and
come up with something
that others might like to
engage in.”

Mary Balfe of South
Baymouth and a long time
educator said that she too
had experience with a
blanket ceremony at anoth-
er gathering, which she
described as “a humbling
moment. It was the first
time in my life that I felt
ashamed to be a Canadi-
an.” She suggested that the
blanket ceremony would
be a worthy addition to any
professional development
day at local schools and
that it is through the chil-
dren that changes in socie-
ty will come about.

Martin Garniss, an Unit-
ed Church minister, cited
the words of Martin
Luther King with “I have a
dream” and noting some
similarities between the
current situation and the
civil rights movement of
the 1950s and 1960s. He not-
ed that the current issues
facing the country are
“struggles for all people”
and expressed his hope
that the Idle No More
movement acts as a cata-
lyst for people to start look-
ing at what they can do for
human rights today.

The sentiment of the
meeting could possibly be
summed up by one partici-
pant’s preference for the
movement. “I prefer, ‘Idle,
Know More,” she said, not-
ing that the changes taking
place in Canadian society
through the Bill C-45, the
omnibus budget bill. “This
needs Native people and
non-Native people stand-
ing together.”

Mr. Debassige suggested
that there are two sets of
videos currently available
on the popular Internet
video site YouTube that
detail the 14 bills impacted
by Bill C-45. “It is clearly

explained,” he said, noting
that one is by Native
activist Pam Palmater and
the other by international
lawyer Sharon Venne.

Two Kkey suggestions
coming out of the meeting
were to hold a simultane-
ous prayer group across the
Island and to perhaps hold
an information rally on the
impacts of Bill C-45 at a
highly visible and central
location on Manitoulin.

Crystal Shawanda
partakes in historic
moment at Obama
inaugural ball

NASHVILLE—Country
music artist and Wik-
wemikong expat Crystal
Shawanda summed up the
experience of performing
at an inaugural ball at the
Smithsonian Museum in
honour of Barak Obama’s
second term as US presi-
dent in one word. “Amaz-
ing,” she said, when con-
tacted at her Nashville
home. “Someday I will
look back on that day and
say I was a part of histo-
ry.”

Ms. Shawanda noted
that her performance dur-
ing the Native Nations
presidential inaugural ball
took part in front of a very
large and very well-heeled
crowd.

“It was very much a
black-tie event,” she said.
“Everybody was all
dressed up. It was actually
a lot of fun watching all
those people all dressed up
and having a good time.
There were people dancing
and there were a lot of
folks having fun.”

One of the highlights of
the event for Ms. Shawan-
da was getting the oppor-
tunity to take to the stage
with some of country
music’s brightest stars. “I
got an opportunity to play
with the Grascals,” she
said. “That was areally big
moment for me too.”

Ms. Shawanda explained
that the Grascals are a six-
piece bluegrass band hail-
ing from Nashville, Ten-
nessee. “They play at the
Grand Ole Opry all the
time and are big on blue-
grass festivals all around
the country,” she said.
“There were so many
artists and performers

there. I was kind of sad
that we were so busy that
we didn’t get a chance to
hear them all.”

The country music star
played a selection from
her latest CD ‘Dawn of a
New Day’ as well as a cou-
ple of cover tunes.

Ms. Shawanda was
relaxing with her partner
Dewayne at their
Nashville home when con-
tacted by The Expositor,
de-stressing from the pre-
vious week’s whirlwind
set of events. “We are just
kind of setting back in
our bathrobes right now,”
she laughed. “I am still
really amazed by all that’s
happened, we are living
the dream.”

“When you think back
to how I grew up a little
country girl from Kaboni
it all seems so unreal,”
said Ms. Shawanda. “But
if you really are deter-
mined and you want to see
your dreams come true,
you can make it happen.
You just have to keep on
keeping on and don’t let
life’s setbacks keep you
down.”

Ms. Shawanda noted
that her own road has not
been without stumbles or
roadblocks, but she has
always kept her goal in
sight. “You keep your eye
on where it is you want to
go,” she said. “And you
keep heading toward that
star.”

If your dream is to be
the leader of your coun-
try, like President Obama,
or to one day be a country
music artist with your
own record label, it seems
the sky is the limit.

This hockey success
boosted the community
spirit in Wikwemikong and
Tim had been proud to be
part of that resurgence.
Chief John Wakegijig had
declared a holiday when
the team won the Pearson
Cup. Sadly, the jubilation
faded with that fateful acci-
dent that Kkilled so many
leaders. “Five members of
the Wikwemikong Band
died in a car accident in
1971 while returning home
from a meeting in Toronto.
Ron’s father, Chief John

Wakegijig, was among
them.”
Two years later, on

December 28, 1973, Cecilia
and Tim married. Four
days later, on January 1,
1974 the couple moved to
Lansing, Michigan where
Tim had been living with
family members. There
were about 300 people from
Wikwemikong  working
there at the time. Tim,
Cecilia, son Jeff and daugh-
ter Hali returned home
when Tim found work back
in Canada.

While on the other side
of the border, Cecilia got
work with the Michigan
State Agricultural Depart-
ment and the United States
Fish and Wildlife Service.
“I spent a year typing
reports in the ‘plant indus-
try’ department where
inspectors are sent to exam-
ine and monitor food
sources.” Cecilia says. “I
also found out what was
really in our food. ‘All beef’
wieners are 100 percent
beef but that could be brain
material or intestines. I
stopped eating wieners
after that.”

Tim got work at the Deni-
son Mine in Elliot Lake
with on-the-job training to
work his ‘swing’ shifts
underground. Elliot Lake
was a ‘boom town’ because
of the uranium mines. “It
seemed that everyone was
on shifts so you never
called anyone early in the
morning,” Cecilia recalls.
“We went through at least
two ‘wild-cat’ strikes that
affected the whole town.”
The Wiky band member
found work above ground,
in a lawyer’s office. “I
learned the job from the
two ladies who had been
there for years. They assist-
ed the lawyer and were very
competent in performing
legal services.”

“My next job was in cost
accounting with  Rio
Algom, a uranium mining
company. I felt very proud
to work with the company
and all of my bosses had
‘CGA’ gold designations
indicating they were well-
qualified. Our comptroller
was Gerry Gauthier, a fine
man and a good leader.
Albert Blanchette and Ida
Bender were also good
accountants. Albert was
adept at working on a series
of eight or more spread
sheets simultaneously.”

In 1978, the whole family
took a trip to Niagara Falls.
“We saw the impressive
falls and Marineland. I can
truly say we all had a good
time on our last trip togeth-
er. In May of 1979, my life
took a terrible turn. Tim
was with a group of friends
on the Mississaugi River
near Blind River. The Stan-
ley Cup Finals were on and
the Montreal Canadians
won the Stanley Cup that
year. He should have been

watching the game that
night. It is still a mystery
why a few of them decided
to go fishing.”

“The next day, at work, a
call came for me to come to
the head office at Rio
Algom. A police officer was
waiting for me. He said that
Tim had drowned and they
were looking for his body.
They found him three days
later, not far from where he
had slipped off the rocks
into the river. I was in
shock. Tim was just a
young man. Son Jeff was
eight and Hali was five. A
week later, when I went
back to work, I was just
going through the motions.
A co-worker bid me stay for
a year before I made any
major decisions. I stayed
two years and managed the
household with my
income.”

“In 1981 I moved back to
Wikwemikong and began
working part-time in the
old band office, across from
the Post Office. Jobs were
scarce at the time. By 1984,
was hired to take council
minutes as well as set up
agendas and meetings. In
1985 we moved to the new
office  where the band
administration is today. I
am privileged to work with
both the band council and
the community. We deal
with  important band
issues. I also meet other
members of First Nations
when they come for a visit
or we visit them. Informa-
tion is shared at gatherings
of our peoples. We are
establishing a model of
governance that will be
beneficial for all our people.
The Union of Ontario Indi-
ans 1is facilitating this
process for the First
Nations in North Eastern
Ontario.”

Valentine retired from
the janitorial work he did
in later years. In 1993, he
developed Lou Gehrig’s dis-
ease which ultimately
necessitated the use of a G-
tube for sustenance before
he died in May of 1994. That
same year Wikwemikong
took over its health servic-
es from Health Canada and
after years of negotiation,
the band completed the
Point Grondine Land Set-
tlement, compensation for
loss of the use of its land
and additional lands. A
policing agreement was
also set up in partnership
with Canada and Ontario.

The province of Ontario
invited applications for
gaming and in time the bid
went to Rama. After a
lengthy collaborative
process, this arrangement
brought in money to all the
reserves including Wik-
wemikong. Revenues are
now collected from all gam-
ing activity at a certain per-
centage and with a general-
ly agreed-to formula.

“Winters are my
favourite season both for
the cross country skiing
and hockey, of course.
Hockey has always been
and is still very much a part
of my life. Jeff liked to play
ball hockey when he wasn’t
on the ice or travelling to a
game. He was on a triple A
midget team while attend-
ing high school in North
Bay. A photograph of his
original team from Elliot
Lake was in the Algo Mall
but I am not sure where it is
now. Both Jeff and Hali
played soccer.”

“The three older grand-
children play hockey and
the other two grandchil-
dren attend high school and
play hockey on Sudbury
teams. One grandson
attends Wasse-Abin High
School and plays for the
Panthers. I am often on the
road. Recently, the Sudbury
Lady Wolves team won the
gold championship at Tay-
lor, Michigan and my
cousins, including ardent
fan Helen Roy, were there
for support.”

Cecilia wanted to help
the community in her own
way. For the last 10 years
she has volunteered for Vic-
tim Services Ontario, a
non-profit, incorporated
community volunteer serv-
ice. “I find this work very
rewarding because I get to
help people all over the
Island when they need it
most. The conferences and

presentations are very
informative, honest and
real.” This work has

earned Cecilia a ‘volunteer
award’ from Ontario.

In 2009, Cecilia partici-
pated in the Cancer Walk.
She has also run the 10K
Wiky Road Race. “I am
proud of the Water Walk, a
spiritual event. For the last
four years we have been
walking around Wik-
wemikong’s shores, asking
for blessings and prayers. I
kept in mind those who
cannot walk, notably my
cousin who lost his leg
through diabetes. This
walk helps affirm our cul-
ture. It is both rejuvenat-
ing and rewarding. The
Course of Miracles, a med-
itation group, has also
inspired me to a greater
understanding of life.”

“The most life-changing
event for me was the loss
of my status when I mar-
ried Tim. His mother was
from Wikwemikong but his
father was Irish-French. I
was no longer considered
‘an Indian’ after my mar-
riage. I lost my identity, a
significant part of myself,
who I was to the world.
Honorine Trudeau Wright
went through it too. If not
an Indian then what was
our new identity? This was
never clear until we were
both reinstated. I became a
Status Indian again with a
legal letter I received in
1985.”

“The people that
inspired me the most are
my mother and my grand-
mother. My mother is very
talented and my grand-
mother grew her own food,
sorted beans and churned
her own butter. She
showed us how to clean up
the blueberries by letting
them fall from one contain-
er to another so that the
stems and leaves were
blown away by the wind.
Corn soup was made on a
wood stove. The pot was
moved away from direct

heat and kept warm at the
side of the stove. All visi-
tors would get some and it
always tasted so good.”

“I don’t have too many
regrets and I really appre-
ciate the life given to me.
During our school days, I
don’t think the guidance
counsellors were available
so we had little direction
for our educational goals. I
feel that schooling and edu-
cation are important and I
was proud to be a support-
er of building a high school
here in Wiky.”

“I have been on council
since 1992, missing only
one term. As a current
holder of the cultural port-
folio, I would like to see
Wikwemikong encourage
our language even more.
Our WHO, the Wik-
wemikong Heritage Organ-
ization, remains energetic
and the program managers
are very busy interacting
with elders and communi-
ty members. They are cur-
rently working to establish
a historical society. Mani-
toulin is home. It is a peace-
ful place of picturesque set-
tings for my home and my
work. This is where my life
has the most meaning. My
ancestors have been here
for millennia and I would-
n’t want to live anyplace
else.”

announced that he was withdrawing in her favour, but it
was too late at that point for his name to be withdrawn
from the ballot.

Ms. Pupatello moved well ahead on the second ballot
results, capturing 817 votes of the 2,077 up for grabs at this
point, or 39.4 percent of the vote. Ms. Wynne slipped back to
750 votes and 36.2 percent of the overall vote. Mr. Kennedy
held on with 285 votes or 13.5 percent, barely inching ahead
by four votes, while Mr. Sousa slipped to 203 votes or 9.8 per-
cent. Some 18 voters had not gotten the memo and stayed
with Mr. Tahkar for .9 percent of the second ballot num-
bers.

This is when it really all went bad for Ms. Pupatello’s
dream of taking on the reins of the premiership. First at
4:45 pm, Mr. Sousa led his delegates over to Ms. Wynne’s
camp, followed 15 minutes later by Mr. Kennedy’s posse. At
that point the end seemed clear;, the final tally announced at
8:25 pm confirmed Ms. Wynne had won the contest with 57
percent of the vote.

Ranks closed quickly during the aftermath of the deci-
sion. Mr. Brown noted that he knew both frontrunners well
and that he hoped Ms. Pupatello would run for the party
and remain involved. Ms. Pupatello has reportedly dashed
those hopes, however, announcing her permanent with-
drawal from politics during an interview on CBC.

“Of course I am disappointed that my candidate didn’t
win,” said Delroy Prescott, who went supporting Ms.
Pupatello. “But Kathleen is a great candidate and I think
she will do a very good job for the party and the province.”

“It was quite interesting,” said Kagawong’s Austin Hunt,
a long-time Manitoulin Liberal. “I was headed out to do
some snow-shovelling and sat down in front of the televi-
sion and stayed there.”

Mr. Hunt said that he too knows both of the female can-
didates. “They are very different people,” he said, adding
that the end in his mind was not in any way decided before
the final few moments. “I did not know what Mr. Sousa was
going do to about it. In the end he moved to Kathleen,” he
said.

As for those on the other side of the legislature, the NDP
has been far less bellicose than the Progressive Conserva-
tives which launched a series of attack ads aimed at Ms.
Wynne mere hours after the decision was known. Still, the
new premier will have her work cut out for her.

“I know Ms. Wynne as being very prompt and profes-
sional in responding both as an MPP and as a minister,”
said NDP Algoma-Manitoulin MPP Mike Mantha, but he
added that there were a number of “very big red flags” for
he and his party in the opening comments of the new pre-
mier, particularly in her commitment to move ahead on the
work begun by the McGuinty government, but that he is

looking forward to returning to the legislature soon.

“I made a commitment to go to Queen’s Park to work
with the Liberal and the Conservative parties and work for
the people of this province,” said Mr. Mantha. “I am look-
ing forward to being called back. It is better for everybody.”

Mr. Mantha said that he has not been idle during the
interim as the legislature was prorogued. “I have been
meeting with community and business leaders in Algoma-
Manitoulin and across the province in my capacity as crit-
ic for Northern Development and Mines to make sure I am
on the right track for Algoma-Manitoulin.”

Unlike her rival Ms. Pupatello, who said she would keep
the legislature out until she had secured a by-election win
to take her seat in the house, Ms. Wynne indicated that she
would bring the legislature back at the first opportunity.

The Tories’ radio attack ads noted that Ms. Wynne was
part of a government that brought Ontario the ORNGE air
ambulance, eHealth, and gas-plant cancellation scandals.
“The past is not going to go away,” said North Bay Progres-
sive Conservative MPP Vic Fedeli, echoing the tack taken
by the attack ads. Adding that “she sat at the cabinet table
during these missteps.”

But for Mr. Gold, Ms. Wynne’s win was all good. “She is
one of the most authentic people in politics I have ever
met,” he said. “She doesn’t waste time playing a role or
playing games. She talks from the heart all the time. That

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Alzheimer’s disease a year round cause

MANITOULIN—While
January was Alzheimer’s
Awareness month, Sherry
McDougall-Debassige,
Alzheimer Society family
Counselor and educator,
reminds us that for those
living with the disease, it’s
a day-to-day challenge all
year round.

According to the
Alzheimer’s Society,
“Alzheimer’s disease is the
most common of a large
group of disorders known
as ‘dementias.’ It is an irre-
versible disease of the
brain in which the progres-
sive degeneration of brain
cells causes thinking abili-
ty and memory to deterio-
rate. Alzheimer’s disease
also affects behaviour,
mood and emotions, and
the ability to perform daily
living activities.”

Those with Alzheimer’s
or dementia may suffer
from memory loss, mood
and behaviour changes and
difficulty with day-to-day
tasks. Family members
sometimes struggle to care
for their loved one, often
having to put them in a
long-term care facility.

Ms. McDougall-
Debassige detailed how
sometimes a caregiver
would look after their loved
one to the point that they
themselves would get sick,
and the loved one would
end up in an institution
regardless, and without the
support of the caregiver.

“They see it as a sign of
weakness that they can’t do
‘till death do you part.’ It’s
tough,” explained Ms.
McDougall-Debassige. “If
we get the support groups

Hockey equlpent giveaway puts Kids on the ice

LITTLE CURRENT— Carson Pitawanak-
wat loves watching his friends play hock-
ey for the Manitoulin Panthers. He, how-
ever, hasn’t been able to play for nearly six
years because he didn’t have the correct
gear.

“It’s not fun, not being able to be on the
ice,” he said. He and his father were hop-
ing to snag some proper gear to get Carson
back on the ice during the hockey equip-
ment giveaway sponsored by the Hockey
Education Reaching Out Society (HEROS)
program. The equipment was distributed
on Wednesday, January 23 at the North-
east Town Recreation Centre in Little Cur-
rent.

“My son’s looking forward to playing
with the Little Native Hockey League (Lit-
tle NHL) (hosts of the province-wide
March Break tournament), so we’re hop-
ing to hoping to get him up here to be part
of that world-class event,” said Emmette
Pitawanakwat.

Joey Stoneypoint has six sons between
the ages of 10 and 23. At one point or
another, all of them have played hockey.

“Drop them off at one rink, then go to
the next. It’s hectic,” he explained. He also
said a new goalie helmet can cost him as
much as $400.

“When my son first started, I was able
to find some second hand equipment, but
he’s a midget now, so he needs something
to protect him.”

His 16-year-old son Sammy’s passion is
hockey, and Mr. Stoneypoint says he plays
“as soon as he gets off the bus until the
lights go out.”

Mr. Stoneypoint’s thoughts were echoed
by other parents as well.

“He’ll be out there all day if you let
him,” explained mom Rachel Goodfellow.
She and her husband John have found
huge positive changes in their son Adam
since he started playing hockey.

“He has some behaviour concerns, so
hockey has become his vent,” she

explained. “If he wasn’t playing hockey
he might be into stuff he shouldn’t be.”
As for paying for his equipment, “We
just keep giving our right arm and it
keeps growing back,” laughed Mr. Good-
fellow.
Kids like Carson, Adam and Sammy are
what the HEROS program is all about.
“It’s to get kids on the ice who couldn’t
otherwise afford it,” said HEROS
founder/executive director Norm Flynn.
Mr. Flynn explained the program helps
kids get off the street, stay off drugs and
helps give them self confidence. He also
said when they found out the reason some
of the kldS were so unhappy was because

they didn’t eat, they also started a food
program.

The HEROS program was started 13

years ago in Vancouver and provides
hockey equipment as well as mentors to
these kids in 11 program areas across
Canada. Many of the children they work
with have FAS, ADD or other learning
disorders.

“We want kids to stay with us and |

become mentors,” said Mr. Flynn.
About $12,000 is given each year to
kids who stay to become mentors to pur-

sue post-secondary education in whatev- | i |

er field they choose.

They use a combination
of industrial washers and hand washing
to get gear smelling like new, and air dry
everything so it’s clean and sanitary.

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Cycling advocates on path to create Georgian Bay Cycling Route

MANITOULIN—The Man-
itoulin Island Cycling
Advocates (MICA) is work-
ing towards creating a
Georgian Bay Cycling
Route, a project aimed at
creating a cycling route
that would join together
the Georgian Bay Basin,
the Bruce Peninsula and
Manitoulin Island.

“The idea for the route
was approved and devel-
oped by MICA, prior to
being presented to LAM-
BAC (LaCloche Manitoulin
Business Assistance Cor-

poration),” MICA chair
Maja Mielonen told The
Expositor last Friday.

“LAMBAC has supported
the project and is now
helping MICA seek fund-
ing to conduct a feasibility
study for the project.”

MICA is currently in
phase two of its FedNor
application, with assis-
tance from LAMBAC, and
is also actively seeking
other funding avenues.

Ms. Mielonen explained
that the Georgian Bay
Cycling Route would cover
three regional tourist
organizations, including
13A (North East Ontario
Region), 12 (Muskoka, Par-
ry Sounds and Algonquin
Park) and 7 (the Bruce

Peninsula, Southern Geor-
gian Bay and Lake Simcoe
Region) and over 800 Kilo-
metres.

The project was born out
of what Ms. Mielonen calls
a “gap” in the Georgian
Bay Coastal Route, which
connects with 400 series
highways, meaning por-
tions of the route are not
available to cyclists
(cyclists are not allowed on
any 400 series highways).

“It would use low traffic
roads, non-motorized
trails and utilize existing
infrastructure,” added Ms.
Mielonen. “The route
would even partially link
up to the Trans Canada
Trail in Sudbury.”

A release from MICA
lists that some of the
expected benefits of the
Georgian Bay Cycling
Route would be, “opening
local and international
economic marketing
options, encourages safe,
active living all around the
Georgian Bay Basin, bring
back tourism to regions
bypassed by four-laned
highways, providing the
Greater Toronto Area with
a sustainable green holi-
day option, assisting the
M.S. Chi-Cheemaun ferry
in attracting more tourists
and linking existing infra-

structure, including the
paved shoulders on Mani-
toulin’s Highway 6, the
bike train to Orillia and
the park bus to Owen
Sound/Tobermory.”

“The project fits with
the Ministry of Trans-
portation’s (MTO) Ontario
Cycling Strategy,” contin-
ued Ms. Mielonen. “The
MTO has a vision of creat-
ing a cycling network that
connects the province and
wants to make Ontario a
prime cycling destination.
The report also gives the
example of Quebec’s
cycling network that gen-
erates an annual econom-
ic return of over $100 mil-
lion.

The report also states:
“the latest statistics esti-
mate that $630,000 Ontari-
ans ride a bicycle on a dai-
ly basis and that 48
percent of almost 13 mil-
lion Ontarians ride at
least once a week during
the spring, summer and
fall.”

“On March 1, we (MICA)
had been invited as a pre-
senter at the ‘Ontario
Cycle Tourism Forum
2013, Bikes Mean Busi-
ness’ conference in Toron-
to,” Ms. Mielonen con-
cluded, adding that she

How would you like to reduce your grocery bill, shrink
your risk of cancer, diabetes and heart disease and reduce
your waistline? Its simple—try to go meatless at least one
dinner per week. If that is impossible, then serve only
three ounces of meat per person, with two side dishes—
not hard at all.

Red Cabbage with Feta and Mint
2 Thsp olive oil
1 medium red onion medium sliced
2 cloves garlic, minced
4 cups red cabbage (11b) thinly sliced
1 tsp salt plus more to taste
Juice of 11lemon
Ground black pepper
2 Thsp chopped fresh mint, fresh dill and fresh parsley
1/2 cup crumbled feta cheese

In a large skillet, heat olive oil over medium heat, add
onion and cook, stirring often until soft. Add garlic and
cook 1 minute more. Add cabbage and 1 tsp salt and cook
stirring until cabbage is wilted and just starting to soften.
Remove skillet from heat, stir in lemon juice and season
with salt and pepper to taste. Stir in chopped mint, dill and
parsley, and transfer to serving bowl. Top with feta and
serve at room temperature.

Rice with Spinach and Almonds
1 cup basmati rice
1/2 tsp sea salt (plus more to taste)
2 Thsp olive oil divided
3 cloves garlic sliced
2 1bs spinach cut into strips
Grated zest of two lemons
1 tbsp chopped fresh dill
1/2 cup roasted almonds coarsely chopped
Pinch of crushed red pepper flakes
Ground black pepper

In a medium saucepan bring 2 cups water to a boil. Stir
in rice and 1/2 tsp salt. Cover and cook over very low heat
until rice has absorbed water and is tender but firm (14 to
15 mins). Remove from heat, keep rice covered.

In a large pot, heat 1 Tbsp olive oil. Add garlic and cook
over medium heat for one minute. Add spinach in three
batches, stirring and adding each batch as the previous
one starts to wilt. Cook until tender (about three minutes
in total) Remove pot from heat and stir in lemon zest, dill
and remaining 1 Thsp of olive oil. Stir in rice, fluffing it
up. Stir in almonds and red pepper flakes. Season with salt
and black pepper to taste. Serve.
