LITTLE CURRENT—Effective
October 1, Little Current’s Chan-
nelview Apartments on Robinson
Street, subsidized units through
the Manitoulin-Sudbury District
Services Board (DSB), will
become designated as seniors-
only housing, meaning that the 17
people under the age of  65 cur-
rently on the waiting list will have
to find another place, or commu-
nity, in which to live.

At the monthly meeting of  the
DSB held last Thursday, the board
heard a review from the program
planning committee on the 10-
year housing and homelessness
plan. In a previous report through
the firm SHS Consulting it was
noted that, “the DSB should
encourage the expansion of  sen-
iors housing options, primarily in
the form of  increasing the supply
of  affordable, supportive housing
units and encouraging private
investors to increase the supply of
private retirement housing.” The
consultants recommended targets
for expanding the supply of
affordable seniors housing, with
80 units recommended for Mani-
toulin Island by 2031.

Donna Moroso, director of  inte-
grated social services, addressed
the board, stating, “Seniors have
very specific and categorically dif-
ferent needs and do not always
socially thrive in an integrated
residential setting. Converting to
seniors-only housing will allow
senior residents to age in place
and assist local health supportive
services to better provide for resi-
dents in need of  these services in
one location,” she said.

MANITOULIN—The Northeast
Town stood alone last week,
unsupported by other Island

municipalities in its request to
have the Manitoulin Planning
Board (MPB) withdraw its appeal
to the Ontario Municipal Board
(OMB) regarding a zoning bylaw

amendment by the Northeast
Town.

Northeast Town Mayor Al Mac-
Nevin made a presentation to the
MPB last Tuesday, asking that the
planning board rescind its appeal
to the OMB. The following night,
he also made a presentation to the
Manitoulin Municipal Associa-
tion (MMA) regarding the plan-
ning board’s action, and put for-
ward a motion asking for the
MMA to request that the MPB
withdraw its appeal. Neither the
MPB nor the MMA supported the
Northeast Town’s request.

“Thank you for allowing me to
voice the concerns of  the North-
east Town council,” began Mayor
MacNevin to the MPB. “The issue
is before a (OMB) tribunal right
now, so I can’t discuss the particu-
lars of  the zoning amendment,

MANITOULIN—After two years
of  behind the scenes work, the
Manitoulin Health Centre (MHC)
was pleased to announce at its
September board meeting last
week the merger of  the Ontario
Nurses Association (ONA) union
locals between the two hospital
sites.

Mary Lynn Wright, chief  nurs-
ing officer for the MHC, told the
board that the two separate bar-
gaining units representing regis-
tered nurses had amalgamated
over the summer months.

Ms. Wright explained that prior
to amalgamation, nurses who
were working part-time at one site
but wanted to work more hours at
the other site were forced to pay
two separate sets of  union dues
and be placed on two separate sen-
iority lists, one for each hospital.

This, Ms. Wright continued,
was not conducive to recruitment
and retention.

“It has been some time in the
making, and over time staff  will
see the benefit,” she said.

Derek Graham, MHC CEO,
explained to the board that having
separate bargaining units at each

hospital “was standing in the way
of  creating one MHC culture.”

Mr. Graham and the board then
applauded the hard work of  Ms.
Wright and MHC staff  in seeing
the fusion complete.

Members of  the new bargain-
ing unit will now see a merged
seniority list, as well as joint com-
mittee work between the two sites
working toward common goals,
Ms. Wright explained.

Tehkummah’s Pat Hall
launches first book, 
‘A Fragile Thread’
by Lori Thompson
TEHKUMMAH—Pat Hall moves
between tables that are nicely
adorned in a harvest theme for
this special day. She pops into the
kitchen then back into the hall,
places candy dishes beside a vase
of  yellow and orange gladiolas
from her garden, the last flowers
of  the season. Today is the official
launch of  her first book, ‘A Frag-
ile Thread,’ an anthology of
poems written over the past 30
years.

“I guess I’m a little bit nervous,”
she says. “The night before last I
didn’t get much sleep. I’ve got a lot
on my mind.” She leans in and
laughs. “I’ve never done one of
these before.”

The event is a family affair.

Pat’s sister Susan found some old
thread and filled a basket for Pat’s
table. Daughter Sherry sits at a
table laden with copies of  the
book. Son Kim provides beautiful
background music (at one point a
couple breaks into dance at the
back of  the room). Grandchildren
and even a great-granddaughter
are here, as is Pat’s mother Jean.

The book isn’t a new idea. “All
my life I’ve written poetry. Some
of  it’s a little depressing.” She
laughs again, a frequent occur-
rence throughout the afternoon.
“A lot of  it is nature stuff. I write
about everything, so I don’t really
have a theme.”

MANITOULIN—One of  Ontario’s most successful
home energy conservation programs, the saveONen-
ergy Home Assistance Program (HAP), is bringing
its Northern Blitz campaign to Manitoulin Island
this month. The Home Assistance Program is funded
by the Ontario Power Authority and delivered by
each utility provider in its service area.

Qualifying area homeowners, tenants and social
housing providers can receive free home energy effi-
ciency improvements to their home or apartment.
This program can contribute as much as $13,000 in
energy upgrades per home. More than 16,000 pro-
gram renovations are already in progress across
Ontario. 

The Home Assistance Program provides energy-
efficiency upgrades such as energy efficient lighting,
insulation and appliances completely free of  charge,
including delivery and installation. HAP is designed
to help low-income consumers who may not be able
to pay the costs of  energy-efficiency upgrades.

Hydro One is delivering this program with the
assistance of  GreenSaver, an environmental not-for-

profit company. GreenSaver will bring additional
resources to the region for the fall season to facilitate
participation and installations for applicants, prior
to the winter weather setting in. 

Applicants can qualify as a successful applicant if
they rent or own a single or semi detached home,
townhouse or apartment (some stipulations apply)
and pay their own electricity bill; and their annual
household income is equal to or less than the
amounts shown below or they are receiving one of
the following benefits: Ontario Works, Ontario Dis-
ability Support Program (ODSP), National Child
Benefit Supplement (NCBS), Guaranteed Income
Supplement (GIS), Allowance for Seniors, Allowance
for the Survivor, LEAP (Utility Low Income Energy
Assistance Program grant (within the last 12
months); or, if  they are a tenant living in social or
assisted housing, they should speak to their housing
provider to see if  the building is eligible to partici-
pate in the program. If  the building qualifies, they
may qualify as an individual participant.

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The federal riding review is complete and the very good news is that
Northern Ontario maintains its 10 seats in the House of  Commons.
(This is in contrast to southern Ontario, primarily the Greater Toron-
to Area, where 15 new seats are being added to reflect the region’s
growth.)

Riding boundaries come up for review automatically following each
census. The notion is for each Member of  Parliament (MP) to reflect
more or less the same number of  constituents.

This idea falls apart in the Maritime provinces where there is con-
stitutionally guaranteed minimal representation which gives these
provinces numbers of  MPs out of  proportion to their populations.

The same concept, without the guarantee afforded by the Canadian
constitution, is this time being afforded to Ontario’s North. In the
recent past, Northern Ontario has lost two ridings to redistribution
following census counts.

Maintaining the status quo this time may be in part the result of  the
province’s decision a decade ago to not follow the federal model, which
they are supposed to do, and to hold the line at the number of  provin-
cial ridings at that time: 11 of  them. The Ottawa government did
indeed take away another Northern Ontario riding after that but the
Ontario government held firm to its commitment to Northern citizens
and so the count remains at 11 provincial seats and 10 federal ones.

In the case of  our own riding, Algoma-Manitoulin-Kapuskasing
(AMK) the major changes are the addition of  St. Joseph’s Island to the
southwestern edge of  the riding (an echo of  the old Algoma East rid-
ing of  which St. Joe’s Island was also a part), the loss of  the mining
town of  Manitouwadge to the Thunder Bay-Superior North and the

addition of  a finger of  Ontario in the mid North area of  the riding that
contains the railway community of  Foleyet.

The major riding changes that had been proposed in the first draft
that would have included Lively, also bringing Killarney in and losing
the far Northern area that includes Hearst, Kapuskasing and Moon-
beam, were dropped following community hearings, especially in the
riding’s Northern reaches.

Currently of  the 11 ridings, three are held by Conservative MPs and
the balance by NDP Members of  Parliament.

Doubtless the political interests of  both sitting MPs together with
those who elected them come into play as they all know precisely the
particular areas of  their ridings that helped the most to bring them to
or keep them in office so there is bound to be some natural reluctance
to see these areas, in particular, hived off  to become part of  a neigh-
bouring riding and it’s a fairly safe bet that there was some politics in
play to see all 10 Northern ridings with minimum changes.

In this end of  AMK, though, it’s good to see St. Joseph’s Island added
back into the riding so the vast majority of  the North Channel can be
represented by the same MP. It was in this way, more than a quarter
century and two MPs ago, that then-MP Dr. Maurice Foster was able to
help secure top-notch marine facilities at Thessalon, Blind River and
Little Current. (Spanish, around the same time, received primary
funding for its marina from the province.)

If  anything, Northern Ontario should model the province and move
back to 11 ridings, mirroring Queen’s Park. It’s something to lobby for
between now and the next census.

Investigation lauded
Hopefully abuse will abate

Consider future generations

To the Expositor:
The Manitoulin and North Shore Injured Workers is the newest addi-

tion to the Ontario Network of  Injured Workers Groups. Our mandate is
to stop and reverse the changes to the WSIB (Workplace Safety and
Insurance Board) benefit scheme that have resulted in reductions to the
financial support received by injured workers. We call upon all injured
workers from Manitoulin and the North Shore to join us in this endeav-
our.

In 1910 the Ontario government appointed Sir William Meredith to
head a Royal Commission dealing with the creation of  a workmen’s
compensation system in the province.  Meredith listened to workers and
he listened to industrialists and he proposed a system that he felt was
fair and just to both sides.  There were five main aspects to his system,
which have become known as the Meredith Principles. These are:  that
the system is a no fault system; that it is non adversarial; that an injured
worker be fairly compensated for as long as the disability lasts; that the
employers across the province pay for the system and that there be a col-
lective liability among employers; and that the board to be set up to
administer the plan be completely independent from the government of

the day.
This system has been radically altered since its inception, to the point

where if  Justice Meredith were alive today, he wouldn’t recognise the
system he created. Gone is the notion of  compensation for as long as the
disability lasts. Now workers receive loss of  earning benefits only until
age 65. Gone is the non-adversarial system envisioned by Justice Mered-
ith. Employers have a financial incentive to reduce claims and often hire
lawyers to fight a worker’s claim, which puts the worker into an
extremely adversarial context if  he wishes to pursue an appeal. These
are two examples of  the erosion of  Meredith’s principles. There are
plenty of  others.

We hope to stop what we see as the systematic dismantling of  what
was once a fair benefit scheme for workers who are injured on the job.
Workers are being denied a fair and just compensation for their injuries,
and the people of  Ontario need to understand what is occurring and sup-
port positive change so that the board returns to the principles that were
its original guide.

Injured workers’ association seeks to lobby government

Over the past five months I have worked with my Minis-

ter’s Advisory Committee and we have gained a better
appreciation for the current operations of  each ONTC
(Ontario Northland Transportation Company) business
line and the realities of  the public sector working in a com-
petitive marketplace. We have had a number of  important
discussions to date and our work is ongoing.

That is what taxpayer’s money is there for

Ferry service business needs radical course change in business strategies
Elimination of the ferry service would have a severe impact on the Island economy

To the Expositor:
As a real estate broker, market value appraiser and cot-

tage owner on the Island for the past 40 years, I read with
interest the articles as well your editorial in the September
4 edition of  the paper pertaining to the proposed Official
Plan.

As was stated and further supported by building permit
statistics, a significant portion if  not most of  the potential
future development on the Island is based on recreational
and or retirement residential usage with an emphasis on
waterfront property development.

No one will argue the significant impact that population
growth with have on the future economic well being of  the
region. In the southern Georgian Bay area where I reside
and run my real estate business, I can attest that our local
real estate market and indeed the economy is being driven
by those from southern Ontario looking to purchase recre-
ational and or retirement properties. Their arrival has had
a profound impact on the local landscape both visually and
economically. The economic benefits are many with addi-
tional retail, professional and other services being estab-
lished and successfully run to meet the needs of  a growing
population.

I can further attest that planning restrictions, develop-
ment and other fees, improperly implemented can have an
adverse impact on development. Whether it involves a large
scale single family housing/condominium project or sim-
ply a couple looking to build their dream recreational or
retirement home, planning and zoning along with the asso-
ciated fees can effectively derail the largest to the smallest
of  projects. Manitoulin has in my opinion, however, a much
more pressing issue affecting future development and its
economic prosperity, that being the matter of  accessibility.

On numerous occasions I have commented on the plight
of  the Owen Sound Transportation Company (OSTC), stem-
ming from your paper’s numerous articles as well as my
personal experiences after several decades of  ferry usage.
On the Friday night of  this past Labour Day weekend, I
arrived in Tobermory for my reservation one hour prior to
the 8 pm sailing as required, only to find the ferry parking
lot perhaps 50 percent full. The Chi-Cheemaun, with little
more than 50 percent of  its capacity utilized on the Friday
evening of  a long holiday weekend was not so long ago
unimaginable. This clearly illustrates the dire predicament
that the OSTC now finds itself  facing. With a steady decline
in ridership totaling 22 percnt from 2005 to 2011 this is not a
one weekend or one season trend. The ferry’s revenue
stream is essentially in a rapidly declining state and con-
trary to your July 17 cover story entitled “Ferry loss would
be devastating to South Baymouth” it would be foolish to
believe that the lack of  a ferry service would not have a sig-
nificant ripple affect across the entire Island.

Notwithstanding the ongoing improvements to Highway
69 which is playing a significant role in the ferry’s dilemma,
reduced accessibility even just seasonally via the loss of  the
ferry would have a profound impact on virtually every
aspect of  Island life. Less business for motel/resort owners,
gift shops, gas stations and other retail establishments is

the first and perhaps most obvious. What about develop-
ment potential and the value of  existing recreational and
other properties? These too would be adversely affected if
the only means of  accessing the Island was via the single
lane bridge at Little Current.

It would be naive to believe the Ontario Government will
idly let this provincial agency continue to flounder to the
point of  running up large annual operating losses resulting
from the ongoing decline in revenues. With a provincial
debt expected to reach $272 billion by the end of  2013, you
can bet that everything will be under scrutiny for potential
cost savings especially if  a new party comes in to power
with the next election. Many people I spoke with this past
summer all shared the same skepticism as to whether the
ferry service would continue to be operating in five to seven
years.

Following the detailed study released on behalf  of  the
OSTC by the consulting firm CPCS Transcom Limited ear-
lier this year, a number of  opportunities and recommenda-
tions were made. Early last spring the OSTC announced a
number of  initiatives that were being implemented in an
attempt to arrest their declining revenues. This included
the elimination of  the controversial “reservation fees.”
While this was a welcome move by those of  us that use the
ferry service regularly, the elimination of  the reservation
fee was offset by yet a further increase in fares. At the time
these changes were announced, users were promised that a
“Frequent Sailor” discount or loyalty program would be
“announced at a later date.”

In late May while attempting to book an online reserva-
tion, I began searching the OSTC website to see what I could
find about the promised loyalty program. Buried in the
news section of  the website, most of  which was pertaining
to the remedial work being done on the docks, I found
details of  what was billed as a Frequent Sailor Loyalty Pro-
gram. On May 30 I wrote a letter to Ms. Susan Schrempf,
president and chief  executive officer of  the OSTC. In my let-
ter I detailed the numerous shortcomings of  the so-called
Loyalty Program, also suggesting an alternative for her to
consider. To this date I received no reply from Ms.
Schrempf.

As of  today I can no longer find any reference to the Fre-
quent Sailor Loyalty Program on the OSTC website. I found
no reference to this program on the OSTC Facebook page or
in their Twitter postings. Frequent users of  the ferry that I
spoke with through the summer knew nothing of  its exis-
tence. Stating that a Frequent Sailor Loyalty Program
would be “announced” later in the season then essentially
not falling through in making the program known to users
hardly constitutes an announcement nor does it reflect the
efforts of  a company trying to turn their misfortune
around. Essentially I feel that as a regular customer I have
been both lied to and ignored.

For reservation purposes, many of  us have been in the
OSTC computer system for years including our names,
addresses, telephone numbers and credit card information.
No effort whatsoever has ever been made by the OSTC to
communicate with us about the loyalty program or about

anything for that matter affecting our use of  the ferry. It is
hard to conceive that a company, and especially its presi-
dent, would not effectively be trying to turn their faltering
business around by reaching out to their current and per-
spective customers with some proactive marketing. To Ms.
Schrempf, it would appear that simply acknowledging a let-
ter from a longstanding customer is of  no consequence to
improving customer relations and building a stronger busi-
ness base to increase revenues.

The OSTC is a provincial agency subsidized by Ontario
taxpayers. As the president and CEO of  a company regard-
less of  whether it is publically or privately owned, there
comes with that position great expectations and a high
degree of  accountability. I know because I have been there.
Failure to acknowledge a simple customer letter or to
implement some positive marketing initiatives to stop the
steady ongoing decline in ridership during her tenure has
president illustrates a complete lack of  ability and account-
ability on her part.

Last May I wrote The Expositor a letter in response to the
delayed start to the ferry service again citing Ms.
Schrempf ’s role in the matter. Copies of  the letter were sent
to Michael Gravelle, minister, Northern Development
Mines and Forestry. Mr. Gravelle’s ministry is responsible
for the OSTC. Also copied were Michael Mantha, MPP Algo-
ma-Manitoulin, Bill Walker, MPP Bruce Grey-Owen Sound,
Carol Hughes, MP Algoma-Manitoulin and Larry Miller,
MP Bruce Grey-Owen Sound. Some of  these politicians
were quick to use the media for their own political “grand-
standing” by attending public rallies at the docks and mak-
ing quotes in the newspapers regarding the low water levels
affecting the docking issues that delayed the start to the sea-
son. None of  these five individuals ever acknowledged my
letter, further evidence of  the lack of  accountability that
exists in the public sector.

If  the OSTC is going to continue to exist beyond the next
few years, it is going to take the immediate implementation
of  effective business strategies to capitalize on the market
opportunities identified in the consultant’s report. I for one
have no confidence in the ability of  the current OSTC man-
agement to implement this strategy thus helping to ensure
the ongoing viability of  the Island’s ferry service.

With a provincial election perhaps looming in the not too
distance future, the citizens of  Manitoulin, the tourism sec-
tor and the entire Island business community needs to
make the ferry service a key election issue with candidates.
In no way am I suggesting that the adoption of  the Official
Plan is unimportant. As a real estate broker I deal with
planning and zoning issues on a regular basis. The elimina-
tion of  the ferry service however could have far more
severe and far reaching economic implications to Mani-
toulin than proposed restrictions on recreational lakefront
development and this issue needs immediate attention pri-
or to another sailing season or we may be one season closer
to having no ferry at all.

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Chatham man cleared of  
sexual assault and sexual 

touching charges 
The Sudbury Star reported last week that

a Superior Court Justice in Sudbury has
cleared a Chatham man of  sexual assault
and sexual touching charges stemming
from an August 2011 incident involving a
three-year-old boy in a washroom stall at a
Lake Manitou campground.

Kenneth Prohaska, 61, was, however, con-
victed of  assault.

“I am not satisfied beyond a reasonable
doubt that the prosecution has proved that
the touching was for a sexual purpose, that
the touching was done in circumstances of
a sexual nature nor that the touching vio-
lated the sexual integrity of  the child,” Jus-
tice Hennessy ruled, according to the Sud-
bury Star.

“This doubt arises partly from the evi-
dence which I accept that Kenneth Prohas-
ka did not touch the boy’s penis; that he left
the toilet stall without taking any further
steps than touching; that the act lasted no
more than a few seconds; that there were no
words to suggest that the touch was for a
sexual purpose and that he denies he is sex-

ually aroused by that touching.”
“However, the facts as found do consti-

tute the elements of  the offence of  assault.
There is no question that this was a non-
consensual touching. It was entirely inap-
propriate and gave rise to reasonable
apprehensions on the part of  the parents.” 

Mr. Prohaska’s sentencing hearing for
the charge of  assault will take place in Jan-
uary.

A seat belt saved my life, thanks to
a timely warning by OPP 

A young woman is crediting an Ontario
Provincial Police (OPP) officer for saving
her life after surviving a motor vehicle col-
lision that could have potentially ended it
had she not received a seat belt warning
days before the crash.

Jennifer Walker, a 19-year-old university
student, was driving her car in Exeter on

May 23, 2013, when OPP Constable Ron
Young, on bicycle patrol, pulled her over
when he observed her talking on her cell
phone and not wearing her seat belt. 

Const. Young issued Jennifer a $155 tick-
et for driving while using her cell phone but
used police discretion and let her off  with a
warning and education about not wearing
her seat belt.  At the time, Jennifer had no
idea how pivotal that moment would be in
the days ahead, but she made a decision to
change her driving behaviour to enhance
personal safety.

Just two days later, on May 25, 2013, Jen-
nifer’s car was struck broadside by a vehi-
cle that failed to stop at a stop sign. Jennifer
sustained minor breaks and bruises in the
incident and, according to the OPP, the
crash was serious enough to have killed her
had she not been wearing her seat belt. A
few weeks after her traumatic ordeal, Jen-

nifer contacted Const. Young to thank him
for issuing her a ticket and for saving her
life.    

Jennifer’s story is a perfect example of
how wearing a seat belt can dramatically
change the outcome of  a collision and may
have actually saved someone’s life. “Sadly,
people continue to die on our roads
because, unlike Jennifer, they continue to
ignore our messages about the important
role seat belts play in saving the lives of
men, women and children involved in road
crashes,” said Chief  Superintendent Don
Bell, commander of  the OPP Highway Safe-
ty Division.

“With the OPP Fall Seat Belt Campaign
set to get underway across the province, I
encourage all Ontarians to listen to Jen-
nifer’s story. The OPP would like to see
every road user make the same commit-
ment that Jennifer made to change her
driving behaviour because there is no ques-
tion that fewer people would die needlessly
on our roads,” said OPP Deputy Commis-
sioner Larry Beechey, Provincial Com-
mander, Traffic Safety and Operational
Support. 

M’CHIGEENG—The United Chiefs and Councils of  Mani-
toulin Anishnaabe Police Service has released information
to the public regarding a high-risk offender who has
recently moved to M’Chigeeng.

The UCCM Police is advising residents that Anthony
Troy Debassige, age 38, is living in M’Chigeeng. He has pre-
vious convictions for assault on police, assault, fail to
appear, fail to apply with a probation order, fail to attend
court, mischief  under $5,000, sexual assault and sexual
interference.

Upon completing his custodial sentence on September
26, 2013, Mr. Debassige entered into an 810.1 Criminal Code
recognizance to abide by certain conditions through the
Gore Bay Court on September 27, 2013.

Specific details surrounding the recognizance are as fol-
lows: Mr. Debassige must have no contact, including com-
munication by any means, with a person under the age of
16 years with the exception that the offender may commu-
nicate with his biological child through the Internet if  free
from the effects of  alcohol and drugs; cannot use the Inter-
net or other digital network unless under the immediate
supervision of  an adult; remain within the Districts of
Manitoulin or Sudbury unless a prior written permission
of  the Ontario Court of  Justice is obtained; remain in his
residence daily between the hours of  11 pm and 6 am;
abstain from the consumption of  alcohol or non-prescrip-
tion drugs; report to the UCCM Police 24 hours in advance
of  any changes of  address or employment; cannot be alone

with a person under the age of  16-years-old; attend and
actively participate in treatment for alcohol and substance
abuse and provide proof  of  compliance to the UCCM
Police; not be in the presence of  any woman or child while
that woman or child is under the influence of  alcohol,
drugs or other intoxicants; and report the name and
address of  any person with whom he enters into an inti-

mate relationship.
Mr. Debassige is described by police as a First Nations

male, 5’9” tall, approximately 221 pounds with brown eyes
and black hair.

UCCM Police issue public safety notification regarding high risk offender

MANITOULIN—Boating in the fall
offers colourful vistas, quiet anchor-
ages and excellent fishing but it is not
without its challenges that necessitate
self-sufficiency and taking some addi-
tional precautions to keep from run-
ning into trouble.

The Canadian Safe Boating Council
(CSBC) and the Ontario Federation of
Anglers and Hunters want to remind
all boaters enjoying the fall season on
the water to follow these tips to ensure
that their excursions are both safe
and enjoyable.

Before heading out, be sure to check
the weather forecast. The mixing of
warm and cold air can quickly spawn
high winds and waves making it

treacherous for small boats. Fog, too,
is an issue at this time of  year making
visibility difficult. Should boaters
find themselves in a fog bank, they
should proceed slowly and sound
their horn at regular intervals to alert
other boaters of  their presence. 

Well into October, daytime tempera-
tures can occasionally be balmy but
dressing for the water temperature
will help slow the onset of  hypother-
mia should the unexpected happen
and the boater find himself  in the
water. Accidental cold water immer-
sion can be shocking, but they should-
n’t panic. It may take a minute or so to
get their breathing under control
after the initial shock but they will

have at least 10-15 minutes, even in
very cold water, to affect self-rescue
before they start to lose muscle con-
trol in their arms and legs. This is
where an approved lifejacket, either
inflatable or inherently buoyant, is an
essential part of  a boater’s wardrobe
to keep them afloat after they can no
longer swim.

In the fall, there are fewer boats on
the water to offer assistance, if  need-
ed. Boaters should be sure to leave a
float plan with a responsible person
on shore who will know what to do if
they’re overdue. A marine radio or
cell phone will allow them to call for
assistance should the need arise.  Hav-

HONORA BAY—Winning in com-
petitive riding events requires a
deep understanding of  the psy-
chology of  both horse and rider
and certified equine horseshow
judge and coach Lindsay Grice
has spent over two-and-a-half
decades researching and studying
the intricacies of  both.

“Horses think much differently
than we do and very differently
from a pet like a cat or a dog,” said
Ms. Grice. “It is very important to
understand those differences in
how a horse will react to any giv-
en situation.”

Ms. Grice was taking time out
to talk to The Expositor during an
intense weekend clinic in western
show riding held under the aus-
pices of  the Honora Bay Riding
Stables. She teaches equine
behaviour at the University of
Guelph and her services are in
demand at clinics all across Cana-
da.

The clinic began with a lecture
on horse behaviour on Friday
evening. “We discussed what
motivates them,” she said. It is
particularly important to under-
stand that horses are, at their
core, prey animals, notes Ms.
Grice. “They are always going to
be motivated to return to the
herd.”

That instinct will impact how
horses try to go through gates,
walk over obstacles and balk at
certain barriers.

“So a rider needs to know how
the horse will react when ‘stuff ’
happens and how a rider needs to
react to counter that reaction,”
she said.

Saturday was spent with the
participants learning practical
applications of  the horse psychol-
ogy from the Friday lecture and
then the riders got an opportunity
to learn more about how their
own psychology interacts with
that of  their mounts during a

‘show and tell’ event.
Ms. Grice had each rider and

their mount perform in a western
show ring, guiding their charges
through their paces while she
recorded meticulous notes and
points for each participant. The
stress of  competition adds an
entirely new dimension to the
ring and riders need to learn how
to control that stress so as to not
transfer it to their horse.

“This is a simplified course,”
noted Ms. Grice. “A good judge
will set up the course to reflect the
competitors’ levels of  expertise.
This is a novice class so the
course is a little simpler than it
might be at a more advanced lev-
el.”

Nonetheless, the course con-
tained more than 20 different
nuances for each rider’s perform-
ance, requiring a great deal of
experience and expertise on the
part of  the judge.

As families and friends looked
on, the riders taking part in the
clinic provided an impressive dis-
play of  equine control. Even those
whose mounts did not follow the

exact prescribed courses desired
by their riders remained well
under control overall and most
fulfilled their instructions
remarkably well.

“Safety is the first rule,” noted
Ms. Grice. Her students were care-
fully instructed in how to remain
safe while taking their horses
through gates and over simulated
wooden bridges. “No point is
worth putting yourself  in dan-
ger.”

The important role clinics play
in preparing for competitions will
be evident when a great opportu-
nity for the public to view skills of
local rider and for riders to hone
those skills in the ring. An Octo-
ber 19 horse show will take place
at the ring behind the Little Cur-
rent arena with a $5 entry fee for
participants in 10 events. The
show will be a fundraiser for next
year’s Manitoulin Rodeo. “Specta-
tors will be free,” said Honora Bay
Riding Stables owner and clinic
organizer Kyla Jansen. “But
hopefully people will be willing to
donate toward the rodeo while
they are enjoying the show.”

Little Current’s B squad 3-pitch champs

Little Current’s A Division 3-pitch champs
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M’CHIGEENG—Anishn-
abekwe Christian mission-
ary Nanebahwequay
(Standing Upright Woman),
known to her non-Native
friends and family first as
Catherine Bunch and then
as Mrs. Catherine Sutton,
comfortably straddled two
cultures helping make her a
penultimate advocate for
Anishnaabe rights during
the early 19th century. Her
story was told, “from the
outside,” by Dr. Donald B.
Smith, professor emeritus
of  history at the University
of  Calgary, during a lecture
given at the Ojibwe Cultur-
al Foundation central hall
on Thursday, September 26.

Professor Smith’s admi-
ration for the woman he
affectionally calls by her
familial diminutive “Nane”
was evident throughout the
lecture, but he admitted
that he could only begin to
touch much of  her life and
philosophy due to the limi-
tations of  his cultural back-
ground. “I can only tell the
story from outside looking
in,” he said, taking a
moment at the start of  his
lecture to plug Wik-
wemikong expat Cecil
King’s new book ‘Balancing
Two Worlds.’ “He tells the
story from the inside,” said
Professor Smith.

While Professor Smith’s
own book, ‘Mississauga
Portraits,’  must perforce
recreate the lives of  eight
“historically important”
Ojibwe from the outside
looking in, the stories it
tells are “based on research
drawn from an extensive
collection of  writings and
recorded speeches made by
the southern Ontario Ojib-
we themselves.” Professor
Smith has garnered the
information contained in
his book through 40 years
of  research and writing
about the mid-nineteenth
century First Nations.

‘Mississauga Portraits’ is
the sequel to Professor
Smith’s book ‘Sacred Feath-
ers,’ a detailed biography of
Mississauga chief  and
Methodist minister Peter
Jones and the first chapter
of  ‘Mississauga Portraits’
connects the two books.
(The Methodists eventually
melded with other protes-
tant sects to become the
current day United
Church.)

Professor Smith
explained how Nanebahwe-
quay, born at Port Credit in
1824, became a champion of
Anishinaabe land rights,

even travelling to London,
England, the largest city in
the world at the time, to
deliver a petition to Queen
Victoria. Although
Nanebahwequay’s main
battle centred on her own
family’s lands surrendered
by the Saugeen band under
the 1857 Treaty (while the
family was away on mis-
sionary and educational
work at the Serpent River
First Nation) under
extreme pressure from set-
tler encroachment, she has
a Manitoulin connection
through her advisory role
in explaining the provi-
sions of  the Indian Act to
members of  the Island First
Nations during the lead up
to the notorious 1862 Mani-
toulin Treaty.

Professor Smith painted
the backdrop to the story of
Nanebahwequay, regaling
his small audience at the
OCF with the details of  a
deliberate strategy by the
Port Credit Ojibwe to adopt
Christianity and the Eng-
lish language, as well as
become landed farmers.

“Southern Ontario was
severely hit 200 years ago
by a series of  calamities,
the best known of  which
would be the War of  1812,”
said Professor Smith.
“Their land had been
fought over and communi-
ties had been destroyed.”
Disease ran rampant
through the villages of  the
Anishinaabe, as the North
American Natives had no
immunity to smallpox,
measles and whooping
cough. “These diseases
eventually cut the popula-
tion of  the Anishinaabe by
two-thirds.”

Nanebahwequay’s com-
munity at Port Credit meas-
ured barely 200 souls, while
the bustling nearby non-
Native community of  pre-
Confederation Toronto had
already swelled to more
than 2,000.

“They were surrounded
by tens of  thousands of
non-Natives with more
pouring into the region
every day,” said Professor
Smith. “The Anishinaabe
found that their hunting
and fishing rights
(although solemnly prom-
ised that those rights would
remain inviolate) were not
being respected.”

Meanwhile, another
scourge brought by the
interlopers was taking its
toll on the Anishinaabe.
“The North American
Natives had no experience

of  alcohol—they were liter-
ally a people under siege,”
he said.

Nanebahwequay’s uncle,
Methodist minister Peter
Jones, is credited by Profes-
sor Smith with accelerating
the conversion of  First
Nations to Christianity
through his translation of
hymns into Ojibwe. “Ojib-
we people love music,” he
said. Coupled with a con-
gruency between Christian
values and the traditional
cultural norms of  the
Anishinaabe, Christianity
“did not seem foreign or
alien to the First Nations
peoples,” said Professor
Smith. “It fit with what
they already know.”

So enthusiastic were the
Anishinaabe of  the Port
Credit band that they even-
tually sent out more than
two dozen missionaries
who converted their
brethren to the new reli-
gion.

With a village school and
a number of  teachers arriv-
ing from the United States
to the south, children in the
Port Credit Anishinaabe
community were far better
educated than their non-
Native counterparts—who
often had little or no formal
education.

Nanebahwequay was the
beneficiary of  this “golden
age of  Methodist mission-
aries” and unprecedented
educational opportunity,
but she was also deeply con-
nected to the English mer-
chant class through her
uncle’s white wife, Eliza
Jones.

Travelling to England
with her uncle, who was

elected to petition the Eng-
lish crown on behalf  of  the
Anishinaabe, Nanebahwe-
quay stayed with her Eng-
lish relatives. A photo-
graph displayed by
Professor Smith showed a
large two-story building
with extensive grounds and
gardens. “This wasn’t the
family’s home,” he said.
“This was their cottage.”
The Jones’ English rela-
tives were very well-to-do,
he noted. The family listed
candle factories among
their extensive mercantile
holdings.

Professor Smith pointed
out that Nanebahwequay, a
member of  the Eagle clan,
was also very well-versed
in the traditional Anishi-
naabekwe artisanal crafts.
Photos of  a quill box and
beaded vamps (moccasin
uppers) were shown on the
large overhead screens at
the OCF. The Bruce County
Museum has several of
Nanebahwequay’s works in
their collection, noted Pro-
fessor Smith, and the oral
histories of  the First
Nation communities in the
Owen Sound region held
her in high regard. Profes-
sor Smith pointed out that
an anthropologist in the
1970s recorded oral histo-
ries extolling her fame.

In her efforts to defend
her people’s rights,
Nanebahwequay elicited
the support of  the Quaker
movement and she trav-
elled to New York City and
managed to raise the funds
needed to travel to London,
England. A very remark-
able accomplishment for
the times.

In the end, the adoption

...Fall boating season requires a little bit more care
ing a few tools and spare
parts aboard will also allow
them to fix minor problems
that might otherwise cause
them to be stranded out on
the water.

It’s important that
boaters ensure that their
boat and engine are in good
shape and mechanically
sound. Ethanol-based fuel
can allow water contamina-
tion in the tank. The use of
a fuel additive prevents
water in the fuel line from
freezing which could cause
the engine to chug to a halt.
If  the boat has portable fuel
tanks, it’s a good idea to
have a spare on board as a
reserve.

When boaters head out,
they should be wary of
reduced water levels that
can result after a long, hot
and dry summer season.
Some of  a boater’s favourite
shallow water fishing holes
may be inaccessible at this

time of  year. Also, while
underway, they should keep
a sharp lookout for debris
and chunks of  ice that
could penetrate the boat’s
hull at speed.

“Spectacular colours,
peaceful solitude and the
crispness of  the air make
boating in the fall a won-
drous experience,” says
Jean Murray, chair of  the
Canadian Safe Boating
Council. “To make the most
of  this experience safely,
however, boaters need to be
extra diligent in their
preparations before depart-
ing. Most important of
these are checking the
weather, dressing for the
water temperature, wear-
ing a lifejacket and leaving
a float plan with a responsi-
ble person on shore who
can call for help should the
need arise.”

“Anglers and hunters in
Ontario are fortunate to
have many opportunities

available to them during
the fall months” comments
Angelo Lombardo, execu-
tive director of  the Ontario
Federation of  Anglers and
Hunters. “Whether it’s
waterfowl hunting or late
season fishing opportuni-
ties, there is still a lot of
excitement to be had on the
water. However, keep in
mind that the weather can
change quickly this time of
year. Dress appropriately
and be prepared for the
unexpected.”

Now that fall is here,
boaters should make the
most of  what’s left of  the
boating season before the
cold weather hits. By exer-
cising a little caution and
an ability to be self-suffi-
cient when out on the water,
they can more fully enjoy
nature’s splendour and qui-
et waterways. Visit
www.csbc.ca for more tips
on boating safety.

OCF lecture relays the story of Upright Woman

Professor emeritus of history at the University of Calgary Donald B.

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Ms. Moroso explained
that the transition to sen-
iors-only housing, in both
Little Current and one of
the two DSB apartment
complexes in Espanola,
would be done through a
phased in approach. This
means that those under the
age of  65 who currently
reside in the apartments
will not be forced to leave,
but as units become avail-
able, seniors will replace
these tenants. Espanola and
Little Current are both test
cases, with more housing
developments to follow in
the future.

There are 20 one-bed-
room units at Channelview
Apartments, nine of  which
are currently occupied by
seniors—almost half. Of
the 30 applicants on the
waiting list for Chan-
nelview, 13 are senior citi-
zens.

“This means that 17 peo-
ple are no longer eligible for
this particular building,”
CAO Fern Dominelli
explained, which will then
mean, he added, that there
will be some unhappy
clients.

Mr. Dominelli gave some
background to the situa-
tion, explaining that at one
time, much of  the DSB com-
plexes were seniors-only,
however due to a shortage
of  older tenants, the 65-plus
age category was dropped

to fill vacancies.
“The reason we had to do

this is because it was not
economically viable (to
leave units vacant until sen-
iors could fill them) and we
need to be very careful this
doesn’t happen again,” Mr.
Dominelli said.

“Unfortunately, in Little
Current that’s our only
building, so those on the
waiting list are going to
have to look at other com-
munities,” he added.

The CAO told the board
that buildings listed as sen-
iors only must use the age
of  65 under the Landlord
and Tenant Act.

Western Manitoulin rep-
resentative Lou Addison
said that the waiting lists
for these buildings can be
misleading, as is the case
with Gore Bay. She said that
while the waiting list for
Bayside Apartments and
Woods Lane Apartments
shows only two seniors
each, she guesses this
would be much higher if  it
was deemed seniors only
“because of  all the action
that goes on there.”

“Say we had people in
Assiginack that can’t get in
there (Bayview Apart-
ments), can they get into
Little Current?” asked
Assiginack Councillor Paul
Moffat.

“Yes,” Mr. Dominelli
responded.

“That’s why the private
sector took over much of

the seniors’ housing in
Mindemoya, because there
were problems there too,”
Central Manitoulin Coun-
cillor Derek Stephens said,
referencing Meadowview
Apartments in Mindemoya
and its often public issues
between tenants.

Espanola Councillor
Jack MacMillan asked
about grandfathering the
current waiting list. Mr.
Dominelli said this would
not be an option, as this
would mean it would be 10
or 20 years before the goal
of  seniors-only housing
was actually reached.

The turnover for DSB
units is approximately 47 a
year across the entire area,
he added.

In this DSB, units are
given to victims of  family
violence ahead of  all oth-
ers when the need arises.

Another board member
asked about couples who
have one partner 65 or old-
er and the other younger,
and what if  the older
spouse dies? Mr. Dominelli
said this is still under dis-
cussion.

The following is the
breakdown of  Mani-
toulin’s DSB apartments:
Little Current-Chan-
nelview Apartments, 20
units with nine seniors, a
waiting list of  30, 13 of
which are seniors; Mani-
towaning-Bayview Apart-
ments, 16 units with six
seniors, one applicant who

is a senior citizen; Minde-
moya-Meadowview Apart-
ments, 24 units, seven of
which are occupied senior
tenants and a waiting list
of  14 of  which two are sen-
iors; Gore Bay-Bayside
Apartments, 22 units with
three seniors, seven appli-
cants of  whom two are sen-
iors; and Gore Bay-Woods
Lane Apartments, 10 units,
of  which three have senior
tenants, seven applicants,
two of  whom are seniors.

Ray. “This way people can give what they can and if  they
can’t give very much at least they can come out and learn
more about what it is we are hoping to
accomplish.” Funds raised from the dinner will be used
strictly to purchase a “peanut-based food” staple that will
provide for 100 malnourished children.

“Dr. Keenan established a nutritional program that
uses a locally produced high-protein bar made from
locally grown peanuts,” said dinner organizer Monic
Shaw. “We are all paying for our own expenses for the
trip, the fundraising is only for the nutritional program.
That program is the only nutritional program in the
area.”

The dual purpose team will be setting out to assist
Haiti Village Health (HVH) meet their mission aim of
providing “sustainable health care for the Bas Limbe
region in Haiti by employing local medical and support
staff  and providing them with the training, tools and
support to allow them to be self-sufficient by 2015.”

According to the organization’s website, the vision of
HVH is dedicated to “the provision of  sustainable med-
ical care and evidence based public health initiatives
that improve the health of  all members of  the communi-
ties in the Bas Limbe region of  Northern Haiti.”

“Our approach is to provide education and material
support for medical staff  and community health workers
while meeting reasonable objectives and targets,” contin-
ues the website. “We aim to improve maternal and child
health and reduce maternal, neonatal and child mortali-
ty in line with Millennium Development Goals.”

The organization is not strictly limited to medical
services, notes the website, adding that “our organiza-

tion strives to improve the social conditions in our target
communities through improved sanitation and access to
clean drinking water, improved education and nutrition,
immunization protection for all children and strategies
to reduce the incidence of  malaria. In pursuing its mis-
sion, HVH’s philosophy is to provide these services in a
sustainable manner, encouraging self-sufficiency and
working in collaboration with Haitian partners.”

Specifically, the Mindemoya relief  mission is focussed
on four key goals: to provide outpatient medical care
through a general medical clinic, to ensure access to
clean water and sanitation for all households in the Bas
Limbe region, to decrease childhood mortality and to
improve maternal health.

The 12 members from the Island include two doctors,
Dr. Mike Bedard and Dr. Nicholas Jeeves, one nurse prac-
titioner, Tara Rollins, and registered nurses Debbie and
Glen Hallett, Angie Panton, Michelle Noble, Laura Wat-
son and Ms. Ray. There are two paramedics, Monic Shaw
and Bill Cranston. Joining the team from off-Island are
Johanna Whittingham, an RN from British Columbia,
and Dr. Brett Nienaber from Minnesota. Dr. Nienaber has
been in Haiti post-earthquake six times, including four
times at the Haiti Village Health clinic.

Construction contractor Larry Watson has 40 years
experience in the construction field and a number of  the
medical personnel are actually going with a dual role.

“Dr. Bedard, Bill Cranston and Glen Hallett are doing
double duty as construction personnel,” said Ms. Ray.
“They will be assisting with the construction projects at
the clinic.”

plan,” she says, “but I’m completely computer illiterate, so
everything’s handwritten. Pat Novak helped me. She read
all my scribbles and sorted it out.”

“I didn’t have to push her,” Pat Novak says. “She asked
me to help her with the project and I said yes. It’s amazing
how talented she is. I couldn’t have done this in a million
years. Mine was technical input—this is Pat’s book. But
how this happened? I had typed everything. I was at a
standstill, wondering what am I going to do with this? It sat
on my computer for four months. Then one Sunday at
church, after Easter, Pat was doing a reading and I knew
what I had to do. I went home and sorted the poems. That’s
how they got grouped. I knew there were some themes in
there, but I didn’t know what they were.”

Pat Hall stands in front of  the guests and asks that her
mother to join her. “I haven’t sold or given away any copies
yet. I wanted my mother to have the first one,” she says.

“I’m very proud of  Pat,” says Jean. “We’ve been through
an awful lot together.”

Guests line up to buy the book and about 20 people stand
in line for Pat to sign their copies. At one point during the
signing Pat pauses, tilts her head, listening to the music.
She breaks into song. “If  I could turn back the years,” she
sings.

“How do you feel?” asks daughter Sherry when Pat final-
ly puts her pen down. She holds out her arm and clenches
her fingers. “Cramped.”

It’s Pat’s turn at the microphone. “All my life I’ve fought
depression. That’s usually when you do most of  your writ-

ing,” she says. “Many mornings I wake up with the words
already there.” She reads ‘Fighting the Devil,’ a brutally
honest poem about fighting depression and surviving. 

Next she reads ‘Summer Dreams,’ raising memories of
watching cloud pictures on lazy summer afternoons when
childhood dreams are within your reach. She finishes with
‘Misfits,’ a tale of  strays both present and past, stretched
out and comfortable in their misfit lives, including her
own.

She thanks everyone for coming out and “supporting her
projects and her foibles. And thanks, Pat, a million, million
times, because it never would have happened without
you.”

What was probably the best kept secret in Tehkummah
is no longer. “I didn’t talk about the book or the launch,”
she says. “Probably one reason is it always seemed a far off
dream.”

Helen Oswald speaks up. “I just want to say, you’ve final-
ly done it. You’re such an inspiration. On behalf  of  your
friends, congratulations.”

“You’ve shown us that age shows no barrier,” someone
adds. “You had a dream and here it is. A lot of  people think
you’re done at 50.”

“I was done at 50,” Pat says, once again with a laugh.
Someone else asks when her next book is coming out.

“Not until after Christmas,” Pat Novak says.
The anthology contains 112 poems on life, love, spiritual-

ity, and nature. It will be available at the Tehkummah
Christmas Tea and at Ward’s General Store, and other loca-
tions to be determined.

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but I would like to discuss
the process of  the appeal
taking place. We feel that it
is unprecedented for the
planning board to file an
appeal. Our council is quite
concerned because the
issue is with respect to a
municipal zoning matter
and municipal zoning
amendments are a munici-
pal matter. Historically, the
planning board is to pro-
vide administration, not
enforcement on zoning mat-
ters passed by municipal
councils.”

Mayor MacNevin further
explained that he had spo-
ken with a number of
Island mayors and reeves
regarding the issue, stress-
ing the ramifications of  the
planning board going
ahead with its appeal to the
OMB. 

“It is also uncomfortable
that we are funding one
third of  the planning board
costs and now the board is
taking us to an OMB hear-
ing where we will be paying
one third of  the costs of
your lawyer as well as
ours,” continued Mayor
MacNevin, adding that the
municipality had already
begun incurring costs due
to the appeal.

“When I spoke with the
other mayors and reeves
many thought that the MPB
had to file the appeal, but
according to our lawyer
this is not the case,” added
Mayor MacNevin, noting
that the MPB does have the
right to file an appeal with
the OMB, as does any indi-
vidual or group concerning
a bylaw. 

The Expositor followed
up this point with the Min-
istry of  Affairs and Hous-
ing (MAH) on Monday
which confirmed, “While
there is no legal obligation
for a planning board to
appeal a planning decision
made by a member munici-
pality, the Planning Act
does enable persons and
public bodies (which would
include a planning board)
to appeal such a decision,”
stated MAH media rela-
tions coordinator May
Nazar.

When asked about the
planning board’s obligation
in filing an appeal regard-
ing a bylaw that goes
against the Official Plan,
MPB secretary-treasurer
Elva Carter explained to
The Expositor that the
planning board has a man-
date to “ensure all planning
applications conform to the
Official Plan, Provincial
Policy Statement and Plan-

ning Act.”
“I would like the board to

reconsider its decision and
the impact this has on rela-
tionships with municipali-
ties and working together,”
said Mayor MacNevin.
“Our council has passed a
motion to explore options,
one being withdrawing
from the planning board,
although no final decisions
have been made as of  yet.”

“I’m going to be going
before the Manitoulin
Municipal Association
tomorrow (Wednesday),”
he continued. “I’m just ask-
ing the board to consider
the impacts and future
impacts on municipal rela-
tionships with this appeal.”

Following Mayor Mac-
Nevin’s presentation, the
planning board went in
camera, with the following
motion to not withdraw the
appeal being carried unani-
mously by the seven of  the
11 board members present
at last Tuesday’s meeting.

“That there will be no
change to the decision to
appeal bylaw 2013-27, as
approved by the Town of
Northeastern Manitoulin
and the Islands, and to
inform the municipality
that, in the opinion of  the
board, this is the first time
that a municipality within
this planning area has
passed a bylaw that does
not conform to the second-
ary/Official Plan, the
Provincial Policy State-
ment or the Planning Act.”

Mayor MacNevin’s pres-
entation to the MMA had
similar results the follow-
ing night, with the motion
put forward by the North-
east Town for the MMA to
request that the MPB with-
draw its appeal defeated. 

“I am here to speak to
MMA representatives on
issues we are having with
the planning board,” said
Mayor MacNevin, address-
ing the MMA meeting. “As a
council we want municipal-
ities to see the importance
that this precedence setting
appeal (to the OMB) is hav-
ing on zoning amendments
for the Town of  NEMI. The
planning board has filed an
appeal to the OMB to fight
the decision of  council.”

A few of  the municipal
representatives asked May-
or MacNevin questions,
explaining that they were
unfamiliar with the case,
but the mayor explained he
could not discuss the
details, saying he was con-
cerned with the process
and the precedent this case
could set.

“Both meetings were sim-
ilar,” Mayor MacNevin told

The Expositor on Monday.
“There was no support for
us, however the Island
municipalities were not ful-
ly represented at either
meeting.”

The Northeast Town
mayor explained that mov-
ing forward the appeal will
“run its course through the
OMB. It is now between the
planning board, town
lawyers and the OMB.”

The Expositor previously
reported that the Northeast
Town council carried a
motion on August 6,
approving a zoning bylaw
amendment to allow for
four residential units on
the second floor of  the
building that houses the
Turner’s Home Store locat-
ed on Vankoughnet Street
East, in an industrial zone. 

An industrial building is
permitted one apartment
for a caretaker or owner per
business. Since the build-
ing houses three business-
es, there were three apart-
ments, however Kilganan
Group owner Jib Turner
wanted to add an additional
apartment and allow the
apartments to be available
for rent to the community.

Mr. Turner told council
that due to the housing
shortage in Little Current
he wanted to assist the
community.

Council carried the
motion, despite the mixing
of  residential in an indus-
trial zone because of  the
need for housing in Little
Current.

The Manitoulin Plan-
ning Board sent a letter to
the Northeast Town on
Wednesday, August 28
informing the town that
the board would be appeal-
ing council’s decision to
the OMB.

“The Manitoulin Plan-
ning Board states that with
the approval of  this bylaw
it is considered there will
be major noise and safety
issues due to the heavy
truck traffic at all hours
and no sidewalks for pedes-
trians and the close prox-
imity to extensive fuel stor-
age in this area that are not
compatible with residen-
tial uses that would be per-
mitted by this bylaw,”
states the motion from the
planning board, contained
in its letter to the town.

“We (council) requested
town staff  to explore
options of  leaving the Man-
itoulin Planning Board,”
said Mayor MacNevin,
referring to a motion
passed by the Northeast
Town council in Septem-
ber. “It’s not just this
appeal, we have other

issues with the (planning)
board too, such as the make
up of  the board and the per
capita vote. We are waiting
for the report and recom-
mendations from staff  and
at that point council will
decided where we want to
go.”

Mayor MacNevin also
said that Northeast Town
staff  are looking into other
site-specific amendments
that violate the Official
Plan.

“There have been other
cases of  site specific
amendments in our munic-
ipality and others on the
Island that have violated
the Official Plan, but the
planning board has not
appealed them to the
OMB,” continued the may-
or. “We have asked staff  to
bring other examples back
to council.”

“If  the report comes back
from staff  that it is viable
financially and politically
to leave the planning board,
then council will discuss
it,” concluded Mayor Mac-
Nevin.

“After much deliberation and advice
from my elders I have decided to hold the
Wally Walk on Monday, October 14, only,
Thanksgiving Day,” she said, adding that
the day was chosen for a very symbolic rea-
son. “This day holds enormous amounts of
emotion for myself  and for many children
and youth in care. It is a time when many
children cannot go home to their own fam-
ily.

Taking part in this walk on a day
when we are most often surrounded by
family, to walk for those who cannot be
with their own, will be healing in itself.
This walk has taken on greater symbolism
for me as a former Crown ward and as an
aspiring indigenous social worker.”

Although her university studies must
remain her priority, Ms. Kimewon will set
out from the Little Current swing bridge at
7 am and end in Wikwemikong at the band

council chambers,  where there will be a
feast upon the walkers arrival. This year’s
Wally Walk is expected to take nine to 10
hours to complete.

“I invite everyone to come out and join
us,” she said.

The Wikwemikong Board of  Education
is fully behind her efforts, noted Ms. Kime-
won, and she said that she hoped the Rain-
bow District School Board may be able to
join the fold some day near in the future.

Winning pumpkin weighs in at 325 pounds at annual contest

GREEN BAY—It was a
beautiful fall day for partic-
ipants of  the annual pump-
kin weigh-in at the Har-Cor
Greenhouse on Bidwell
Road last Saturday, with the
foliage matching many of
the great gourds on display.

Parents and young gar-
deners eagerly awaited
their turn at the weigh sta-
tion, with many of  the
pumpkins requiring assis-
tance from Dave Harper’s
tractor to get from truck
bed or trunk to scale.

It was evident early on
that Thomas Willis’ Spring
Bay pumpkin was going to
be a contender. His was
grown from the seed of  one
of  Science North’s  Atlantic
Giant stock, with brother
Ben also growing another
monster, this one from the
seed of  CBC Sudbury’s
Markus Schwabe’s giant
pumpkin (a 400-pounder).
(Dad Scott Willis won Ben’s
seed in a radio phone-in
contest where he had to
recite a poem about a
pumpkin on the air.)

With hot dogs on the grill
and beverages of  every
colour on offer for the kids
to enjoy, the parents took
turns discussing what
worked and what didn’t
this year.

Chris Heise of  Little Cur-
rent said he and his daugh-
ter Maddie worked on two
giant pumpkins this year
and recommended using a
white sheet to cover them.

“The more shade the bet-
ter,” he said matter-of-fact-
ly.

The largest of  the father
and daughter duo’s pump-

kins, at 126 pounds, was
actually the youngest of  the
pair by two months. The
second pumpkin, weighing

in at half  the amount of  the
larger one, was not covered
by a white sheet—further
testament to Mr. Heise’s

trick of  the trade.
Connie Willis, proud

mother of  giant pumpkin
growers Thomas and Ben,
said the largest pumpkin,
Thomas’, was actually
grown on blackberry bush-
es, which may have done it
well. She also suggested

pinning the vines to create
more root growth, in turn
feeding the giant even more
nutrients.

Mr. Harper weighed 24
pumpkins this year and
was pleased with the
turnout for the annual
event, which doubled as a

customer appreciation day.
When asked for tips to
growing the next great
pumpkin, he responded,
“Grow a pumpkin!”

“Segregate one of  the
pumpkins and give it as
much water as you possibly
can,” he said. Gardeners
must be careful, however,
that they do not receive too
much water or they will
run the risk of  splitting the
pumpkin’s flesh.

“I recommended Atlantic
giants,” Mr. Harper added,
noting that they can be pur-
chased right there at Har-
Cor Greenhouse. “A winner
in every plant.”

Young Thomas Willis did
take home the champi-
onship title with his 325-
pound pumpkin. His
advice? “Give it a lot of
water and don’t pick it for
the first competition.”

Matthew could have
picked his giant for the
annual Central Manitoulin
Public School Fall Fair, but
didn’t want to risk losing
more growing time. Turns
out he was right, as his pale
yellow bundle of  joy grew
another whopping 100
pounds!

Look like the Willis fami-
ly will be enjoying pump-
kins for the foreseeable
future, which they do. “We
freeze everything and make
the best pull-apart bread,”
Ms. Willis added.

Central Manitoulin Council Notes
Finance and 

Administration
The municipality will designate

October 30, 2013 as Child Care and
Early Childhood Educator Appre-
ciation Day in the Municipality of
Central Manitoulin.

The Safety Management System
Policy Manual will be accepted as
presented. Councillor Pat Mac-
Donald explained that this manu-
al is from Colleen Edwards, the
Health and Safety Coordinator. “It
is good to see that we finally got
this done,” Councillor Derek
Stephens observed. “Coleen has
put a lot of  work into this. We are
in good shape in this municipality
as far as roads and so on go.”

The year to date August 31, 2013
financial report for the Finance
and Administration Committee
was approved as presented.

The August cheque register in
the amount of  $515,070.64 was
approved as presented.

Economic Development
Council has approved an addi-

tional $15,000 towards the Provi-
dence Bay Waterfront Revitaliza-
tion project for 2014. As Councillor
MacDonald explained, the project
has been put off  for this year and
the $15,000 is to show good faith to
the project funding agencies that
council would put this money
forth.

Council will accept the recom-
mendation that the beautification

committee spend the remaining
funds in the beautification budget
on a project for 2013 as signage
will not be completed until 2014.
The committee is repairing cur-
rent signage to coincide with the
municipality’s website and Coun-
cillor MacDonald explained that
there is some concern that the sig-
nage be consistent and asked if
Council knew what projects they
would be using the money for.
Councillor Cannard expressed the
hope that council would take a bet-
ter look at things for 2014. 

“People don’t realize how mas-
sive the township of  Central Man-
itoulin is,” Councillor Stephens
observed. “It’s huge. The signage
needs to be at the limits, not just
around the town.”

“Hopefully the beautification
committee will meet again soon
and know that they are for the
whole municipality,” Ms. MacDon-
ald told council.

Council accepted the recom-
mendation that the EDO attend
the Manitoulin Artist and Cultur-
al Community Symposium. The
event takes place in Little Current
on November 9.

As recommended to council, the
municipality will write a letter to
the Ministry of  Environment and
Public Health to assess existing
septic systems on Manitoulin
Island. As Councillor MacDonald
pointed out, as set out in the Offi-
cial Plan, there is a 1,000 foot set-

back for septic systems and that
there is concern with develop-
ment on Lake Manitou. Ms. Mac-
Donald expressed her concern
that current problems should be
fixed before looking at new sys-
tems and that council request a
list of  existing systems. 

“I think that this has bigger
implications than you think,”
Councillor Stephens observed. “I
don’t think public health is
allowed on private property,” but
Councillor Cannard expressed the
belief  that this septic system
accounting was done on Big Lake
years ago.

“There are ways of  doing it
without encroaching on private
properties,” Councillor MacDon-
ald asserted as she explained that
the honour system could be used
with people filling out surveys.

“We will never know if  we don’t
ask,” Councillor McDonald added,
but also observed that a lot of
agencies have to be aligned for
everything to come together.

“Illegal septic systems are one
of  the issues of  the Official Plan,”
Councillor MacDonald said as she
expressed the hope that other com-
munities would write to the Min-
istry of  the Environment.

Memo on the new ice 
resurfacer

Council expressed concern with
the issue of  a $10,000 down pay-
ment for an ice resurfacer. “Didn’t

we have discussion last year about
this issue?” asked Councillor
McDonald. “There is currently
maintenance required on it of
$1,000 to $2,000 just to get it opera-
tional.” “It was decided in the 2013
budget that we would do a repair
on it at that time,” added Council-
lor Cannard while Councillor
Stephens said that there are safety
concerns with this machine and
stated that he was not comfortable
with making a decision that night.

“I don’t understand why you
don’t service your machine at the
end of  the season and know what
will be needed for the next sea-

son,” Councillor Haner comment-
ed with Councillors Stephens and
MacDonald suggesting that the
memo be sent back to the Services
Committee.

Mould in Arena
An estimate was received by

of  Christianity, missionary
work and the agricultural
trappings of  the settler
communities, or even the
representations and a per-
sonal audience with the
most powerful monarch on
the planet, were not enough
to safe the Port Credit
reserve. Through corrup-
tion and double dealing and
broken promises, the
Anishinaabe of  Port Credit
were refused title to their
lands. “In the end, political-
ly, the Anishinaabek had
dwindled to too few in num-
bers to be able to wield
enough influence to over-
come the pressures aligned
against them,” he said.

The loss of  the First
Nation community in close
proximity to Toronto had a
deleterious impact on  that
city’s culture and, by exten-

tion, that of  the entire
province, according to Pro-
fessor Smith.

That loss in no way
diminishes the remarkable
story of  Nanebahwequay,
an indomitable force whose
efforts on behalf  of  her peo-
ple should stand at least
shoulder to shoulder with
such Canadian historical
icons as Laura Secord.

Professor Smith said that
he was hopeful that some-
one from among the
Anishinabe community
would take up the trail of
Nanebahwequay’s life and
story from an perspective
that includes an inside
understanding of  Anish-
naabe culture.

M’CHIGEENG—Kenjgewin Teg
Education Institute (KTEI) held
its 4th annual Fall Harvest last
Thursday at the M’Chigeeng
First Nation powwow grounds,
with nearly 1,000 students, teach-
ers and community members
participating in the event.

“This year’s success of  Fall
Harvest is overwhelming,” KTEI
Executive Director Stephanie
Roy told The Expositor. “The
support of  our community part-
ners, the excellent participation
from our area schools and the
tremendous work done by the
planning team lead by Debbie
Debassige of  KTEI has definitely
made our 2013 Fall Harvest one
to remember. Even Mother
Nature shone on us that day. It’s
going to be difficult to outdo our-
selves next year.”

The Fall Harvest is funded by
KTEI in partnership with Abo-
riginal and Northern Affairs and
Development Canada.

Thirteen schools attended the
harvest event, with a total of  860
students, including Assiginack
Public School, C.C. McLean Pub-
lic School, Central Manitoulin
Public School, Lakeview School,
Manitoulin Secondary School,

MANITOULIN—For some reason, hikes along Mani-
toulin’s trails and country roads seem more invigorating
in the fall than in other seasons. Perhaps it’s the crisp air,
the amazing spectacle of  vegetation turning colour, the
odours, or the frequency of  seeing animals preparing for
winter.

Insects commonly seen at this time of  the year on
nature walks are the caterpillars of  moths, most of
which we want to stop and pick up. I recently pho-
tographed three of  the most interesting on the Island.
Readers of  The Expositor will likely have seen the first
two, but will have to search patches of  milkweed to find
the third. 

The three highlighted here are the woolly bear cater-
pillar with its adult moth known as the Isabella tiger
moth, the waved sphinx, and the milkweed tiger moth,
Their scientific names are a mouthful, Pyrrharctia
isabella, Ceratomia undulosa and Euchaetes egle, respec-
tively.

Woolly bear caterpillars
Likely everyone’s favourite is the woolly bear caterpil-

lar, in the family Arctiidae. This fuzzy caterpillar with its
black ends and russet-coloured band around the middle,
is usually seen scurrying along the ground in search of  a
place to overwinter.

These caterpillars have fed on corn, asters, birches or
sunflowers, among other plants, when we see them in the
fall. They leave their host plants as full grown caterpil-
lars in search of  a cool, dark place, usually underneath
leaf  detritus to overwinter. Their main means of  defense
is playing dead when picked up or disturbed. 

They survive the winter by producing “antifreeze” in

the form of  glycerol. Glycerol lowers their freezing point
to -6° to -8°C, but they can freeze solid without doing
themselves harm. In the spring the caterpillars thaw,
become active, eat for a few days and then spin a silk
cocoon from which an adult moth will emerge in mid
summer.

The adult moths, with a wingspan of  five to seven cen-
timetres, have pale yellow wings, with small brown spots.
The moth’s body is covered with fine yellow hair, with a
row of  brown spots running the length of  the abdomen.

Folklore holds that the relative amounts of  black on a
woolly bear caterpillar is an indication of  the severity of
the coming winter. As the tale goes, if  a woolly bear cater-
pillar’s brown stripe is thick, the winter weather will be
mild and if  the brown stripe is narrow, the winter will be
severe. In reality, caterpillars from the same clutch of
eggs often display variation in their colour. Further, the
brown band tends to grow with age so there is no merit
in the observation, but it is a fun topic of  conversation.

Waved sphinx
Like woolly bear, we see caterpillars of  sphinx moths,

of  the family Sphingidae, roaming across paths and
roads. In contrast to woolly bears, sphinx caterpillars
are in search of  soft soil in which they bury themselves
and pupate. They do not spin cocoons, instead turning
into dark brown, leather-like pupae.

Waved sphinx caterpillars are light green with six or
seven pale yellow diagonal stripes on the sides of  their
bodies. Full-grown caterpillars are up to 75 mm. in
length. They have a conspicuous pink horn on their rear
ends which is harmless to people. Most surprising is
their rising up in the shape of  an Egyptian sphinx when

disturbed. They feed on leaves of  ash, lilac, hawthorn
and oak.

The adult moth stage has brownish-gray front wings
with black wavy or zigzag lines. The hind wings have a
less defined pattern. Wingspan is from 75 to 110 mm.
Adults appear from mid-June to early July. They are noc-
turnal, and thus not often seen. They are attracted to
lights, and occasionally turn up on walls of  a house
beside a porch light.

Milkweed tiger moth
Caterpillars of  the milkweed tiger moth, which also

belongs to the family Arctiidae, are found from mid sum-

mer to mid fall feeding on milkweed. These caterpillars
live in closely-packed groups when they are small. As the
caterpillars grow, they sport tufts of  black, white and

Low Water Levels
Council moved to sup-

port a letter to Hon. Denis
Lebel, Minister of  Infra-
structure, Communities
and Intergovernmental
Affairs requesting funding
for businesses and munici-
palities affected by low
water levels in Georgian
Bay. 

“Over the past year the
mayors of  44 Georgian Bay
municipalities have been
meeting with federal and
provincial officials to gain
their help in dealing with
the economic impact of
declining water levels in
Georgian Bay. In a recent
discussion, Minister
Clement indicated to us
that [he] had been in touch
with you to set up a fund to

deal with this developing
crisis,” the letter stated.
“Late last year a number of
the mayors met to deter-
mine a common course of
action that would respond
to the impacts of  declining
water levels on our Geor-
gian Bay communities.
These impacts range from
marinas not able to launch
boats, to municipal docks
being relocated, to ferry
services being interrupt-
ed—all as a result of  histor-
ically low water levels.”

The Georgian Bay munic-
ipalities met with federal
ministers and MPs and
asked for $10 million to set
up a shared fund to help
businesses and municipali-
ties affected by low water
levels. On May 10, Premier
Wynne committed to match
any federal government
support.

Stewardship Council
support

Council moved to receive
a letter from Manitoulin
Area Stewardship Council
regarding Manitoulin inva-
sive species intern posi-
tions. “Invasive species are
expected to become more
prevalent with each pass-
ing year. Our council
remains more committed
than ever to fighting this
battle, and we will be ask-
ing for your support again,”
council states. 

Lydia McKenna will act
as council representative in
this matter.

Letter from Baldwin
Township

A request for support was
received from the Township
of  Baldwin. The request
specifically refers to a need
for an overhaul of  the
Provincial Land Tax sys-
tem. Baldwin Township
wants to initiate a cam-

paign for a stronger voice
with the province by all
small municipalities hav-
ing a population of  under
5,000. “We would like to ini-
tiate a dialogue with the
province on the real needs
of  small municipalities
that are not accommodated
by their cookie cutter
approach. We are frustrated
by the uncontrollable rising
costs we are constantly
forced to incur as we try to
manage our financial house
in an effective manner,” the
letter states. 

In addition to a letter of
support, the letter request-
ed specific information on
total assessment; total
costs for policing, fire pro-
tection, ambulance, social
services, health unit,
MPAC, and child care; total
budget and total levy; and
total infrastructure deficit.
A summary will be pre-
pared and sent to the
province for consideration.
Council moved to support
the request and provide the
information.

Support for Espanola
MNR Office

Council moved to pro-
vide a letter objecting to
the closing of  the Espanola
MNR office. 

Landfill
Council moved to

approve the purchase of  a
machine that chips and
blows plastic material
directly into containers
and reduces the bulk. It
will be used for cover at the
landfill. 

A motion was passed to
approve the annual water
testing at the landfill sites.
The engineers’ report will
be submitted to the Min-
istry of  the Environment
as part of  normal require-
ments. Cost is $10,965 plus

HST and includes all lab
costs, field work, and some
repair to well heads. Seven
thousand dollars will come
from a fund previously set
up for this, and the balance
will come from the dump
budget.

orange hairs. Full-grown caterpillars,
which grow as long as 35 mm, tend to wan-
der on their own.

Milkweed produces a sticky latex that
can impede larval feeding so the early
stages avoid the veins by skeletonizing
the leaves, leaving lacy leaf  remnants.
Older larvae sever the veins that supply
latex, which reduces latex flow to the area
on which they are feeding. 

In September, the caterpillars crawl
into the leaf  litter to spin fuzzy balls in
which they pupate. The spines, removed
from their bodies offer protection against
predators such as ants. The adults appear
in June.

Adult moths have grayish wings, with
hairy, bright yellow abdomens and three
rows of  black dots on the surface. They
have a wingspan of  about 3.5 centimetres.

The brightly coloured hairs of  this
caterpillar advertise to birds and small
mammals that they, like the caterpillars
of  monarch butterflies, are poisonous and
must not be eaten. The defensive chemi-
cals, which damages the hearts of  preda-
tors, are retained in the adult moths. 

The chemicals also deter bats, but bats
cannot see the colours of  the moths at
night. To advertise their lack of  palatabil-
ity, the moths produce clicking sounds
from ear-like structures on their
abdomens called tympanal organs. The
ultrasound clicks are audible to bats and
the so-called “trash talking” by the moths
warns bats to keep a safe distance.

Rearing
Each of  these caterpillars is easily

reared into the adult moths, but all must
first receive exposure to cold tempera-
tures. Woolly bear caterpillars can be
placed in plastic margarine containers,

with a few sticks and some dried leaves,
and then the container stored in a refrig-
erator. Come spring, take the containers
outdoors, add some grass and once the
caterpillars have had a meal, they will
spin cocoons and turn into moths. The
moths should be released after you spend
time studying them.

Sphinx moth caterpillars should be
placed in tin cans with about six centime-
tres of  loose soil. Once the caterpillars
have disappeared below the surface, place
the cans inside a garage or shed and then
in June, put the can with its lid off, in a
large paper bag and wait for the adults to
emerge. Again, they should be released
after you study and photograph them. 

Full-grown caterpillars of  milkweed
tiger moths can be placed in plastic mar-
garine containers, along with a few small
sticks resting against the sides. The cater-
pillars will spin their cocoons among the
sticks. The containers should then be
placed in a garage or shed until May and
then the containers, with the lids
removed, placed in a large paper bag.
Once the adults have been studied, they
should be released near a patch of  milk-
weed.

thier, who sits on the Mani-
toulin East Municipal Air-
port board, reviewed the
meeting minutes from Sep-
tember 9, reporting that
“things were going well at
the airport.”

“We have ordered a new
surveillance system with
eight new cameras,”
explained Councillor Gau-
thier. “We have someone to
install them so that should
save the airport some mon-
ey. We also had to buy more
fuel recently which is good
because that means we are
selling lots.”

Councillor Gauthier also
told council that the airport
had begun fall hours which
are 10 am until 3 pm and
that staff  were busy prepar-
ing for the winter season.

Fire Department
report

Northeast Town Fire
Chief  Darren Bailey gave
his September report to
council last Thursday at the
community services and
public works meeting.

He reported that the
department responded to
five calls so far this month
including a power line
down on a dump truck on
Blake Street East on Sep-
tember 9,  smoke in a base-
ment on Meredith Street
West on September 9,
smoke coming from a house
on Campbell Street West on
September 9, a fire alarm at
the Sheguiandah Health
Centre on September 14 and
a second fire alarm at the
health centre on September
16. Mr. Bailey noted that the
smoke calls on the ninth
were false alarms due to the
sewer smoking the town
was conducting.

The course on pumper
operations was held in Lit-
tle Current from September
12 to 15 and “went very
well,” added Mr. Bailey,
“and there will be a fire
inspection course held in
Central Manitoulin on Sep-
tember 28 to 29 and October
5 to 6 with four members
from the fire department
attending.”

Community services
and public works

reports
Reid Taylor delivered the

community services report
for September, noting that
the ice was officially in at
the recreation centre and
being well used by the user
groups.

“The washroom renova-
tions have been completed
and staff  have been busy
painting, cleaning and fin-
ishing floors at the recre-
ation centre for the winter

season,” added Mr. Taylor.
“In terms of  the parks and
outdoors, the outdoor facili-
ties are being maintained
regularly and shut down
plans will commence over
the next few weeks. At the
marina, Spider Bay is
beginning to lose boats dai-
ly, but still have some serv-
ice dock business on week-
ends. The downtown docks
have little traffic, but sea-
sonal boats are still present.
Also, the public washrooms
downtown are being main-
tained as are the marine
facilities, but shut down
plans will commence over
the next few weeks.”

Gary May reported on
the public works activities
for September, explaining
that grading should be
caught up by this week and
that culverts and ditching
will start over the next cou-
ple of  weeks.

“Patching and washout
repairs are being done as
needed,” he said, “and
equipment maintenance
and repairs are being done
as needed.”

Building permits
report

Chief  Building Inspector
Tom Spry gave council his
report on building permits
and bylaw enforcement for
September.

“We have had 68 permits
issued with a value of
$15,125,000 and permit fees
of  $114,800, with most of
the permits being for wind
turbines,” said Mr. Spry.
“Inspections are being
done as required and the
wind farm is starting to
erect the tower portion of
the turbines.”

As for property stan-
dards, Mr. Spry said that
there were “no complaints
at this time” but that one
of  the old complaints is
still outstanding, however
he is working with the
owner to resolve it.

“In bylaw enforcement,
parking is being monitored
on a regular basis with
some tickets being issued,”
added Mr. Spry. “Low
Island is also being
patrolled to discourage
people from walking their
dog unleashed.”

Sheg taxpayer
requests town change

trailer bylaw
The Northeast Town

reviewed a letter from a
resident of  Sheguiandah
who requested that the
town amend the bylaw
regarding trailers in ham-
lets due to a problem that
he was having with his
neighbour.

“We can’t deny people
the use of  their trailer year
round,” said Councillor
Gauthier. “People should
be able to park their trailer
in their driveway and use it
if  they want to for outages
or visitors.”

“The property is actual-
ly rural, so really there are

no restrictions with
regards to trailers,”
explained Mr. Williamson,
“and the allegation that the
individual has been living
in the trailer for more than
14 consecutive days, we
can’t prove.”

“Has this been explained
to the individual, because
he has been very concerned
about this trailer on this
neighbouring property for
over the last year,” said
Councillor Paul Skippen.

Council directed staff  to
call the Sheguiandah resi-
dent and explain the bylaw.

Fall has arrived, and as we move into October, we continue to make great
progress on the McLean’s Mountain Wind Farm.  The turbine foundations are
now 100 percent complete and have been backfilled. We have now turned our
attention to the erection of the transmission line, turbine towers, trenching, and
other activities. Over the course of the coming month, the main erection crane
will begin stacking the wind turbine towers, rotors and blades; making the wind
farm a reality. 

Delivery of the turbine components is progressing very well to date, and more
turbine blade deliveries will take place in the second and third week of October.
The oversize loads are being escorted to the project site by the OPP, assisted by
the UCCM Anishnaabe Police.

I like pumpkin pie and it is traditional but I like to try
something different. When you look for canned pumpkin
at the grocery store, be sure the word “pure” is on the
label, which means there is nothing but pumpkin inside.
If  you see “pumpkin pie filling” or “pumpkin pie mix” put
the can down. It contains spices and possibly sugar, salt
and preservatives. The other way is to make your own by
buying a pie pumpkin, baking or cooking it and then
pureeing it. I always substitute ground ginger with fresh.
It gives everything an extra umpf !

Pumpkin Swirl Cheesecake Squares
I changed the recipe by doubling the filling to give you

more “meat” to the square. I left out the cheesecake swirl
(extra work) and just sprinkled some icing sugar over the
top for looks.

CRUST
1 cup all-purpose flour
1/4 cup light brown sugar 
1/3 cup butter (not margarine) cut into pieces

PUMPKIN CHEESECAKE
1/2 package (4oz) cream cheese, at room temperature
3/4 cup sugar
1 cup pure pumpkin puree
2 tbsp all-purpose flour
1/2 tsp baking powder
1/2 tsp ground cinnamon
1 whole egg
1 egg yolk

CHEESECAKE SWIRL (optional)
2oz cream cheese at room temperature
1 Tbsp sugar
1 egg yolk
1/2 tsp vanilla

Preheat the oven to 350°F. Line an 8-inch square pan
with parchment paper so the paper comes up the sides of
the pan. For the crust, using a food processor, pulse the
flour, brown sugar and the butter until evenly blended (the
mixture will be dry and crumbly). Press this into the pre-
pared pan and bake for 18 minutes, until the edges turn
light brown. Cool while making the filling.

Beat the cream cheese to soften and then beat in the sug-
ar. Add the pumpkin and stir until smooth. Switch to a
whisk and add the flour, baking powder, cinnamon and
eggs. Whisk together and set aside.

For the cheesecake swirl, beat the cream cheese, sugar,
vanilla and egg together.

Pour the pumpkin cheesecake onto the cooled crust.
Spoon the cheesecake swirl on top and use a bamboo skew-
er to create pretty swirls. Bake for about 30 minutes or
until the filling is set at the edges but still has a little jiggle
at the centre. 

Cool the squares at room temperature, then chill for at
least 2 hours before slicing. 

Spiced Pumpkin Bread Pudding
2 15-oz cans pure pumpkin puree
2 cups whole milk
2 cups heavy cream
2 cups brown sugar
8 large eggs
1 Tbsp vanilla extract
1 Tbsp ground cinnamon
1 tsp ground ginger
1 tsp fine sea salt
1.5 lb challah, brioche, or other soft egg bread, cut into 1-

inch cubes (about 16 cups)
Whipped cream for serving

Preheat oven to 350°F. Butter a 9x13-inch baking pan.
Whisk the pumpkin, milk, cream, sugar, eggs, vanilla,

ginger, nutmeg, and salt in a very large bowl until well
blended. Fold in the bread cubes and let sit at room tem-
perature for 15 minutes so the bread can absorb some of
the custard. Re-toss and transfer the mixture to the pre-
pared dish. (You can make ahead for up to 24 hours.)

Bake until a skewer inserted comes out clean, 40 to 45
minutes. Cool at least 20 minutes.

Serve warm or at room temperature. If  you like, pass
around the whipping cream.

Future of  Food and Farming
A follow up to last year’s successful Future of  Food and

Grazing legumes and managing bloat
Second growth from hay fields is often used for early fall

pasture for the cowherd providing a rest for run out per-
manent grass pastures. The growth curve of  grass-based
pastures provides abundant pasture in May and June, but
often falls short in August and September. Alfalfa is the
main hay legume used in Ontario because of  its productiv-
ity, feed quality and tolerance of  dry weather. Red clover is
popular in some areas as well. However, producers who
value legumes for stored hay are often hesitant to graze it
because of  the risk of  bloat. The gains on an alfalfa-based
pasture can be good. But symptoms of  frothy bloat can
appear very quickly. The consequences are often fatal,
unless treated quickly. Management tools are available to
reduce the bloat risk to almost zero. There are a number of
steps to attaining the positive results of  grazing alfalfa and
clovers without resorting to a bloat prevention product: 1.
Graze when the legumes are in flower or close to flowering.
2. Move cattle to new pasture after the morning dew has
dried. Wet legumes are more prone to causing bloat. 3.
Ensure cattle are not hungry so that they don’t consume a
large quantity of  legumes at any one time. 4. Offer fresh
pasture to livestock every one to two days and in a quanti-
ty that they consume both the leaves and stems, not just

eating top leaves. There are excellent products available
that are very effective at controlling bloat. They may not be
practical for a cowherd. Grazing legumes has many advan-
tages. Reduce the risk by following the above guidelines.

Controlling pests around farm buildings
Controlling pests around farm buildings is critical to

food safety. Pests can potentially carry pathogens, contam-
inate food and spread disease. To protect food and your
business put control measures in place. Here are some gen-
eral tips. Keep pests out: Seal holes or cracks. Repair win-
dows, walls and roof. Install screens for vents, eaves and
windows. Keep a 0.5-1.0 metre border around buildings free
of  debris, weeds and other vegetation to eliminate harbor-
age areas. Discourage them: Cut off  food and water
sources by keeping buildings clean, fixing leaked taps and
pipes and denying other water sources. Catch and extermi-
nate them: Use traps and glue boards/strips to catch them
or in non-food production areas use chemical products
approved for use in Canada to exterminate them. Monitor
control practices. Evaluate pest control practices at regu-
lar intervals by observing if  there is a pest population
reduction or elimination. Adjust practices if  necessary.

Road to addictions recovery shared at annual breakfast

MANITOWANING—There are many
obstacles strewn along the path to
recovery, one of  the chief  of  which is
the sense of  hopelessness that too
often pervades the lives of  those who
have fallen prey to the lure of  sub-
stance abuse, but the message deliv-
ered by the guest speakers of  the 4th
annual Shkimaadiziwin (New Life)
Recovery Breakfast is that no matter
how dark seems the day, there is hope.

Keynote speaker Brian Nootchtai, a
recovering alcoholic and drug addict
whose life began its descent into alco-
holism at the age of  three and who
now works as a mental health case
worker at Mamaweswen Health Serv-
ices, described the hell of  the three
weeks he spent during his initial
detox. “My sister sat with me for three
weeks,” he said. He described the
advice he received from a person fur-
ther along the path to recover. “He
said to take it one day at a time,” he
recalled. “I said ‘f*** you’” his voice
dropping to barely a whisper as he
added the aside, “sorry, I don’t nor-
mally swear these days” before con-
tinuing his story. “‘I can’t make it
through the next second’, I told him.
‘Then take it one second at a time,’ he
said. So that is how I made it through
those three weeks. One second at a
time. If  I got through that, I can get
through anything.”

He has since added those seconds to
his medicine bundle. “Those memo-
ries help me to stay on the new path I
have chosen for my life,” he said.

Mr. Nootchtai recalled passing his
first test as an alcoholic as a child. “I
was drunk and I fell off  the porch of  the tar
paper shack we lived in,” he recalled. “I
landed and didn’t spill a drop of  my beer.
Alcohol became my priority. I would give
up my family before I would spill a drink.”

He has come to believe that his alco-
holism and drug addiction were a form of
self  medication. He described being sexual-
ly abused as a very young child and the
deep anxiety, depression and panic attacks

that have characterized his life—issues
that he lives with to this day. “I used to pre-
scribe a drink,” he said of  how he would
react when the darkness of  depression
began to descend on him. “That would
make me more depressed, the more
depressed I got the more I drank, making
myself  more dependent. My perception
was that it was helping me, but all along it
was just making it worse. Alcohol and

drugs were a priority in my life.”
Mr. Nootchtai credits traditional prac-

tices with assisting him to break the cycle
of  his addictions, but it was waking up in
the Lindsay jail, the oldest jail in Ontario,
when the fork in the road leading to sobri-
ety first appeared to him. “They are proud
of  having the oldest jail in Ontario,” he
laughed. “And I was in it, in the old part,
after being drunk and I had to go to the

washroom.”
The jailer brought over a small

can so he could relieve himself.
“The can was so small,” he said.
“But it wouldn’t fit between the
bars.”

Shortly after that humiliation,
he was sitting at a powwow looking
at the sacred fire. “As I sat there
and stared at the fire, I could feel
the urge to drink slip away from
me,” he recalled. “The Creator, for
some reason, took it away. I began
my journey to recovery.”

Now Mr. Nootchtai has a wife
and daughter and although he still
suffers from anxiety attacks and
depression from post traumatic
stress disorder, his love for his
daughter helps light his way
through the dark. “Every day is a
gift from the Creator,” he said.
“This is how I start every day, as if
it is my last. Am I the way I would
like my daughter to remember
me?”

“Recovery is possible,” said Mr.
Nootchtai. “Before a police car
would go by and I would feel guilty.
I had not done anything, but I
would still feel guilty. Today they
go by and they are my friends. My
nephew is a police officer. See
everyone as a human being; treat
everyone as a human being,” he
advised. “I walk with the aborigi-
nal cultural teachings as I under-
stand them. These teachings guide
and direct me in my personal life
and in my professional life.”

The recovery breakfast began
with a meet and greet at 8:30 am

and opening ceremonies by Geraldine Ense
and Dana McDonald.

Also sharing their experiences along the
road to recovery were Cindy McMaster and
Curtis Gervais, although each experience
along the path to addictions and recovery
were different, each held the same message
of  hope before they left they podium. With
the start of  each new day, no matter how
dark it may seem, there is always hope.
