accredited by Northern Med

MANITOULIN—During the
annual face-to-face retreat held on
Manitoulin last week, Dr. Roger
Strasser, dean of the Northern
Ontario School of Medicine
(NOSM), and Dr. Roy Jeffery, site
liaison clinician for the Mani-
toulin Health Centre, announced
that Manitoulin Island now joins
the 14 communities that make up
the Comprehensive Community
Clerkship (CCC) sites across the
North.

As a CCC site, Manitoulin
Island accepts two third-year
medical students from September
to April each year to provide them
with hands-on practical experi-
ence in the communities of Little
Current (Manitoulin Health Cen-
tre and Northeast Manitoulin
Family Health Team), Gore Bay
(Gore Bay Medical Centre), Min-
demoya (Manitoulin Health Cen-
tre and Manitoulin Central Fami-
ly Health Team) and
Manitowaning (Assiginack Fami-
ly Health Team), a press release
from NOSM states.

“Manitoulin, as a network of
communities, is joining the net-
work of Northern Ontario com-
munities that host third-year stu-
dents as they make the transition
from classroom learning to clini-

cians,” Dr. Strasser said in
addressing the audience gathered
for the special announcement at
the Manitoulin Hotel and Confer-
ence Centre in Little Current last
week.

The dean explained that NOSM
is unique in that for the eight
months of their clerkships, stu-
dents live in the community and
work within a family practice, giv-
ing them the full range of pedi-
atrics, obstetrics and geriatrics.

Through a CCC model, students

learn through what is termed a
longitudinal integrated clerkship,
or learning multiple disciplines
on an ongoing basis rather than
block rotations.

Dr. Strasser said it is not new
for Manitoulin to be part of
NOSM, as the Island has been host
to learners, among 90 other com-
munities across Northern
Ontario, where students under-
take part of their clinical learn-
ing in an “integrated immersive

New clinic opens next week

by Robin Burridge
WIKWEMIKONG—The Sunrise
Clinic in Wikwemikong will be
opening its doors next Monday,
May 19, providing local addiction
care including methadone and
Suboxone treatment for opiate
addiction.

A partnership between First
Step, the operators of the clinic,
and the Wikwemikong chief and
council, the Sunrise Clinic was
the result of a community well-
ness action plan to address pre-
scription drug abuse in the com-
munity after the closure of the
Water Street (methadone) Clinic
in Little Current last year.

Wikwemikong was selected as
one of five First Nation communi-
ties in the province last year to
host an Ontario Community Well-
ness Development Team (CWDT)
to provide mental health and
addictions expertise. It was
through the CWDT and the initia-
tive of chief and council that the
wellness action plan was devel-
oped.

“Since the closure of the (Water
Street) clinic, members of our
community battling addiction
have had to travel to Sudbury dai-
ly (to the Larch Street Clinic, for
methadone treatment),”
explained Wikwemikong Chief
Duke Peltier. “We have been work-
ing with First Step to explore a
partnership which has involved a
number of meetings.”

The result of the meetings was
the creation of the Sunrise Clinic
and a partnership to ensure prop-
er case management for each

10 Kashechewan evacuees

WIKWEMIKONG—Wikwemikong, and the Mani-
toulin community, is showing its renowned hospital-
ity as the Wikwemikong Nursing Home plays tempo-
rary host to 10 elderly evacuees from the
Kashechewan First Nation after that community
began to move its residents out as the waters that so
often break the banks of the Albany River in the
spring are wreaking havoc on the low-lying First
Nation, located near Fort Albany high up on the

Ontario west coast of James Bay.

Among the hundreds of citizens that were flown

Manitoulin East airport last Thursday where they

were met by ambulance and taken on to the Wik-
wemikong Nursing Home.

Mike Jon Peltier, speaking on behalf of the Wik-
wemikong Nursing Home, explained that this is the
third time in 30 years that Wikwemikong has hosted
elderly evacuees from flood-ravaged Kashechewan.

All 10, he explained, speak Cree as their first lan-
guage, with only one of the 10 knowing English. The
group arrived with their own translator, he added.

“They’re doing very well right now,” Mr. Peltier

Given the importance and the
amount of revenue that this could bring to
the province (revenue that not only will ben-
efit people in Northern Ontario but will
help balance the budget) we will support
infrastructure projects only if the lack of
government action will stop this develop-
ment from moving forward.

As an engineer working in the mining
industry, I have seen some subsidies to big
corporations that simply do not make sense.
The taxpayer ends up paying for something
that the corporation was going to pay for
anyway because it will be profitable. The
perfect example of this is subsidies for ener-
gy savings studies. When I was working for
my former employer, we had to develop a
cost-benefit analysis on an energy savings
project for a mine in Northern Ontario.
From our analysis we concluded that the

Wiky to open eco-adventure park at Point Grondine territory
New park, trails and campground will be part of Georgian Bay Coastal Trail

POINT GRONDINE—Wikwemikong is working on two
more exciting band developments, creating the Point
Grondine Eco-Adventure Park and Mahzenazing Lake
Campground and partnering with the Georgian Bay
Coastal Trail to develop a 60 km trail within the park.

Point Grondine was amalgamated into the Wik-
wemikong Unceded Indian Reserve in 1968, leading the
Wikwemikong Heritage Organization to begin archaeolog-
ical and historical surveys to document the sites and cul-
tural heritage of the Point Grondine land base.

“In 2007, the Wikwemikong Department of Lands and
Resources began a project at Point Grondine to construct a
campground that would capitalize on the overflow from
Killarney Provincial Park,” a press release from Wik-
wemikong’s website states. “Several primitive campsites,
trails and a cordwood building were constructed. Wik-
wemikong Tourism has since adopted and revitalized the
project as it is a vital component of their vision of sus-
tainable tourism development and an important piece of
the Georgian Bay Coastal Trail.”

“Point Grondine Park has 7,000 hectares of land and
contains eight interior lakes,” Wikwemikong Tourism
Manager Luke Wassegijig told The Expositor during an
interview on the park’s development earlier this week.
“This summer we will be developing the main entrance to

the park off of Killarney Highway 637, as well as the main
parking lot and administrative building (gatehouse) as
phase one of the park project.”

Mr. Wassegijig also told The Expositor that Wik-
wemikong would be opening two trails, Merv’s Landing, a
five kilometre loop, and the 15 km Wemtagoosh Falls Loop
as part of the Georgian Bay Coastal Trail.

“Merv’s Landing, a beautiful new five kilometre loop,
takes you to the summit overlooking the white quartzite
mountains of the Killarney mountain range,” a press
release notes. “Merv’s Landing begins at the trail head of
the Point Grondine Park and is a single tract, natural sur-
faced trail that flows through hardwood and pine stands,
crosses beaver dams via a handcrafted pine bridge to Rec-
ollet’s Summit.”

“For the more adventurous outdoor enthusiast, the
Wemtagoosh Falls Loop is a self guided hike that will take
you into the interior of the Point Grondine Park for an
overnight adventure along the Georgian Bay Coastal
Trail,” continues the release.

“Both trails will be open from August 8 through to
Thanksgiving weekend, but only to specific target
groups,” explained Mr. Wassegijig. “We will be testing the
product as we continue to develop the park. Large groups
who wish to explore these trails can contact Wikwemikong
Tourism and we will do our best to accommodate them.”

Some farms still not registered as farm businesses

Those without ID numbers are not eligible for kill compensation

MANITOULIN—Two years into the
revamped Ontario Wildlife Damage
Compensation Program and some
farmers have still not registered,
Assiginack council learned last
week.

At the last meeting of Assiginack
council, clerk Alton Hobbs brought
forward an issue with members of
council regarding a wildlife compen-
sation claim that was turned down
due to the farm not being registered.
The clerk questioned whether the
municipality should pay the compen-
sation regardless of the denial, then
work out the details later.

Councillor Bob Case gave an
emphatic “no,” stating that farmers
have had two years to register their
farms with Agricorp (1-866-327-3678)

and receive a farm business registra-
tion number as well as call for their
premises identification number (by
calling 1-855-697-7743) through a min-
istry vendor.

“There is no cost to getting these
numbers,” Councillor Case contin-
ued. “The onus is on you.”

Brian Bell, Manitoulin Island ag
rep with the Ontario Ministry of
Food, Agriculture and Rural Affairs,
explained that Councillor Case was
correct in that in order to receive
wildlife damage compensation,
farms must be a registered farm
business, meaning that farmers
must be able to show that they have a
gross farm income of $7,000 or more
(for income tax purposes). Without
this, farmers will not receive com-
pensation from livestock Kills.

Once registered with Agricorp, the
farmer must choose one of the three
accredited farm organizations—
National Farmers Union, Ontario
Federations of Agriculture or Chris-
tian Farmers Federation of
Ontario—to belong to and to pay rele-
vant membership fees, which acts as
the organizations’ stable funding.

There are exemptions for joining
the groups, however, such as reli-
gious exemption from the Agricul-
ture Food and Rural Affairs Appeal
Tribunal or a confirmation letter
provided by the Indian Agricultural
Program of Ontario.

Claims must me made to the
municipality within 48 hours of an
animal’s injury or death whereby the
municipality’s valuer will make an
investigation within three days.

Also opening this summer will be the Kaa-Gaa-Genhs
Water Trail from the French River to Collins Inlet, which
will be available to all from July to September.

“The self-guided canoeing/kayaking water trail will
start at the French River Park at Hartleys Bay and travel
to the Southern Coast of Point Grondine to Collins Inlet,”
said Mr. Wassegijig. “There will be campsites available
along the route with permits available for purchase from
www.grondinepark.com (which is not live yet), by calling
705-859-3477 or through the Killarney Provincial Park web-
site (ontariopark.com/park/killarney).”

Mr. Wassegijig told The Expositor that since the pro-
ject’s inception, the Point Grondine Park has created 15
seasonal jobs, with six to eight further jobs to be created
this summer.

Another critical element of the park project is the part-
nership between Ontario Parks and Wikwemikong.

“We have a partnership with Killarney (Provincial
Park), which has been instrumental in providing housing
for our staff, as well as currently working on a training
mentorship for our park employees with their staff,”
explained Mr. Wassegijig.

“Killarney has been helping with development by pro-
viding guidance to ensure that the Point Grondine Park
will meet the same standards and guidelines as other
parks throughout the province,” Wikwemikong Chief
Duke Peltier added. “With the eco park (part of phase two
of the project) we hope to have 15 eco-friendly accommo-
dations, in addition to showers and other park amenities.”

Funding for the new park has been made possible
thanks to both provincial and federal funding opportuni-
ties, noted Mr. Wassegijig, in addition to an investment
from Wikwemikong.

Kill education bill now, says

Affairs shouldn’t be delaying his proposed First Nations
education legislation, says Anishinabek Nation Grand
Council Chief Patrick Madahbee, he should be disposing
of the badly flawed bill right now, a press release from the
office of the Union of Ontario Indians (UOI) states.
“First Nations have been developing their own systems

This is a question that this newspaper will pose to the Algoma-Man-
itoulin candidates seeking election to Queen’s Park in June: “what
will your government do to assist small municipalities with the bur-
den of policing costs?” so when they are reading this commentary, this
is a heads up.

During the Mike Harris Progressive Conservative mandate, many
costs previously borne by the province were downloaded to munici-
palities via the District Services Boards (DSB) that were created to
administer social services. Offsetting revenues, to assist small munic-
ipalities like the ones on Manitoulin, were offered through a vehicle
called the Community Reinvestment Fund.

Later on, policing costs were also downloaded to the “users,” the cit-
izens who pay taxes in each of Ontario’s municipalities that are
served by the Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) with the idea that this
new municipal bill would also be paid directly by taxpayers through a
new charge added to their tax bills.

Meanwhile, the Community Reinvestment Fund was renamed the
Ontario Municipal Partnership Fund (OMPF) by the Liberal govern-
ment that succeeded the PCs and it has become clear that while down-
loaded services have grown more costly, the offsetting OMPF revenues
have diminished.

In fact, the OMPF was never meant to compensate the costs related
to OPP services so these have become a distinct tax burden on their
own.

With the new formula for OPP services, and using Manitoulin
Island as an example, virtually all municipalities will pay more for the
same thing, with the exception of the Northeast Town that the formu-

la happens to favour.

There is a widespread appeal from small municipalities with popu-
lations of under 5,000 people that, for them, this burden is practically
universally an onerous one and that the province should reassume
this particular identifiable cost.

The model for downloading all of the services (ambulance, social
housing, Ontario Works/welfare and, of course, OPP policing) is that
the user should pay, with increasingly minimal levels of assistance,
from senior governments.

With a long and cold winter such as the one we’ve just experienced,
many people have scraped by —just— to stay warm in their homes and
have had to purchase more fuel oil, propane, cords of wood or kilowatt
hours of electrical energy than they had budgeted for.

And then their taxes (or their rents if they’re tenants) go up because
of the cost of services over which they have no control.

Suggestions of assistance to small municipalities, and hence tax-
payers, to share this burden were conspicuously absent from the
recent budget that was the final straw that brought down the minority
provincial Liberal government.

But assistance in this way would be a very direct economic stimula-
tor and would certainly be an identifiable infusion of capital into
small, rural communities in the sense that it’s money that would be
able to be spent at home.

The uploading of these costs is of significant importance to all of us
who live in Manitoulin’s municipalities and should become an aspect
of this election’s discussion.

I feel I have to respond to an article that appeared in the May 7, 2014
edition of the Expositor under the title ‘Trustee Killens and RDSB chair
butt heads over role of School Council.’

First of all, Trustee Killens is not alone in his concern over the way
School Councils are being utilized by the RDSB and likely by most other
school boards in Ontario. I too, as trustee of the RDSB Area 3, support
his concerns. Under the Education Act, Regulation 612/00 establishes
that the purpose of School Councils is to “through the active participa-
tion of parents, improve pupil achievement and to enhance the account-
ability of the education system to parents” and “A School Council’s pri-
mary means of achieving its purpose is by making recommendations in
accordance with this regulation to the principal of the school and the
board that established the council.”

With respect to the advisory authority of school councils, Section 20
of Reg. 612/00 states: “A school council may make recommendations to
the principal of the school or to the board that established the council on
any matter.” What must be pointed out in this section is that the school
council may make their recommendations on any matter and to either
the principal of the school or the board.

The article reports Chair Doreen Dewar as stating that trustees
should be working as a “liaison between the parents and the principal.”
I disagree with this statement since a trustee has no authority to bring
concerns of parents to the principal, but must rather bring those con-
cerns to the board of trustees. It is only the board that has the authority
to bring those concerns to the principal through the director. That is the
governance model that exists under the Education Act.

The Education Act clearly states that it is a “duty” of individual
trustees to bring concerns of parents, students and supporters of the
board to the attention of the board. Therefore, once a trustee becomes
aware of one of these concerns there is an obligation on the trustee to
bring the concern to the attention of the board.

There is an obligation under the regulations for the board to respond
to each of the concerns and to indicate to the School Council how these

concerns will be handled.

Under Board Governance Policy No. 14, “The board may solicit and
take into consideration the advice of its parent involvement committee
with regard to matters that relate to improving student achievement
and well-being, and shall inform the parent involvement committee of
its response to advice provided by the committee.”

Therefore, getting back to the main issue in the article, since the
board decided to send the new governance manual to the school councils
for their review, this was a direct solicitation of advice and feedback.
Trustee Killens and myself were both concerned that the School Coun-
cils would not have time in two months to call a meeting and consult
with parents in order to provide this feedback. We were not disagreeing
with the content of the manual, only the process that was used and the
lack of opportunity that was given to the School Councils to participate.

Indeed, the role of School Councils has largely been eroded from what
was first intended when the Ministry of Education established them.
School Councils were to play a much more significant role with respect
to ensuring accountability and transparency of school boards, but they
have become nothing much more than the old parent-teacher associa-
tions that once existed to help with pizza sales and fun fairs. Those are
extremely important to the success of any school. But School Councils
were intended to play a much greater role in an advisory and accounta-
bility capacity to the school board.

I do agree with Chair Dewar that a board of trustees is a democratic
process and we are expected to make decisions on behalf of our con-
stituents, but we are also obligated to fulfill our responsibilities to
School Councils and parents when we solicit their input and we must
recognize the role of the trustee as one of the most effective ways for
School Councils to express their concerns to the board.

The NDP has
focussed its early campaign messages on
“family friendly” policies such as taking
the HST off of consumer hydro bills and
providing a $100 million boost to afford-
able childcare, but Ms. Horwath began
the campaign season with an investment
tax credit promise aimed at increasing
employment in the manufacturing sector
by tying the credit for businesses to the
creation of jobs and purchasing of equip-
ment and buildings in Ontario.

Algoma-Manitoulin Progressive Con-
servative candidate Byron Turner is uni-
versally known on Manitoulin (and Algo-
ma) as ‘Jib,” a nickname that invokes his
family’s longtime association with all
things nautical across the North Channel
and Georgian Bay.

Mr. Turner asserts that a continuation
of the Liberal government “will lead us
deeper into debt and the NDP will chase
more businesses away with more taxes,”
in the release announcing his appoint-
ment as the PC candidate. “It is time for a
change in Ontario. Only the Ontario PC
Party is ready to make the necessary deci-
sions to get Northern jobs growing
again.”

Mr. Turner went on to cite Progressive
Conservative leader Tim Hudak’s Million
Jobs Plan, which he said would “produce
more jobs and increase take-home pay
through lower taxes and less debt; ensure
affordable energy that will create jobs, not
eliminate them; train more skilled work-
ers to meet the demand in trades and help
young people find good jobs; increase
trade with our neighbours; and end the
bureaucratic runaround that inhibits job
creation.”

The Progressive Conservative platform
announcements have been notable for
departure from those of their competi-
tors. Mr. Hudak has vowed to eliminate
100,000 public service jobs (citing 10 per-
cent as a reduction number, although
there are only 800,000 public sector
employees in the province) targeting
workers in the provincial, educational and
municipal sectors while cutting corporate
tax rates by 30 percent. Born, raised and
currently residing in Little Current, Mr.
Turner has two children and two grand-
children.

LITTLE CURRENT—Three-year-old Kyllun Green was vis-
iting the home of Connie Pinand in Little Current when he
garnered some pretty impressive hero credentials after
alerting his family to an accident taking place on the side-
walk across the street.

Although pretty new to this whole talking thing, young
Mr. Green made up for any shortcomings in articulation
with perceptive persistence in the face of an emergency.

“He said ‘Gramma, Gramma, lady on the sidewalk she
fall’,” said Peggy Green, the boy’s grandmother who lives in
Little Current. “We had just been to visit great grandmoth-
er Freda Farquhar in the Manor. Then we walked over to
Channelview Apartments (next door to the Manor). I didn’t
think too much of it at first.” Ms. Green and her grandson
had gone on a second visit to see her aunt, Connie Pinand.

The observant young man was insistent and they went to
look out the window to see what he was upset about. Out-
side on the sidewalk, across the street, an elderly woman
had fallen on the sidewalk. They rushed to her aid.

“She was in a lot of pain,” said Ms. Green. “Some people
came out of the Manor with something to cover her up until
the ambulance got there.”

Ms. Green estimated that it was somewhere between a
half hour and 40 minutes before an EMS crew was on the
scene. “I don’t know where they came from,” she said.
“Mindemoya maybe?”

The issue of ambulance response times has been raised

with the Northeast Town council recently. Ambulance
response to critical incidents is mandated to be under six
minutes, but the distances and low population numbers in
rural areas like Manitoulin often mean the closest ambu-
lance is on another call and the responding crew must come
in from Wikwemikong, Mindemoya or even further afield.

Luckily for the elderly woman who fell on the sidewalk,
Kyllun Green was on watch.

“He’s a pretty special little guy,” said Ms. Green. “We are
pretty proud of him.”

Severe winter leads to reduction in antlerless deer tag permits for 2014 hunt

KAGAWONG—With a harsh unrelent-
ing winter and a slow start to a spring
green-up, the chances of getting a doe
tag for the 2014 hunting season will be
slimmer than last year.

A deer management meeting for
Manitoulin Island west (43A) and east
(43B) wildlife management units
(WMUs) was held at the Kagawong
community complex April 30 to dis-
cuss the state of the deer population
and how many tags will be distributed
for the 2014 hunting season.

With an estimated 40 percent of last
year’s fawn population wiped out due
to weather conditions, according to
Wayne Selinger, area biologist for the
Ministry of Natural Resources (MNR),
he will be strongly recommending a
substantial decrease in doe tags for the
east and West End, respectively, he
told the meeting.

Mr. Selinger recommended WMU
zone 43A be reduced from 400 tags to
300 tags, but 13 people of the 19 present
at the meeting voted to recommend to
reduce the tags to 100 for the 2014 hunt-
ing season. John Seabrook voted for
zero tags.

As for WMU zone 43B, Mr. Selinger
recommended a drop from 3,500 to
2,750 tags. Three people agreed with
Mr. Selinger, but nine people voted to
reduce it further, to 2,500 tags for the
2014 hunting season, so the recommen-
dation will be for the latter figures to
be used.

“Last year we kept it the same
across the board, and I was of the
mind to increase the tags this year, but
the winter took more deer than
hunters could and there is no way we
can raise it this year,” said one person
at the meeting.

ORYV and motorcycle

The ministry uses multiple tools to
gauge the population of deer on Mani-
toulin Island: motor vehicle collisions
(MVC), the post card survey of hunt-
ing results from the year before and
check stations measuring deer condi-
tion of harvested deer.

“MVC data is showing an all-time
peak in 2003 and then as a result of
aggressive harvest targets we brought
the herd down, then with a bad winter
in 2009 a decrease was seen until a rise
in 2010. It seems in 2013 we are back to
the same level of deer we were dealing
with in 2003,” Mr. Selinger said.

According to Mr. Selinger, the esti-
mated 2013 harvest numbers are 413
deer in 43A and 2,910 in 43B, a total of
3,323 deer harvested from Manitoulin
Island. Broken down, the 413 deer har-
vested from the West End amounts to
approximately 85 does, 45 fawns and
280 bucks.

“The east and West End used to be
almost equal for the amount of deer
per square kilometres, now almost 20
years later, 43A has declined since
then, showing one deer per square
kilometer,” Mr. Selinger said. “Now
43B is showing close to two deer per
square kilometer.”

The destruction of woodland habi-
tat, along with more intensive farming
practices in the West End throughout
the 1970s and ‘80s, was offered as a rea-
son for the decline of the deer in the
west end over the last few decades.

“We were purging files the other day
and I came across a file from the 1970s,
estimating the Manitoulin deer popu-
lation at 4,500 animals. Even with the
decline we’ve seen in the last few
years, I still estimate the herd sitting
around 14,000 deer on the Island,” Mr.
Selinger said. “We have healthy deer

conditions for healthy growth.”

Of the 14,000 deer, approximately
2,500 are on the West End.

“When we look at the severity of the
winter we just had, with the exception
of 2000-2001, this is the worst winter
we’ve had since 1979,” said Mr.
Selinger. “There were seven winters
like this in the “70s, where it was over
800 on the snow depth index. We have
to hope this winter was an anomaly
and not a trend.”

“The populations were on an incline
in 2003 and we pushed a little too hard
in trying to bring the numbers down,
that is why we have been cutting tags
the last few years,” continued Mr.
Selinger. “Last year we were talking
about bringing the number of tags up,
but the 2012 winter was moderate so
we decided to wait one more year, and
after the winter we had I can only rec-
ommend to lower tags this year. The
prudent thing would be a tag cut and
hopefully we don’t have to do it for
long.”

Mr. Selinger asked that everyone
who takes part in the deer hunt fill out
their post card survey, as it provides
important information such as har-
vest rates, population density and
predator pressure. He said there is a
likelihood of a deer check station
going up for the Island this year, which
provides info like age/sex structure,
deer growth and condition and to help
the government make sound,
informed decisions about the state of
the deer population on Manitoulin
Island.

“I am hoping we have a check sta-
tion this year, sampling 800 to 1,000
deer and we will have hunt data for
next fall, “ added Mr. Selinger.

traffic expected over the
long weekend, OPP officers

Police (OPP) is reporting
that off-road vehicle (ORV)
deaths have reached a four-
year high and the causal
factors have the OPP con-
cerned heading into the Vic-
toria Day Long Weekend.

A total of 20 people died
in ORV incidents in OPP
jurisdiction during 2013,
compared to 12 in 2012, 14 in
2011 and 17 in 2010. Of the 20
fatalities in 2013, 13 of them
were attributed to lack of
helmet use and nine of
them involved alcohol con-
sumption.

These alarming statistics
have the OPP warning ORV
riders who include alcohol
and exclude helmets as part
of their riding activity to
curb these deadly behav-
iours before these leading
causes of ORV deaths con-
tinue on an upward trend.

The OPP is also asking
the public to partner with
them to reduce the rising
number of ORV fatalities.
Officers are calling on the

family = members and
friends of ORV enthusiasts
to urge their loved ones to
wear a helmet and drive
sober.

“Over the past 10 years
(2004-2013), a total of 263
people have died in ORV
incidents within OPP juris-
diction,” said OPP Deputy
Commissioner Brad Blair,
Provincial = Commander,
Traffic Safety and Opera-
tional Support. “Imagine
how much more devastat-
ing losing a family member
or friend would be if you
knew they were impaired or
not wearing a helmet and
you didn’t intervene to save
their life,” Deputy Commis-
sioner Blair added.

Motorcycle deaths are
another OPP statistic that is
on the rise. A total of 28
motorcyclists died (in OPP
jurisdiction) in 2013, com-
pared to 26 in 2012 and 21 in
2011. Impaired, aggressive
and distracted driving are
all common contributing
factors in motorcycle crash-

es investigated by the OPP.
Sadly, in some cases, the rid-
ers were not doing anything
wrong when the collision
occurred.

“Among the most tragic
of the 26 motorcycle fatali-
ties last year are the 11 in
which the motorcyclist was
driving properly at the time
of the collision. Far too
often, our collision recon-
struction investigations
reveal that the actions of
another driver were a
causal factor. This makes
motorcycle safety an issue
to which all road users need
to pay close attention,” said
OPP Chief Superintendent
Don Bell, Commander,
Highway Safety Division.

Motorcyclists are more
vulnerable than other road
users because motorcycles
are tougher to see than oth-
er vehicles and they provide
virtually no protection in
the event of a crash. For
this reason, all motorists
need to maintain a keen
awareness of their sur-

throughout the province
will be doing their part to
keep people safe, both on
and offroad. They are
counting on one of their
most valued partners—the
many drivers and ORV
enthusiasts who head out
this weekend—to drive and
ride safely in a collective
effort to get through the
weekend incident-free.

clients holistically and
developing and managing
their individual wellness
plan, while Dr. Sankey will
be performing a medical
assessment and managing
their medical treatment
plan,” continued Ms.
Wabano. “Mr. Ominika will
also be incorporating the
clients’ family whenever
possible as well as tradi-
tional healing.”

When asked about ‘take
homes’—the act of taking
doses of methadone home
instead of visiting the clin-
ic daily, Chief Peltier said
that council has expressed
a preferred policy of no
take homes.

As for whether the clinic
will be open to non-band
members, Chief Peltier
responded, “The primary
focus of the Sunrise Clinic
is for our membership so
right now we are focussed
on servicing our band
members, but I'm sure if
others require service they
would be welcome.”

Clients of the Sunrise
Clinic will also have the
option of Suboxone treat-
ment for opiate addiction,
an alternative to
methadone.

The M’Chigeeng Well-
ness and Recovery Case
Management Team, com-
posed of M’Nedamowin
Health Services in partner-
ship with Dr. Dressler (of
the Larch Street Clinic and
former Little Current
Water Street Clinic), the
Mindemoya Guardian

Pharmacy, the Manitoulin
Central Family Health
Team, Ontario Works and
Addiction Services, have
had great success with
their program and the use
of Suboxone since the clo-
sure of the Water Street
Clinic.

Using a similar circle of
care model such as the one
Wikwemikong is introduc-
ing, M’Chigeeng has been
treating clients since last

year, with 21 current
clients, of whom five are
being treated with Subox-
one opposed to methadone.

“We now place all new
clients on Suboxone (an
alternative opiate addiction
treatment to methadone),”
said Mr. Beaudin.
“Research shows that
clients who use Suboxone
have a shorter time frame
of getting off the drug,
while with methadone, you

could be using the treat-
ment for life.”

“Suboxone has a better
track record for getting
individuals off the medica-
tion,” Sam Gilchrist, the
alternatives program work-
er at M’'Nedamowin Health
Services, previously told
The Expositor. “It is also
more difficult to be abused
because of an additive
called naloxone, which
makes someone go into
severe withdrawals if it’s
injected instead of taken
orally.”

Mr. Gilchrist explained
that Suboxone comes in two
forms including a pill, used
by M’Nendamowin clients,
or a dissolving strip that is
placed under the tongue.

Chief Peltier said that
new clients will have the
option of going on Subox-
one, but that the treatment
plan will depend on the
individual client’s needs.

Though the Sunrise Clin-
ic isn’t scheduled to open
until later this month, last
week Dr. Sankey and the
Wikwemikong Community
Wellness Development
Team provided an informa-
tion session on the opening
of the clinic and addiction
treatment.

“It went very well,” said
Chief Peltier of the session.
“People are excited that
this treatment will now be
available in their own com-
munity while also address-
ing the gap in service that’s
previously existed with
addiction treatment.”

“We usually have them
for one to three weeks, but
it could be a lot longer,” he
said.

The Cree elders were
entertained by local musi-
cians on Sunday, much to
their delight, and thanks to
a call put out by Mr. Peltier
to all Cree-speaking Island
residents, many people
have responded with each
of their talents being put to
good use. A storytelling ses-
sion has been arranged for
this week, as well as good
old-fashioned visits with
people who speak their lan-
guage.

“Some of them knew a
little bit about Wiky—they
think it’s like a big city
here!” he laughed. “They
are surprised to see how big
Wikwemikong is. It was
nice watching them sit out
on Friday night watching
the traffic.”

“We’re trying to keep

them happy and we’ll con-
tinue to show them a good
time,” Mr. Peltier added,

Injured workers mount Day of Shame
protest to pressure province on WSIB

ESPANOLA—Demonstra-
tions and protests over the
plight of more than a thou-
sand missing and mur-
dered Native and aborigi-
nal women have been
taking place across the
country over the past cou-
ple of years, but the Wik-
wemikong chapter of the
United Urban Warriors
Society of Ontario decided
to expand the scope of
their five-minute blockade
of the Highway 6 and 17
intersection at Espanola
last weekend.

Twenty-two demonstra-
tors gathered at the busy
intersection to bring atten-
tion to not only the plight
of Canadian  Native
women, but women across
the globe.

“We decided to expand it
not just for Native and abo-
riginal women, but for all
women,” said organizer
Izzy Pangowish of Wik-
wemikong. “We wanted to
do something to bring
attention to what is hap-
pening all around the
world to women who are
being abused, murdered
and who have disappeared.
We just want to do some-
thing about it.”

Mr. Pangowish said that
the catalyst for the demon-

chair Colin Pick. “These
changes are going to do a lot
of harm to some of the most
vulnerable people in our
community and they are
supposed to be coming into
implementation very, very
soon.”

tremendous hardship. “The
human costs are horren-
dous,” he said.

The signs wielded by the
demonstrators may have
been targeting Ontario Pre-
mier Kathleen Wynne and
her party, but Algoma-Man-
itoulin Liberal hopeful
Craig Hughson stopped by
to hear the grievances being
put forward by the group
and to discuss possible solu-
tions.

“I am a fan of sitting
down and getting results,”
said Mr. Hughson, “not wav-
ing placards. I wish they
had given me a call on this
sooner.”

The Manitoulin North
Shore Injured Workers
Group was initially critical
of NDP incumbent Mike
Mantha’s response to their
issues, but the organiza-
tion’s spokespersons said
that Mr. Mantha has since
stepped up.

“He (Mr. Mantha) has
really gotten onboard now,”
said Manitoulin Legal Clin-
ic Executive Director Mike
Shain. “He is working close-
ly with us now.”

“I have met with many of

these workers and their
families and have brought
their concerns to Queen’s
Park,” said Mr. Mantha.
“Sadly our efforts continue
to fall on the deaf ears of
this Liberal government.”

“Since 2009 when David
Marshall became the head
of WSIB, we have seen dras-
tic reduction of benefits for
injured workers,” contin-
ued the NDP candidate.
“While Marshall receives a
20 percent bonus on his
$400,000 salary, WSIB claim
denial rates have shot up by
50 percent. There has been a
cut of $631 million in bene-
fits and vocational training
has been slashed from 19
months to five months. The
average annual benefit paid
to an injured worker at a
six-year post injury review
has been reduced by 28.6
percent. There has also
been areduction of 31.3 per-
cent in permanent impair-
ment awards from 2010 to
2011.”

The issue of changes to
the WSIB regulatory
process are not normally
the stuff of debate in the
legislature, being consid-
ered part of the operation
of a free-standing crown
agency and not a legislative
matter—but Mr. Pick was
not buying that argument.
“They have ways of bring-
ing these things up,” he
said.

The Manitoulin North
Shore Injured Workers
Group has vowed to keep
up the pressure on the
provincial government no
matter who wins the cur-
rent election, but they are
concerned that once the
changes are implemented

they will be nearly impossi-
ble to overturn. “It has got
to be stopped before they
put them in,” said Mr. Pick.
“The impact of these
changes will be terrible.”

Among the proposed
changes are the removal of
an opportunity for an
injured worker to make an
oral argument for their
appeal of a WSIB decision
on a claim and the use of
preexisting conditions in
determining injury pay-
outs.

“If you hurt your back as
a teenager falling off your
bicycle and went to the hos-
pital to get it checked, they
could bring that up in your
claim 30 years later after
you get hurt at work,” said
Mr. Pick. “Who hasn’t gone
to emergency for some rea-
son over the years? They
will be able to reduce your
claim for all kinds of rea-
sons and there won't be a
thing you can do about it.”

The WSIB was first set up
100 years ago to protect
companies from injury
claims by workers who are
hurt on the job by prevent-
ing workers from suing in
court, in return, workers
were to receive fair com-
pensation for their loss and
injury through a system of
payroll levies.

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Lack of ministers at the Federation of
Northern Ontario Municipalities
conference disappoints Manitoulin reps

SAULT STE. MARIE—Although Mani-
toulin municipal leaders reported a general
“good experience” at the Federation of
Northern Ontario Municipalities
(FONOM) and Ministry of Municipal
Affairs and Housing (MMAH) annual con-
ference held last week in Sault Ste. Marie,
the overarching comment was the disap-
pointment at the lack of minister represen-
tation due to the recent election call.

“(The) FONOM (conference) was very
interesting and enlightening,” Northeast
Town CAO Dave Williamson told The
Expositor following the conference, “but
because the writ dropped there were no
ministers present and the panel was lost
this year.”

“The lack of ministers put a big damper
on the conference,” added Northeast Town
Mayor Al MacNevin.

“The conference was very good,” com-
mented Billings Mayor and FONOM board
member Austin Hunt. “There were a lot of
municipal representatives in attendance. I
think people were disappointed that there
were no ministers due to the election, but
that has happened before at a past FONOM
conferences.”

“It was my first time attending the con-
ference,” Gore Bay Mayor Ron Lane told
The Expositor. “The sessions were quite
interesting. It was too bad the ministers
weren’t there. Myself and others had things
we wished to have addressed, but all in all
the conference was good.”

Central Manitoulin Mayor Gerry Strong
said that he was also hoping to speak to
ministry representatives from the Ministry
of Transportation and the Ministry of
Community Safety and Correctional Serv-
ices about issues in his municipality, but
that “it was understandable because of the
election.”

Besides the lack of ministry representa-
tion, most Island municipal representatives
including mayors and councillors from the
Northeast Town, Assiginack Township,
Gore Bay, Billings Township and Central
Manitoulin, reported that they found the
workshops and networking with other
Northern municipal leaders beneficial.

“The key for me is the networking,”
explained Mr. Williamson, “having the
opportunity to talk with other administra-
tors from across the region.”

“The best part of the conference was hav-
ing the opportunity to meet and talk with
other colleagues about the issues small
municipalities are facing,” said Assiginack
Councillor Leslie Fields.

“I attended a workshop on Provincial Pol-
icy Statement changes that had an interest-
ing exercise to help us get to better know
the policy and how it applies to elements in
our municipalities,” added Mayor Mac-
Nevin. “The workshop on legal issues
municipalities commonly face was also
very informative. I always enjoy the work-
shops and this year was no exception.”

Assiginack Councillor Paul Moffatt said
that he found the Provincial Policy State-
ment workshop beneficial as well.

“I found a workshop I attended on home-
lessness in the North very interesting,”
commented Northeast Town Councillor
Michael Erskine. “It is an invisible problem
in the North with people often living with
friends or couch surfing, instead of on the
streets. There is also a lack of emergency
shelters in the North, especially in rural
towns like ours.”

Councillor Erskine also noted how he
enjoyed networking with other municipal
councillors, as did Mayor Lane.

“In addition to networking, I got a lot out
of a workshop I attended on creating addi-
tional forms of revenue for municipali-
ties,” said Mayor Lane. “There were some
really good ideas presented and we are
always looking for ways beyond tax rev-
enue to raise funds for community proj-
ects.”

A gap in the conference for Councillor
Fields was a focus on issues facing larger
municipalities.

“I felt the topics brought forward in the
presentations and workshops weren’t as
useful to small municipalities,” she
explained. “I think there needs to be more
in-depth discussion on issues facing small
municipalities right now. Through speak-
ing with colleagues, I got a sense that others
would have liked this as well. FONOM
needs to try and balance an agenda that
meets the needs of both larger city and
smaller rural communities. Small munici-
palities are having to stretch their tax dol-
lars more and more to the limit and when
some municipalities can’t even afford to
come (to the conference), I think we are get-
ting dangerously close to the line.”

Besides room where the conference could
improve, Mayor Hunt indicated that Mani-
toulin could be a future host of the confer-
ence, as a number of the Island’s represen-
tatives expressed an interest to the FONOM
board in being a host. Next year’s confer-
ence will be held in Sudbury, but the follow-
ing year could see the conference return to
Manitoulin, which previously hosted it sev-
eral years ago in Central Manitoulin.

“This program will pro-
vide us with invaluable
information that will con-
tribute to a better under-
standing of our needs and
priorities in our communi-
ties,” Regional Chief
Beardy said. “This confi-
dential information will
focus on First Nations early
childhood education and
employment needs. This
valuable data will support
policy and program devel-
opment and inform deci-
sion making.”

The FNREEES is a
nationally mandated First
Nations Information Gover-
nance Centre survey
respecting the principle of
ownership, control, access
and possession (OCAP).
The survey is designed to
generate evidence-based

results to support First
Nation policy, program
development and advocacy
efforts in these priority
areas at the local, regional
and national levels. The
First Nations Education
Coordination Unit and
regional coordinator will
work in partnership with
First Nations communities
and organizations to sup-
port implementation of the
survey in Ontario.

The FNREEES is a
national First Nation
research project. It is being
implemented by regional
First Nation partners to
produce on reserve First
Nation population esti-
mates at a national, region-
al and territorial level
including select large First
Nation communities.

The study is being con-
ducted in 10 regions across
Canada. The regions are the
Yukon, Northwest Territo-
ries, Alberta,
Saskatchewan, Manitoba,
Ontario, Quebec, Nova Sco-
tia, New Brunswick and
Newfoundland. In Ontario,
a sample of communities
from each of the five politi-
cal-territorial  organiza-
tions will be identified for
inclusion in this study.

North East LHIN

CEO report

MHC CEO Derek Gra-
ham delivered his April
report at the MHC board
meeting last month. He
began by welcoming Van-
da Cooper to the position
of quality lead.

“Vanda brings a wealth
of knowledge and experi-
ence to this portfolio and
we look forward to her con-
tributions,” said Mr. Gra-
ham.

“The new information
technology (IT) equipment
that was purchased under
the Small Hospital Innova-
tion IT funding has arrived
and is being deployed,” Mr.
Graham continued. “The
first priority was the lap-
top stations on wheels for
clinical areas. Also the
patient care clinical docu-
mentation is live. Congrat-
ulations to everyone
involved for making this a
reality.

“This was well
attended by Island partner
representatives. Our inte-
grated  position was
announced, this position
has been enabled due to
the efforts of MHC creat-
ing an understanding of
gaps in home care on Man-
itoulin and the need for
better communication and
integration throughout all
Island communities.”

Chief of Staff Report
MHC Chief of Staff Dr.
Stephen Cooper began his
report noting that Dr.
Quackenbush and Dr. Ren-
wick have both been away
providing health care in
Nicaragua for two weeks.

“In their absence, Dr.
Mirka and I are covering
OBS (office based sur-
gery) while they are
away,” he said.

“The third year NOSM
(Northern Ontario
School of Medicine) stu-
dents have finished their
term,” Dr. Cooper contin-
ued. “We held a final
farewell dinner for them
to conclude their time
with us. They had good
things to say about the
support they received
working on Manitoulin.”

He also discussed how
Dr. Jeffery, Dr. Bedard,
Dr. McRae, Dr. Wilson
and himself attended
Northern Constellations,
a NOSM event for clinical
teachers in Thunder Bay.

“I have finished my
HSM-sponsored leader-

ship course,” Dr. Cooper
reported to the board.

First Nations Education Act—would be
put on hold until the Assembly of First
Nations (AFN) “clarifies its position.”

“The fact that the minister is waiting
for the AFN to come up with another
position shows us that his government
really doesn’t value the voice of First
Nation citizens, because the First Nation
opposition to Bill C-33 is pretty clear,”
says Chief Madahbee. “The message the
minister should be taking from Shawn
Atleo’s resignation is that the national
chief recognized that First Nations
across Canada don’t want this legisla-
tion. Our people have told their leaders
they don’t want Stephen Harper or
Bernard Valcourt dictating how First
Nations children should be educated.”

“They want that bill killed right now,”
he added.

The grand council chief referred to a
special chiefs’ assembly being planned
for today, May 14, in Ottawa.

“The AFN is a First Nations organiza-

tion and it is supposed to reflect the voice
of First Nations peoples,” the chief con-
tinues. “The national chief’s resignation
resulted from the organization getting
caught up in the federal Conservative
agenda. National Chief Atleo and some
members of the AFN executive were giv-
en false expectations by a manipulative
government. The purpose of this meet-
ing will be to re-focus the Assembly of
First Nations on its original purpose—to
serve as a voice for the people. We chiefs
are just advocates.”

Chief Madahbee said he planned on
participating in the May 14 assembly, and
to demonstrate support for a major rally
being staged the same day on Parliament
Hill to draw attention to over 1,100 miss-
ing and murdered aboriginal women in
Canada.

“It’s a national disgrace that the prime
minister continues to reject a public
inquiry,” he said. “No one in Canada
should have to live in fear for their per-
sonal safety.”

Last week, Interpaving,
the company hired by
Assiginack for the Cardwell

Council passed a motion
to grant permission to
Interpaving to wuse the
Assiginack public works
yard for the storage of cul-
verts while construction
begins.

Manor update

Councillor Paul Moffat,
who sits on the board of the
Manitoulin Centennial
Manor, told council that the
financial position of the
Manor was “quite good”
this year, but that the nurs-
ing home was still strug-
gling with staff retention.
Council was pleased to hear
that the occupancy rate is

at 99.5 percent.
“We had an audit and the
financial people were

pleased,” Councillor Moffat
said.

“It’s a great big breath of
relief, isn’t it,” said Coun-
cillor Les Fields, noting the
Manor’s former financial
woes. “It’s taken awhile to
get there.” Ms. Fields is a
former chair of the
Manor’s board of directors.

Safe Drinking Water

report

Council reviewed the
Safe Drinking Water report
for the Sunsite Estates
water treatment plant.

“I didn’t really see any
issues,” Reeve Brad Ham
said.

“It was an excellent
report,” Councillor Moffat
added.

“It’s a very satisfying
report, but I wonder if they
understand how much it
costs to service so few peo-
ple,” Councillor Fields stat-
ed.

“If only we could entice
30 more people to move in,”
Councillor Moffat mused.

New library update

Council reviewed a budg-
et estimate from PBK
Architects on the soon-to-be

mate options: the all-in
package at $282,196.31 and
the minimum work
required package at
$157,899.60. Council agreed
that the latter figure would
be best.

“The sooner we get it up
and running the better,”
Councillor Moffat said. “I
think this is a very work-
able solution.”

Councillor Brenda Reid
suggested the library board
take some of the building
improvements that were
included in the all-in pack-
age and assume them
directly for their own
fundraising.

Councillor Fields asked
that the report go to the
library board to see what, if
any, items they would like
to take on themselves
before going to tender, such
as the deck.

Clerk Hobbs said the new
library location would like-
1y be open before the end of
council’s term in October.

Telecom report

Mr. Hobbs reviewed the
findings of Telecom Enter-
prises with council, which
was tasked with undertak-
ing a review of the munici-
pality’s  telecommunica-
tions system with the hope
of realizing a cost savings.

Mr. Hobbs said he has not
been able to find a good cell
service policy for the
municipality to adopt. “I
can’t protect the employee’s
privacy and the municipali-
ty’s fiscal integrity at the
same time,” he said. “As
most of your employees
have personal cell phones
and very few have ever sub-
mitted an invoice for using
them for township purpos-
es, I think this might be the
most cost efficient and
effective policy for the fore-
seeable future, but of
course it is council’s call.”

Public Works superin-
tendent Ron Cooper told
council that the public
works radios still work
“pretty well.”

Council decided to keep
the status quo.

Council supports
138th Fall Fair

Council received a
request for its annual dona-
tion of support for the 138th
Fall Fair, which passed.

Councillor Reid said that
while she has nothing
against supporting the fall
fair, she wondered if Assig-
inack should create a line
item in the yearly budget
for donation requests, with
a timeline that groups must
have their yearly requests
in by each year “as the
donations are coming in
fast and furious.”

Mr. Hobbs said that treas-
urer Deb  MacDonald
always takes into account
the regular donation
requests, but agreed that
there are more than ever.

“It can’t be ‘never never
land’ forever,” Councillor
Fields added.

Council also passed a
$100 donation to the United
Fish and Game Clubs of
Manitoulin.

Burns Wharf study

“This is money we have
to spend to find out how
much money we have to
spend,” Mr. Hobbs
explained of the study, com-
missioned by PBK Archi-
tects.

PBK Associates gave the
fee structure to study the
remedial work proposed in
the recent building code
review, as well as a compar-
ison between the costs of
remedial work to the exist-
ing building versus the cost
of constructing a new
building of an equivalent
area. The total fee for this
study is $3,200 plus HST.

Because the building
does not meet the building
code, the Burns Wharf The-
atre cannot use the space
with the audience capacity
it had been running at pre-
viously.

“There’s no way around
it,” Reeve Ham added.

“We have to do it,” Coun-
cillor Moffat said.

Reeve Ham said he want-
ed to see the continuation
of summer plays put on by
the Burns Wharf Theatre,
as they are such a draw to
the community with all of
council noting the the-
atre’s importance to the
community.

stration was the decision of
the Harper government to
not hold an inquiry into
missing and murdered
women across Canada.
“The number went up to
more than 1,126 two weeks
ago,” he said, citing a recent
report from the RCMP. That
report by RCMP Commis-
sioner Bob Paulson report-
ed that police have compiled
a list of 1,026 deaths and 160
missing-persons cases
involving aboriginal
women, a number hundreds
higher than that previously
cited in the media.

The decision to expand
the demonstration to a glob-
al focus was in part a
response to the plight of a
group of 276 Nigerian
schoolgirls kidnapped by
the terrorist group Boko
Haram in that country.

On the Monday following
the protest, law professor
James Anaya, the United
Nation’s (UN) special rap-
porteur on indigenous
rights, upped the ante in
pressure on the Harper gov-
ernment with an official
call for the government to
conduct an inquiry.

The special envoy exhort-
ed the federal government
to “look into the disturbing
phenomenon of missing
and murdered aboriginal
women and girls.”

“The federal government
should undertake a compre-
hensive, nationwide
inquiry into the issue of
missing and murdered abo-
riginal women and girls,

organized in consultation
with indigenous peoples,”
reads the report.

Mr. Anaya’s report was
based on information he
compiled after spending
nine days in Canada last
year meeting with First
Nations representatives and
government officials. He
found that there is still a
“well-being gap” between
aboriginal and non-aborigi-
nal people in Canada; that
treaty and other aboriginal
claims remain unresolved;
and that aboriginal people
have “high levels of dis-
trust” toward all levels of
government.

“Our government is
proud of the effective and
incremental steps taken in
partnership with aboriginal
communities,” reads a
statement from Aboriginal
Affairs Minister Bernard
Valcourt in a government
response citing the steps the
federal government has tak-
en to deal with the issue.
“We are committed to con-
tinuing to work with our
partners to make signifi-
cant progress in improv-
ing the lives of aboriginal
people in Canada.”

Opposition parties con-
demned the Conservative
government’s decision to
not hold an inquiry.

“If this were to happen
to any other group in our
society there would be a lot
more attention, outrage,
and government action,”
said Algoma-Manitoulin-
Kapuskasing MP Carol
Hughes in a release on the

issue of missing and mur-
dered women. “I truly
believe most Canadians are
more concerned about this
than the prime minister is,
which is a real shame.”

Ms. Hughes said the gov-
ernment has to pay atten-
tion to the details of the spe-
cial relationship with First
Nations instead of trying to
dictate how it will pro-
ceed. She said that she
believes success will be
achieved when the govern-
ment starts listening and
responding to the concerns
of First Nations.

“The government seems
set on picking legislative
fights that only strain rela-
tions,” said Ms. Hughes.
“First Nations are telling
us that a national public
commission of inquiry
into murdered and missing
aboriginal women is an
immediate priority and the
government isn’t even lis-
tening.”

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Surveying Manitoulin’s owl populations

TEHKUMMAH—BIrd Stud-
ies Canada was looking for
Island volunteers with a
keen sense of hearing to
participate in an annual
nocturnal owl study last
month. Christa Paquette of
Sudbury responded and
late in April spent a cool
evening listening for owls
and other nocturnal sounds
along a 20 km stretch of
Government Road near
Providence Bay.

Armed with a clipboard,
a CD and a Bluetooth speak-
er, Ms. Paquette arrived at
Gordon’s Park earlier in the
day where she met up with
fellow  volunteer Paul
Beduhn. Mr. Beduhn, who
leads “owl prowls” and
night hikes at Gordon’s
Park, was a perfect fit to
accompany Ms. Paquette
during the survey.

The primary target
species for Manitoulin
Island routes (there are
four) were barred and
Northern saw-whet owls,
neither of which is at risk
at this time. Surveyors also
listened for long-eared owls
and boreal owls. The goal of
the Ontario Noctural Owl
Survey is to monitor owl
populations. It began in
1995 and is conducted in
partnership  with the
Ontario Ministry of Natu-
ral Resources. Volunteers
perform the actual count
with a partner, using their
own transportation.

According to Bird Stud-
ies Canada, owls are notori-
ously difficult to count.
They are secretive, prima-
rily nocturnal, and roost
in concealed locations
during the day. As a result,
Ontario’s owl populations
are not adequately moni-
tored through existing
programs.

This type of survey,
called a broadcast survey,
involves the playback of
prerecorded owl songs and
has been used to success-
fully census a variety of
bird species. Owls are ter-

ritorial and a resident owl
may respond to the broad-
cast song in an attempt to
defend its territory.

Ms. Paquette and Mr.
Beduhn arrived at their
starting point in Provi-
dence Bay shortly after sun-
set. On the way there they
listened once again to the
training CD that was pro-
vided to help them become
familiar with the various
calls. In addition to owls,
surveyors are asked to
record any ruffed grouse,
common snipe, and Ameri-
can woodcock they may see
or hear along their route.
These birds aren’t truly
nocturnal but they are most
active at dusk and at dawn
and are likely to be heard at
the first few stops. On this
route, several ruffed grouse
were heard.

At the first stop, Ms.
Paquette played the 12-
minute MP3 through a
Bluetooth speaker set on
the roof of her car. It con-
sisted of two minutes of
silent listening, followed by
one set of boreal owl calls
and four sets of barred owl
calls alternating with timed

o

listening periods. There
were no sounds to report so
the team drove two kilome-
tres down Government
Road to stop number two.
There were 10 stops in total.
It’s not as easy as it
sounds. You have to stand
relatively still on a cold
April night while listening
intently for specific and
possibly distant sounds.
Still, “it was interesting,”
Ms. Paquette said when it
was all over. “I think we did
better than expected as far
as the total number of
species heard. We heard a
boreal owl at stop four, a
barred owl at stop six, and
both a northern saw-whet
owl and a long-eared owl at
stop eight. We also heard
ruffed grouse “drumming”
at three of the 10 locations.”
There were no vehicles
encountered and the noise
level was “very low to mod-
erate.” It was most noisy in
areas with water such as
running streams or waves
breaking at Providence Bay,
or in marshy areas where
the spring peepers and oth-
er frogs were calling. At one
stop a coyote howled near-
by. Most of the owl calls
were heard where there
was a combination of open
fields bordering on forest.
Mr. Beduhn agreed that it
was “cool to learn that they
(owls) are spread out
around the Island so well
(even though we only sur-
veyed a small area).” He
also enjoyed listening for
other night sounds. For

future owl prowls, he will
“definitely be letting others
know about the experience,
and to get them to just lis-
ten to all the other sounds
that are happening while
we listen for the owls.”

The 2014 survey won’t be
completed until the end of
April. “This year may actu-
ally run late due to the lack
of accessible roads in the
North,” said Kathy Jones,
Ontario Programs Volun-
teer Coordinator with Bird
Studies Canada. She may
be able to “ball park some
information regarding the
Manitoulin routes in late
May or early June” but spe-
cific details won’t be avail-
able until the analysis is
complete in the fall/winter.

Numbers of most owl
species showed a decline in
2013 for both the central
and Northern Ontario
regions surveyed. The
barred owl was again the
most frequently detected
owl while boreal owl num-
bers dropped dramatically
in 2013. In any case, said
Ms. Jones, “long-term stud-
ies do not look at single
year snapshots of these
species as they do not pro-
vide a good idea of popula-
tions. If you check the
barred owl graph you will
see the numbers go up and
down each year—it is the
long term trend that is
important.”

Students learn conservation from award Wlnnlng Island conservationists

SHEGUIANDAH—The giggles,
murmur and chatter to be expect-
ed from dozens of elementary
school children on a field trip dur-

collection of live aquatic insects
before a tour of the fish hatchery
itself and its millions of eggs-
soon-to-be-fry and finally, the
piece de resistance, a free fishing
rod and reel for each student.

Mr. Strain’s smile is particular-
ly broad this morning as he points
out that the fish coming into Bass
Creek, pretty much all alumni of
the club’s hatchery, are both
numerous and exceptionally large
this year.

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Aging at Home program van open to all communities

AUNDECK OMNI KAN-
ING—The Aging at Home
program at Noojmowin Teg
Health Centre generally
provides services to those
living on First Nations
reserves or aboriginal peo-
ple living off-reserve, but in
the case of the Aging at
Home Transportation Serv-
ices, through a collabora-
tion with the Local Health
Integration Network
(LHIN), the program
extends to non-Natives as
well.

“It was originally only a
First Nation program,” said
program  administrator
Janet Fathers, who added
that being in its fourth year,
the program is beyond the
pilot project stage. “It was-
n’t as big as it could be, so a
request was made to the
LHIN (to extend the pro-
gram to the non-Native
community).”

The numbers from the
First Nations were not as
robust as had been original-
ly anticipated; most likely
due to most reserve commu-
nities having their own
medical transport van pro-
grams in place.

Through the program,
seniors in the Manitoulin
region needing transport to
medical appointments can
call the Noojmowin Teg
Health Centre and book

transportation to their
appointments with the
Aging at Home Van.

This free program is
accessible to all Manitoulin
Island residents age 55

years and older and pro-
vides pick-up and drop off
transportation  services
only, stressed Ms. Fathers.
“It is not intended to pro-
vide medical care or assis-
tance.”

The Aging at Home Van
may be used for medical
appointments, instrumen-
tal activities of daily living
such as home management
(banking or shopping), tra-
ditional gatherings and
social events such as elder
picnics, diners’ clubs and
group berry picking.

The Aging at Home Van
operates on a first come,
first served basis for up to
75 hours a month. But in the
interests of providing ‘equi-
table’ service to all clients,
the van is available to each
client for a maximum of
three bookings in any one
month.

“The bookings are limit-
ed to day trips to ensure
availability of the service
to other clients the next
day,” said Ms. Fathers. “But
there may be exceptions for
a series of medical appoint-
ments that may require
more than three bookings a
month.”

The van does have some
limitations. It does not have
a special wheelchair lift,
but the van can transport
clients in wheelchairs pro-
vided the client can trans-
fer from the wheelchair to
the van with the assistance
of one person maximum.
“The client must not need
to be lifted into the van,”
she noted.

The van operated on a
first come, first served
basis, but Noojmowin Teg
Health Centre reserves the
right to call clients to dis-
cuss options for booking
changes, based on necessity.
Basically, an urgent med-
ical appointment may
trump a client who has
booked the van for a non-
medical booking, with the
non-urgent client being
asked to reschedule their
trip to accommodate the
more critical need.

Under the Aging at Home
Van usage policy, clients
must sign an
agreement/consent that
will allow Noojmowin Teg
to request the client provide
proof of age, an agreement
to adhere to the cancella-
tion policy and consent to
verify if the client is in fact
receiving medical trans-
portation services from
their First Nation commu-
nity. Of course clients
accessing the Aging at
Home Van will not be able
to claim travel expenses for
the same trip from their
First Nation (or any other
travel grant program).

The Aging at Home Van
has been a work in progress
over the last few years and
the cancellation policy has
been developed to meet the
demands of the real world.
Under that policy, clients
are asked to call the day
before the booking if they
need to cancel. Although

as awakening sick on the
day of the booking, the
health centre requires a
client call at least three
hours prior to the booking
or the cancellation will be
recorded as a ‘no show.”

Those expenses include
paying the driver for their
time, the cost of gas for the
van to travel to pick up the
client and, of course, the
van being out of use and
unavailable to others when
it is booked for the ‘no
show.’

Ms. Fathers noted that
working with the North-
east LHIN has been very
positive for the program.
“Anytime we can work col-
laboratively on programs
here in the North I think it
is a very positive thing,”
she said. The challenges of
a dispersed population in
both the Native and non-
Native communities pres-
ents challenges to deliver-
ing the services that people
need to remain in their
homes, close to family sup-
port groups and the famil-
iarity of their communi-
ties, as they grow older.

MANITOULIN—Islanders
are in for an extraordinary
experience as The Invita-
tion Project, The Quilt of
Belonging, is coming to
Manitoulin in September.
The quilt, at 120 feet long
and 8.5 feet wide, was coor-
dinated by artist Esther
Bryan who lives in
Williamstown near
Kingston. In the book that
outlines the work involved
in making this piece of art
is an explanation that this
is the largest collaborative
work of textile to be created
on a national scale and has
263 squares representing 71
aboriginal groups and 192
immigrant nationalities
found in Canada. Different
items were added to indi-
vidual handmade blocks
and include abalone shells,
amber from Lithuania, bob-
bin lace, a brooch from
Poland, smoked caribou
hide, English wool, kente
cloth from Ghana, porcu-
pine quills, sealskin, 200-
year-old German linen and
worry dolls from
Guatemala.

As Ms. Bryan says of the
project, “Our vision was to
create a collaborative work
of art that will recognize
Canada’s and the world’s
diversity, celebrate our
common humanity, and pro-
mote harmony and compas-
sion among people.”

Each page in the Quilt of
Belonging book, done to
showcase this work of art,
pictures all the blocks sub-
mitted for the project and a
story behind the people that
the block represents. Fea-
tured is a piece of art sub-
mitted by Marlene Shawan-
da of Wikwemikong, a
beadwork designer, and the
page is titled ‘Ojibwe’ and
subtitled ‘birchbark and
maple syrup.” “The Ojibwe
people of the Great Lakes
region,” the page reads,
“were resourceful hunters
and gatherers who used the
materials they found in
practical and resourceful
ways. Once the largest and
most powerful tribe around
the Great Lakes, the Ojibwe
are now spread from
Ontario to Alberta.
Although they no longer
use maple syrup and birch
bark for quite so many pur-
poses, the Ojibwe are still
creative and resourceful.”
Ms. Shawanda used the
Ojibwe rose as the focal
point for her quilt block and
beaded it onto red felt. The
border used was caribou
hide.

Another artist from Wik-
wemikong, who submitted
an Odawa block for this
quilt, is Shirley
Pitawanakwat, a designer
of leather garments and a
craft store owner. Ms.
Pitawanakwat used beads
to do a flower and leaves
design in the traditional
Woodlands style rather
than something more mod-
ern for this George Brown
College graduate with a
major in fashion design
technology. Her back-
ground for the block is also
hide.

The Quilt of Belonging
will be showcased, along
with works done by the
Island Quilters Guild mem-
bers for their Hawberry
Show, on September 13 from
10 am to 5 pm and Septem-
ber 14 from 11 to 4 at the
Creation Centre in Mani-
towaning. From September
15 to the 17, the De-ba-jeh-
mu-jig Theatre Group will

welcome visitors to see
this amazing quilt and will
be open in the evening of
September 16 so children
will have an opportunity
to attend.

“We couldn’t do this
without De-ba-jeh-mu-jig,”
said Island Quilters Guild
president Myra Tallman.
“We are probably the
smallest group to bring in
this quilt.” Indeed, this
work of art has been
shown at the Winter
Olympics in  British
Columbia, at the Museum
of Civilization in Hull,
Quebec and at the Royal
Winter Fair in Toronto.
The first showing, in 2005,
was at the Granite Curling
Club in Waterloo.

Quilt Show Chair Kathy
Grant was instrumental in
getting the quilt to Mani-
toulin but she is quick to
point out that “a lot of peo-
ple helped to get this. It
couldn’t happen without
all the individuals coming
together.” It was Ms. Tall-
man’s idea to get the quilt
so Ms. Grant sent out an
email.

“It was a challenge,” Ms.
Grant said, “but I thought,
okay, we are going to make
this happen. I thought this
was great, a happening
with artistic value to
reach out and create that
connection between our
communities. The art
