MANITOULIN—As of  last Satur-
day, grooming has been underway
for the Manitoulin trail system of
the Ontario Federation of  Snow-
mobile Clubs (OFSC), beginning
with the West End and expected to
move on to the east (the Little Cur-
rent area) early this week, mark-
ing the official opening of  the
trails.

Manitoulin Snowdusters media
spokesperson Brad Middleton
explained that the groomer’s first
trip is all important to the trail
system as it is used to freeze the
base and hopefully cover up the
stones and small stumps that are
often located beneath the snow.
“The cold weather has been help-
ful this week too,” Mr. Middleton
continued. “It helps freeze over
the swamps and waterholes where
some of  the trails must pass over.”

Snowduster volunteers were
out in full force last week too, put-
ting up signs, opening gates and a
multitude of  other tasks to get the
trails ready to go.

While temperatures have been
ideal for ice creation as of  late,
Mr. Middleton reminds Island rid-
ers that the Manitoulin Snow-
dusters advises “extreme cau-
tion” on frozen lakes but offers no
opinion as to when it is safe to go
on the lakes, with the exception of
those bodies of  water where the
club places an official stake line
across the ice including Little
Current to Killarney and Gore
Bay to Spanish. As of  this week,
these trails have not been marked
and are therefore not ‘open’ for
use.

The Expositor reported last
year that the club was awaiting
news of  funding for a new
groomer from the OFSC but was
not successful in this bid with the
OFSC choosing instead to replace
groomers as old as 1995 or earlier.
“Since our two groomers (one for
Western Manitoulin and one for

MICHIGAN—If  there are any

the most likely candidates—they
literally wrote the book on it. Mr.
Kohl, for one, remains cautiously
skeptical on the claims of
Muskegon, Michigan divers
Kevin Dykstra and Frederick
Munroe, who announced on
December 23 that they believe

Manitoulin Central Family Health Team construction ‘right on time’

MINDEMOYA—Construction is
right on time for the new home of
the Manitoulin Central Family
Health Team (FHT), this after
years of  holdups and delay for
funding and approval for the proj-
ect, and the team is looking for-
ward to its new space come

spring.
“Things are very good, and

we’re very excited about the
process,” FHT Executive Director
Lori Oswald told The Expositor in
an interview last week. “We have
walls, a roof  and a cement floor.
The trades, like plumbing and
electrical, will be coming in

soon—everything is on schedule.”
Ms. Oswald said the goal is to be

in the new 3,700 square foot build-
ing/addition some time in March.

All the services of  the FHT will
be in the new area and it will still
be connected with the Mindemoya
hospital building, she said.

Patients will access the FHT

services, physicians and nurse
practitioners through the new
building once it is open, she
added.

The new facility will also offer a
healing centre within its walls,
which is equipped to handle tradi-
tional smudges and pipe cere-
monies thanks to a specific venti-
lation system. This will be similar
to the healing centre included in
the Health Sciences North hospi-
tal complex in Sudbury. First
Nations culture is also part of  the
design of  the room as it is circular
in shape, finished largely with
cedar and incorporates the four
colours. The entrance to the room
faces east as well. Jake Ago Neh

of  the Sheguiandah First Nation
has been hired on as the FHT’s
traditional healer.

The Expositor was party to a
conversation between Ms. Oswald
and the Tribury Construction site
supervisor when the construction
company agreed to conduct some
of  its noisier activities during the
next phase of  construction at a
time when the FHT is less busy.

“We look forward to function-
ing together all as one team,” Ms.
Oswald said. “We’re pretty frag-
mented right now, which makes
communication difficult at times,
so we’re looking forward to that
cohesion.”

Manitoulin Health Centre partners with Island
clinics to launch new physician recruitment plan

MANITOULIN—The Manitoulin
Health Centre (MHC) has part-
nered with physician clinics in
Mindemoya, Little Current, Gore
Bay and Manitowaning, as well as
the Island’s three Family Health
Teams (FHT) (the Northeastern
FHT, Manitoulin Central FHT and
the Assiginack FHT) and Nooj-
mowin Teg Health Centre to cre-
ate a physician recruitment com-
mittee for Manitoulin.

“A new local approach to physi-
cian recruitment has been
launched, involving multiple
organizations from across the
Island,” states a release from the
MHC. “With several outstanding
physician full-time vacancies
remaining unfilled, coupled with
future pressures (such as the
potential for retirements in the
not too distant future), the need to
add greater supporting resources
to recruitment has become appar-
ent.”

MHC CEO Derek Graham
explained that community
involvement in physician recruit-
ment isn’t a new concept, but that
the collaborative approach Island-
wide is new to Manitoulin.

“We have been fortunate to date
with physicians coming to Mani-
toulin,” said Mr. Graham, “but
this trend might not continue.
What physicians are looking for
with work, life balance is chang-
ing and the demographic of  who is
training to become physicians. It
used to be mainly young males,
now the majority are females at
the Northern Ontario School of

Medicine (NOSM). Plus a lot of
our current physicians are in the
similar age group and could be
transitioning to part-time or retir-
ing in the next two to five years.”

“All these factors, combined
with outstanding physician
vacancy in three Island settings,
have prompted us to begin
efforts,” added Mr. Graham. 

“A physician recruiter has been
hired on a contracted basis to help
with tasks like outreach contact
efforts with candidate physicians
throughout Ontario and helping
to market the local opportunities
of  living and practicing medicine
on Manitoulin in one of  the many
professional settings,” the release
notes. “There are a growing num-
ber of  vacant physician positions
across Ontario, and competition
between communities is the new
reality. Historically, Manitoulin
has enjoyed a favourable comple-
ment of  family practice physi-
cians, and vacancies have rarely
been prolonged. This no longer
appears to be true. The new reality
is that communities must link
resources together and truly ‘mar-
ket’ their opportunities, incen-
tives and lifestyle. It has been said
that it takes a community to
attract and retain a physician,
with well over 500 family practice
vacancies currently listed across
Ontario, this has never been more
valid.”

Mr. Graham clarified that the
Manitoulin physician recruit-
ment committee will be partner-
ing with similar committees on
the North Shore and Blind River

which already have a recruitment
officer in place.

“We will be sharing resources,”
said Mr. Graham. “They currently
have a recruitment officer in
place, but that individual will be
retiring this summer. Our
approach is to hire a new recruiter
who will train with the current
individual. We have also been suc-
cessful in feed money for training
the new recruiter through the
Trillium Foundation, which will
flow through Blind River.”

The committee has begun
reaching out across the Island to
potential stakeholder groups such
as municipalities, looking for
funding, support and community
representatives to sit on the com-
mittee.

A proposed budget for the
recruitment program shows the
MHC contributing $7,000 of  the
$30,000 budget, the Township of
Assiginack contributing $3,000,
the Northeast Town contributing
$6,000, Central Manitoulin con-
tributing $6,000, the Town of  Gore
Bay contributing $3,000 and other
sources of  revenue, $5,000.

“Currently Assiginack has
approved a representative to sit on
the committee and $3,000 towards
the recruitment efforts,” said Mr.
Graham, noting that the commit-
tee is still waiting to hear back
from Central Manitoulin, Gore
Bay and The Northeast Town. He
noted as well that the United
Chiefs and Councils of  Mnidoo
Mnising have been invited to elect
a representative to the committee.

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To the Expositor:
Your most recent editorial on the local land claims issue (‘Munici-

pal leaders should seize the opportunity to learn,’ January 7, page 4)
revealed the disparity between First Nations and non-First Nations in
our treaty relationship. While guests to our homelands enjoy their
properties without “any kind of  sufferance” and “own their proper-
ties outright” through Treaties that our ancestors were beguiled into
signing, under great duress and undue influence, we, on the other
hand, have recourse through lengthy litigation to find some kind of
resolution to the breach of  contractual obligations. The cost to both
sides—in time and money—could be much better spent on enjoying
life, and is something that can be easily achieved if  there were resolve
to honor the spirit and intent of  those original agreements, from both
sides.       

It must be remembered that Treaties are international instruments
of  negotiation between sovereign peoples, for one party to benefit at
the expense of  the other is a definite imbalance, and contracts signed
under duress—at least in common law—are null and void. I’ve heard
from one elder that, “Canada is not a country, it’s a settler state.” As
long as those original Treaties are not honored, this country we call
Canada is not what it appears to be. 

Land Claims are getting more attention these days: First, because
of  the nefarious, clandestine activities of  a government, whom, after,
or in addition to, seemingly endless entreaties to procure aboriginal
land, surrender after surrender, decided to employ surveyors to bend
‘Reserve’ boundary lines to the will of  the government and hungry
resource development industries; and because Reserve boundaries
weren’t surveyed until several years after the signing of  their respec-
tive treaties. I learned that in the case of  Atikameksheng Anishinaw-
bek First Nation, it wasn’t until 35 years after their signing of  the

‘Robinson Huron Treaty’ in 1850 that their Reserve was surveyed. In
the meantime, Canada became a country and then implemented the
‘Indian Act’, granting the government dictatorial powers over “Indi-
ans and Lands reserved for Indians.” Discriminatory provisions in
the Act had actually even made it illegal for ‘Indians’ to hire Lawyers
to pursue any claims against the government [S.141 (1927-1951)].  

Land Claims are a long drawn out process, essentially a waiting
game that the Crown plays, full of  legalese and prevarication aimed at
confounding claimants into compromise; for all the while they’re
looking for that weak link in the negotiation process, a government
pawn if  you will. It’s an old story, throw down a velvet blanket, dress it
with trinkets and baubles, anything shiny that would catch the
sun...mirrors. In the main, this has been the methodology.  

But we are seeing some light at the end of  the tunnel, as in the
recent Supreme Court T’silhqot’in Sound ruling. Through the evolu-
tion of  consciousness and jurisprudence; through test case after test
case; finding the discrepancies in the application of  laws and their
meaning and intent...by and by, we are moving toward a more just
society. Mii-geng!

It’s an understatement to agree that the prime minister of  France
got it right when, in the wake of  the terrorist acts in Paris last
Wednesday and Thursday that left 17 innocent people murdered, he
stated that the nation is “at war against terrorists, jihadists, Islamic
fundamentalists.”

Much of  the western world agrees, as witnessed by the leaders
from 40 nations who joined the nearly four million French citizens
who rallied Sunday against the terrorist acts that decimated the edi-
torial staff  of  the satirical paper Charlie Hebdo, killing 12, and in
two related incidents over the next days murdered a Paris police-
woman on duty and then occupied a Jewish supermarket where four
hostages were also gunned down.

The paper has been satirizing everyone and everything for nearly
50 years. No cows were sacred and, in fact, its offices had been fire-
bombed several years ago when Charlie Hebdo republished the then-
famous Danish newspaper’s caricatures of  the Muslim prophet
Mohammed. (Muslim tradition dictates that any renditions of  the
prophet’s image constitute blasphemy.)

Most recently, the paper had caricatured the leader of  the organi-
zation battling to establish an Islamic State across Iran, Syria and
beyond.

It is now understood that the two terrorists who murdered the edi-
tor and much of  the editorial staff  of  Charlie Hebdo and their coun-
terpart who occupied a Jewish-owned supermarket and murdered
four hostages there are all directly connected to the Islamic State
terrorist organization and have likely had some training in terror
techniques in Yemen.

Similar to Canada’s two terrorists who, last fall, in apparent inde-
pendent actions two days apart, took the lives of  two Canadian sol-
diers, the three people who wreaked havoc in Paris last week were
local citizens. In Canada’s case, the two were Canadians and the per-
petrators of  the Paris outrage were native-born Frenchmen.

Except for a clear admiration of  the terror techniques Al-Qaeda
uses to attempt to reach its goals (such as the destabilization of
Afghanistan, support for the Islamic State movement) the direct
similarities between the Canadian attacks and the Paris outrage
would seem to end there.

But perhaps not.
It’s clear that the most radical faction of  the followers of  the Mus-

lim faith represents only a very tiny percentage of  the millions of
people around the world who worship Allah as their deity.

But, sadly, there is an element of  Islam that is militant in its
nature, dating from the Middle Ages when the faith went through a
period of  militant proselytization as its zealots spread it throughout
the Middle East, European Turkey, the present-day Balkan region
and western and central Asia.

Christianity went through a similar phase at the same time, in
fact focussing on armed conflict with Muslim forces when Europe
funded brigades of  Crusaders to wrest back the Holy Land (with a
focus on Jerusalem) from the Arab Muslims that had occupied it.

In fact, Europeans were successful in ruling parts of  present-day
Israel but this militant Christianity fell out of  fashion well before
the European Renaissance period.

But in Islam, this tradition of  holy war has never gone out of  fash-
ion and for individuals who are for one reason or another unhappy
with the status quo in, say, France or Canada, the notion of  “fighting
for Islam” has appeal when, perhaps, nothing else does.

Of  the two individuals who murdered the two military personnel
last fall (one of  whom also attempted to disrupt the Government of
Canada in a way in which, had he been better organized, could have

mirrored the horror of  what Charlie Hebdo’s staff  faced) one was
mentally ill and the other had made a vain attempt to go to Syria to
join the Islamic state fighting forces.

The people who caused the trauma in Paris last week were all
French citizens, as noted, and were all members of  the Muslim
faith.

France has a substantial (10 percent) population of  Muslim citi-
zens, most of  whose ancestors came from the old French colony of
Algeria.

This population is also a disproportionately large part of  France’s
poorest sector and the “native French” population is often resentful
of  their Muslim neighbours.

And then there is this tradition of  holy war and, for most of  the
past century, terrorist tactics have been justified by this notion of  a
holy war, at least for people who subscribe to these extreme meas-
ures and justify them in the cause of  their faith.

As long as there is an alignment of  the traditions of  militant
Islam, holy wars and terrorist activities, there will be people from
the Muslim tradition who are, for one reason or another, angry at
the hand they’ve been dealt and so feel justified in becoming part of
this tradition of  mayhem. This also appeals to non-Muslims who
feel disenfranchised by society and thus we presently have nearly
100 Canadians who have made their way to Syria and Iraq to join the
Islamic State’s fighting forces, not all of  whom were born into Mus-
lim families.

That is why the French prime minister’s statement about the need
to wage war on a largely invisible enemy is something that we must
all take seriously.

What is the resolution to such an international issue, some of
whose most extreme adherents are capable of  strapping explosives
to children, sending them into a target area, and then remotely det-
onating the bomb (as happened this past weekend, courtesy of  the
Boko Haram terrorist Islamic group in Baga, Nigeria)?

What indeed, except worldwide vigilance…and the corresponding
loss of  privacy for law abiding citizens as the international commu-
nity has no option other than to mine messages of  all sort for leads
to terrorist acts.

In Canada, that we know of, we’ve had the recent examples in
Ottawa and near Montreal and almost a decade ago the “Toronto 18”
group of  Islamic terrorists whose plan to sabotage nearly that same
number of  buildings in Ontario’s capitol city was discovered and
arrests were made that led to convictions.

We’ve not had a 9/11 or a Charlie Hebdo or, as in Spain, the Madrid
subway bombing or a London subway bombing, but all of  these are
examples of  what the terrorist mind is capable of…and this mind
will likely continue to be part of  our reality for time to come.

We can predict, with some confidence, that the west in general
including nations like our own will be drawn more and more into
conflicts on offensive basis to aid the peoples of  the middle east and
Africa who choose to resist the aggressive and inhumane tactics of
militant Islamist organizations that now include Al-Qaeda, ISIS,
and Boka Haram. (And who knows what other anti-social organiza-
tions are evolving.)

We can also predict that, defensively, our country and western
nations generally will continue to guard against domestic, fifth col-
umn tactics that will no doubt continue to be the choice of  misguid-
ed individuals who, like the two terrorists we saw in action last fall,
will drawn their inspiration from the notion of  a holy war and from
the actions of  a militant Islamist organizations increasingly active
in the world.

After reading the various “wish list” items
that council has been discussing, I continue
to wonder why they are not soliciting any
input from the public? That is not to say the
items that were detailed are not valid. How-
ever, I find it frustrating that several
municipalities went through the same elec-
toral process last fall that we did, yet have
still found the time and understand the val-
ue of  including constituents in prelimi-
nary budget deliberations. In my opinion,
this type of  initiative represents ‘good busi-
ness’—not to mention a willingness to lis-
ten to ideas that are generated by taxpay-

ers. 
Why could we not hold one meeting for

the public, or have ward councilors set up a
meeting for their own constituents (i.e. at
the Museum for Wards 3-4, Library for
Wards 1-2)—even an ad in the Expositor,
asking for public input and/or submissions
to be considered during budget discus-
sions? In the end, why is the public not con-
sulted (at all), before budget discussions?

To simply state that we already hold a
public meeting after all of  the ‘blood, sweat
and tears’ of  budget deliberations, seems to
be procedural and routine—kind of  a
“we’ve been doing it this way for a long

time” type of  excuse. Why not try some-
thing different and new? What do we have
to lose?

I consider some of  the suggestions from
the various “wish lists” such as replacing
trees and adding washrooms at Sheguian-
dah Bay, then I weigh these with other ideas
such as ditching, road maintenance or
acquiring a new grader; several of  the
ideas listed on these “wish lists” span all
ends of  the taxation spectrum. Again, it
seems reasonable and appropriate for man-
agers and councilors to be asked for their
priorities, yet at what point are we asking
the residents who live in NEMI for their

priorities? 
Voters had the opportunity to send a mes-

sage last fall by voting for a council based
on a series of  campaigns or ads that were
published in the local media. It is now the
time for council to act on these campaign
promises, by considering the input of  resi-
dents and making them an important part
of  the budget process before the final draft
is completed! It’s a small (easy) step, yet in
my opinion, one that would go a long way!

Dear Minister O’Toole:
First, congratulations on your new portfolio as the Minis-
ter of  Veteran Affairs.

Sir, because you have served in the military, you will
have an idea of  the military culture and the obligation by
Canada to look after the needs of  our serving members and
veterans, thus I sincerely hope that between Gen. (ret’d)
Walt Natynczyk and yourself, that you are now able to
bring some credibility back to the office of  the Minister of
Veteran Affairs.

For far too long there have been reviews, promises, then
disappointments on the lack of  action on the many areas
that are lacking with New Veterans Charter. The Charter is

a living document and since 2006, two different Veteran’s
Ombudsmen have repeatedly pointed out the areas badly
needing change, with hundreds of  Charter deficiencies
still pending positive action; this has placed the Harper
government into shame and disrepute.

Having said the above, as a fellow veteran I would ask if
you would please give priority action, before the October
elections, to the following key areas:

1. The need for Maximum Disability Awards and finan-
cial support for seriously injured veteran and their fami-
lies must be significantly increased;

2. Earnings Loss Benefits should be increased to 100 per-
cent of  salary, plus two ranks higher to cover loss of  pro-
motions;

3. Permanent Impairment Allowance and Supplements
should be a non-taxable allowance, in equality to the Pen-

sion Act, which is non-taxable;
4. All the entitlements for injuries, treatment or other

support benefits should be one and the same for Reserve
Force and Regular Force members; and

5. Much more emphasis must be placed on PTSD/OSI
treatment counselling for veterans and their families at the
earliest onset, not years after the onset.

Sir, if  you could get some positive and timely action on
the above five priority needs for veterans you will bring
some credibility back for veterans to believe that the Harp-
er government is willing to do what is right for veterans,
over political bureaucracy and delay.

M’CHIGEENG—It is
thanks to a passerby, a
walker headed for the Gen-
eral Store in M’Chigeeng on
Friday night, that the
Williams/Lewis family
made it to safety from a fire
that razed the Williams
family home and saw all of
the family’s possessions
destroyed. The home was
located at the edge of
M’Chigeeng First Nation
beside the West Bay Gener-
al Store property. The
Expositor reached Michal
Williams on Monday at the
home of  her sister Pam
Williamson in Little Cur-
rent on Monday night.

The couple was at home
with their son when a con-
cerned citizen, who had
been walking by the house
and saw flames coming
from the back porch, alert-
ed the family inside to the
fire. As the fire began on
the outside of  the home,
smoke detectors had not
yet picked up on the blaze.

“Everything’s gone,”
Ms. Williams stated.

Ms. Williams noted that

her husband Gord Lewis
was able to grab a cell
phone, tablet, and the fami-
ly dogs, but nothing else. A
window was left open in the
hopes that their cat would
escape the fire but they are
still unsure if  the cat made
it out alive. Optimistically,
sightings of  an orange tab-
by in the area leave them
hopeful and a live trap has
been set up near the burned
out home.

Ms. Williams said they
are awaiting word from the

insurance company but will
be looking to rent, then
hopefully build somewhere
centrally located on Mani-
toulin. The couple’s chil-
dren (a daughter, age 12,
and son, age 11) attend Cen-
tral Manitoulin Public
School.

“It’s been very hard on
them, we lost everything,
and it happened so fast,”
she said.

Donations and help from
the Island community have
been pouring in to help the
family. 

“We’re all good for
clothes now, thank you,”
Ms. Williams added.

OPP disappointed by
impaired driving
death and many

charges during festive
RIDE campaign

During the Ontario
Provincial Police (OPP)
Festive RIDE campaign
from November 24, 2014 to
January 2, 2015, OPP offi-
cers laid 593 impaired
charges and issued 485
Warn Range suspensions.
Sadly, one person died in
an impaired-related colli-
sion on December 20, 2014.  

When comparing the
numbers to last year, the
OPP is disappointed to see
little change between this
season’s campaign and the
last one. During the 2013-
2014 Festive RIDE cam-
paign, the OPP laid 587
impaired charges and
issued 504 Warn Range
suspensions. Three people
lost their lives in impaired-
related road crashes over
the 2013-2014 campaign.       

OPP officers worked
around the clock during
the campaign, conducting
more than 8,000 RIDE
check stops throughout the
province. These enforce-
ment efforts alone are not
enough to eliminate
impaired driving and the
threat it poses to the lives
of  innocent people.  

Besides calling on all
motorists to refrain from
driving while impaired,
the OPP counts on all citi-
zens to be valued road safe-
ty partners and intervene
when they suspect that
someone is driving or
about to drive after con-
suming alcohol or drugs.

“A driver who is
impaired by alcohol or
drugs is a driver who does
not deserve to operate a
motor vehicle alongside
drivers who are responsi-
ble. Public intervention
and continued education
by both the police and val-
ued community stakehold-
ers is the only way that we
as a society can continue to
reduce occurrences involv-
ing impaired operation.
Road safety is a shared
responsibility and by
working together we can
continue to make a differ-
ence,” said OPP Deputy
Commissioner Brad Blair,
Provincial Commander,
Traffic Safety and Opera-
tional Support.

Local couple making waves with
the international pickleball set
by Michael Erskine
LITTLE CURRENT—Bud and Pierette Hebner of
Little Current are no strangers to competitive ama-
teur sport, in their earlier years the couple rose high
in the ranks of  the provincial badminton circuit and
the sport played a central role in their courtship and
eventual marriage, but as time progressed and age
took its toll on joints and muscles, competitive bad-
minton had to fall by the wayside. Luckily, the couple
was introduced to a new passion that allowed them
to make use of  many of  the skills they developed dur-
ing their badminton years—pickleball.

Recently, the Hebners were featured in the Pickel-
ball Canada December 2014 newsletter, lauded for
each attaining 1,600 points during the 2013 season.

The couple credit neighbours David and Helen
Hall with introducing them to the sport which touts
itself  as “a game for all” and as the “fastest growing
sport in North America.”

“With our badminton background it was an easy
transition,” said Mr. Hebner, contacted in Blind Riv-
er where the couple were awaiting the arrival of
their latest grandchild, “it even brought us back to
our younger days—but most of  the players are much
older. We’re really enjoying it.”

The couple has been playing pickleball for about
five years now, estimated Mr. Hebner. “We started in
Little Current, playing at the Little Current Curling
Club during the summer months,” he said. When
they retreated, like many retired Canadian snow-
birds, to a summer nest at Winterhaven Resort in
Florida the couple introduced the sport down to
their new friends in that community, where it quick-
ly expanded to dominate the local courts. The sport
proved so popular that the resort managers allowed
the couple to paint pickleball lines on the tennis
courts.

Although the Island club has 17 members regis-
tered with the Ontario Pickleball Association, club
members play at all levels. “Some players are com-
petitive and some are beginners, but we are all in it
to have fun,” said Mr. Hebner. “We socialize and get

some exercise while we are at it.”
The Little Current club has a system of  timed

matches and a random selection of  players to set
against each other so there is a different partner for
every match. “Being a small organization, it is a win-
win situation for all as it gives players a chance to
challenge each other,” he noted. The club welcomes
visitors, families and friends and, as Little Current
is a popular port on the North Channel, many of  the
transient boaters join in the fun during the summer.

The club plays three times a week for three hours
during the spring, summer and fall when the curling
club ice is out and each session is followed by a vari-
ety of  social events for the members, explained Mr.
Hebner.

The club members are generally all self-taught,
although they have made good use of  the availability
of  instructional videos and other materials. “There
is still lots to learn,” he laughed. “The great thing
with pickleball is that you are matched up with peo-
ple in the same age category.” So players are not
being pitched up against some 20-something who can
run the legs off  them. For all of  that, the sport is fast
paced and provides plenty of  good exercise for its
adherents.

All that being said, Mr. Hebner said that the one
thing the club would like to see is greater numbers of
young people taking up the sport. “Most of  the peo-
ple playing are 65-plus,” he said. In travelling to com-
petitive meets in the northern US and southern
Ontario the couple are seeing more and more young
players on the courts.

One of  the beauties of  pickleball is that it is also
very easy on the pocketbook, an important consider-
ation for both retirees and youth.

“Most of  the meets we go to, I don’t think it has
cost us more than three dollars to play,” said Mr. Heb-
ner. But best of  all, in Little Current, there is no
charge.

Northeast Town council reviews
first draft of 2015 municipal budget

LITTLE CURRENT—The Northeast
Town council reviewed the first draft
of  the proposed 2015 municipal budg-
et last week.

Northeast Town CAO Dave
Williamson walked council through
the proposed draft, starting first with
the operating budget

Mr. Williamson explained to coun-
cil that staff  are predicting that the
municipality will start the year with a
deficit due to the reduction in Ontario
Municipal Partnership Fund (OMPF)
funding, a raise in operating costs
such as hydro, as well as other factors.

“We have a fixed contract with a
three percent increase for staff
wages,” Mr. Williamson further
explained. “We have also had a severe
reduction in OMPF funding from last
year, in addition to municipal insur-
ance being up $21,000.”

Mr. Williamson explained that
areas staff  had cut last year to reduce
costs, while still remaining the same
level of  services, hadn’t worked out as
planned.

“Last year we reduced the road
maintenance budget, but this just did-
n’t work and we ended up having to go
over in order to maintain service,”
Mr. Williamson told council. “We also
didn’t have enough budgeted for sand
and salt and had to go over (the bud-
geted amount). Hydro is another cost
that we know will be increasing this
year.”

Due to all these factors, Mr.
Williamson explained to council that
staff  is recommending a $209,409.98
increase over last year’s budget or 5.76
percent.

Next Mr. Williamson reviewed the
recommended additions to reserves
which came in at $918, noting that
more would be better, but that due to
increases in the budget, $918 was all
that staff  were recommending. 

Lastly, Mr. Williamson reviewed the
proposed capital budget of  $125,500
based on council’s strategic plan for
2015-2018.

Among the items is a new munici-
pal website coming in at $20,000 and
the grading and raise of  Bass Lake
Road, White’s Point Road and
Rockville Road and a dig out of  Hono-
ra Bay Road, which would have no

cost to the town and instead would be
done utilizing the gas tax refund for
the $84,000 in total projects.

Also on the list was the building of
bike lanes from the Little Current
swing bridge to Walcot Street in Little
Current, with hopefully $80,000 com-
ing from a grant for the project and
the remaining $20,000 of  the $100,000
coming from municipal reserves. Mr.
Williamson noted that the bike lanes,
as well as other items of  the capital
budget, are contingent on grants and
would not happen in 2015 unless the
funding came through.

Streets and roads up for surface
treatments, to be completed with gas
tax revenue, include Vankoughnet
Street and Low Island Park in Little
Current, Dunlop Street to the Govern-
ment Dock in Sheguiandah and the
Green Bush gully. 

Street lighting, which council iden-
tified as a priority, is also reflected in
the budget at a cost of  $4,000.

Another big ticket item is the public
works bulldozer at $150,000 to be taken
from the working capital reserve.

Mr. Williamson explained that his-
torically the gas tax refund was used
for equipment, but due to new
restraints with the funding, the mon-
ey is no longer able to be spent on
equipment, leaving staff  to shift the
funds and allot them to roadwork, tak-
ing the money historically removed
from reserves for roadwork and mov-
ing it to equipment.

He also noted that the new bulldoz-
er would have an attachment allowing
the machine to replace two dated
pieces of  equipment at the municipal
landfill, the bulldozer and the
BOMAG.  

Proposed drain work for 2015
includes the Ashley Drain at $56,000,
to be taken from the working capital
reserve, the Meredith Street Drain,
also to be taken from the working cap-
ital reserve at $65,000, and the Jefferey
Drain at $28,000, to be taken from the
working capital reserve.

Conditional on grants, the town
hopes to receive $300,000 for a sand
dome at the public works site in
Sheguiandah and a salt shed in Little
Current at $50,000.

Coming from the Little Current
water reserve is $200,000 towards the

total cost of  watermain replacements
(cast iron) in Little Current. The
$1,174,500 project is conditional on a
$974,500 grant, however the Northeast
Town recently advanced to the second
phase in the applied grant selection
process.

Under recreation and cultural serv-
ices in the capital budget, floor
replacement in the dressing room,
hallway and washrooms of  the Little
Current Recreation Centre is budget-
ed at $50,000 with the municipality
hoping to obtain $20,000 of  the project
through grants, while the remaining
$30,000 is budgeted from the town.

Also in line with council’s strategic
plan are four or five new benches bud-
geted at $5,000, $3,500 on trees and
$1,840 to regravel the Low Island Park
trail. As well, $25,000 towards develop-
ing the archaeological site in
Sheguiandah which would go towards
a trail, fencing in the area, promotion-
al materials and a smartphone tour of
the area.

At no cost to taxpayers is $20,000
towards a new roof  for the Little Cur-
rent Public Library which will be tak-
en from the library receives, but
hinges on receiving $25,000 in funding
to complete the $45,000 project.

Also on the budget is the replace-
ment of  the pier five dock at Spider
Bay Marina and upgrading to LED
lighting. The $180,000 new dock and
$15,000 lighting upgrade are both con-
ditional on grants. If  the grant
requests are successful for $140,000
and $7,500, the remaining $40,000 and
$7,500 would be taken from the mari-
na’s reserves.

The final large item on the capital
budget is $37,160 on new turnout gear
for the Little Current Fire Depart-
ment, which staff  explained listed as
‘crucial.’ The budget also reflects
$2,500 to be taken out of  Ward 1’s fire
reserves for training residents on the
use of  the new pumps the municipali-
ty previously purchased for the ward.

Mr. Williamson requested that
council review the proposed budget
further and meet with him or town
treasurer Sheryl Wilkin for clarifica-
tions or suggestions.

Council scheduled its next budget
review meeting for Tuesday, January
13 at 7 pm.

New manager takes helm at Manitoulin Hotel

LITTLE CURRENT—
Glenn Black of  Provi-
dence Bay took over the
helm as general manager
of  the new Manitoulin
Hotel and Conference Cen-
tre last week and said that
he is looking forward,
along with the board and
the rest of  his staff, to
making the hotel the
Island’s premier accom-
modation facility.

As part of  that plan, Mr.
Black said that he was
looking forward to explor-

ing partnerships with
local businesses and
events to build on those
the facility has already
established with the Rain-
bow Ridge Golf  Course
and Great Spirit Circle
Trail.

“I don’t really see us as
being in competition with
motels like the Hawberry
(Motel in Little Current),”
he said. Mr. Black himself
operates a bed and break-
fast operation in Provi-
dence Bay. “I think that
the hotel can be made to

operate to everyone’s ben-
efit.”

Mr. Black said that he
was also very impressed
with the quality and num-
ber of  marketing ideas
that have been brought
forward by the staff  and
the receptiveness of  the
board to making things
happen.

“I am impressed with
the board and I am looking
forward to working with
them,” he said, noting that
the demarcation of  roles
has been clearly defined.

“They work on setting pol-
icy and I am in charge of
the day-to-day opera-
tions.”

“The board is respond-
ing very favourably to
what needs to be done,” he
said of  the working rela-
tionship with the board.
“There was a huge invest-
ment made by the First
Nations people that they
need to see a good return
on.”

Expositor Correction

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...Manitoulin’s solid claim as location of Griffon shipwreck
vessel, he is withholding
judgment for the time
being.

“There are a lot of  zebra
mussels attached to the
wood, layers upon layers
built up,” he said. “It is dif-
ficult to say that it is a grif-
fin.” A colour photograph
in ‘The Wreck of  the Grif-
fon’ shows both the figure-
head and a superimposed
figure of  a 17th century
carving of  a griffin. The
superimposed image on the
figurehead certainly seems
to match up with the grif-
fin, but before the superim-
posed overlay is seen, an
untrained eye might say the
figurehead somewhat
resembles a Labrador
retriever, albeit one with a
significant underbite.

Mr. Kohl said he was con-
cerned about attempts to
clean the crustaceous
buildup from the wood.
“The zebra mussel excretes
a very caustic substance
and they have this filament
that they extrude as well,”
he said. “Any attempt to just
remove the zebra mussel
shells would severely dam-
age the wood.”

Bringing up the figure-
head is also a very problem-
atic endeavour, as there is
“quite a lot of  paperwork”
involved in recovering arti-
facts from a shipwreck in
the Great Lakes. Add to that
the possibility of  the vessel
being the Griffon, which
would make it a French mil-
itary vessel and thus still
the property of  that nation,
and you have quite a
quandary for the would-be
discoverers.

Future dives will likely
determine the veracity of
the claim, but Mr. Kohl said
that he still believes the
most likely candidate for
the wreck of  the Griffon is
that discovered on the
southern shores of  Mani-
toulin Island, just a few
miles from a treacherous
magnetic reef  south of
Cockburn Island.

Long a subject of  local
lore and backed up with
some convincing historical
archival work and artifacts,
including 16th century
coins and several bodies,
the Mississagi Straits
wreck, which local Native
oral tradition had named
“the whiteman’s ship,”
remains a strong candidate.

Unfortunately, the book
remains unfinished, said
Mr. Kohl of  his seminal
work on the Griffon. “It will
remain so until the mystery
is finally solved.”

A Great Lakes explorer
with a lot of  Griffon cred
has to be Steve Libert,
whose eight-year long bat-
tle with the State of  Michi-
gan for permits to dive on a
site near Green Bay he
believes is the last resting
place of  the Griffon, proves
just how arduous the
search can be.

Mr. Libert has researched
the final days of  La Salle’s
vessel from original
sources and his search has
been based on that
research. He wasn’t happy
about some of  the media
coverage of  the Michigan
divers’ claims, particularly
as some news outlets used
video footage from his own
company, Great Lakes
Exploration, as part of
their reportage.

The overlaid image of  the
griffin carving is also prob-

lematic for Mr. Libert. “I
told them when they con-
tacted me that you could
overlay a picture of  a div-
er’s helmet on the artifact
and it would look like that,”
he said.

The original Griffon
would not have sported a
griffin image as a figure-
head, said Mr. Libert, who
cites the original source
documents describing the
vessel. “The only thing on
the front of  the ship was a
carved image of  a raven,”
he said.

The mystery of  the fate
of  Le Griffon remains one
of  the most sought after
grails of  diving on the
Great Lakes.

Mr. Kohl said that he
hoped that now that one of
the Franklin expedition
ships had been found, Parks
Canada might be induced to
survey the magnetic reef
south of  Cockburn Island
where the Manitoulin
claim to the Griffon’s rest-
ing place might be.

“Nobody has found the
smoking gun,” said Mr.
Kohl. “That would be a can-
non.”

The Griffon would have
sported a number of  small
(four-foot long) cannon as
part of  its complement.
Finding one of  those can-
non would definitively
prove the identity of  the
wreck.

Mr. Kohl believes that the
Griffon might have come to
grief  on the reef  south of
Cockburn Island and split
in two. His theory is that
some of  the crew managed
to cling to the other half  of
the ship and washed up on
Manitoulin’s shores.
“There might have been six
men who were washed
ashore, four of  them per-
haps dead,” he said. Mr.
Kohl suggests the surviv-
ing two sailors might have
buried the four dead, laying
them out carefully in a
local cave (as was discov-
ered in 1927). The other two
then perished from hunger
or exposure in another cave
nearby.

(PSWs) from the Homecare Program
an opportunity to take the Urban Pol-
ing Activator Course taught by Louise
Hickey.

“Urban poling, also known as
Nordic walking, is a fast growing fit-
ness trend in North America,” noted
Debbie Selent, home care nurse man-
ager with Mnaamodzawin Health
Services. “It is a fun full body workout
that is good for all ages. The activator
course is geared to older adults and
helps with balance and stability
issues.”

The PSWs became certified instruc-
tors and the competition began
between the elders of  the five First
Nations that Mnaamodzawin servic-
es, Whitefish River, Sheguiandah,
Aundeck Omni Kaning (AOK),
Sheshegwaning and Zhiibaahaasing.

“We calculated how many steps

there were in a kilometre and then we
set our goals to walk to Sudbury,
167,640 steps,” said Ms. Selent. “To
keep everyone motivated we went to
Farquhar’s for a treat when we
reached 9,240 steps and had lunch at
Tim Hortons when we reached 73,920
steps.”

The challenge started on August 7
and the goal was officially completed
on January 9, 2015 by the elders of
AOK, led by Mnaamodzawin Personal
Support Workers Debbie Shawanda
and Sylvia Dawson Orford .

“Blowing snow and cold tempera-
tures did not deter the group. They are
truly an inspiration to their commu-
nity,” said Ms. Selent. “The regular
walkers were Albert Lariviere, Nor-
ma Assinewai, Elaine Nahwegahbow,
Liz Esquimaux, Joe Nahwegahbow,
Henry Nahwegahbow, Jo-anne
Esquimaux and Shirley Abotossaway.
Andrea Nahwegahbow also came out

a few times to help add to the foot-
steps.”

The community spirit of  AOK was
on full display as the elders neared the
finish line. A crowd of  cheering spec-
tators had gathered to greet everyone
at the finish line. The group will be
heading to Sudbury for a celebration
luncheon, but will continue to meet
once a week and go for a walk.

“Next stop, Toronto,” one elder
laughed as they headed inside for a
healthy luncheon.

“Just because they reached their
targeted goal and their destination in
Sudbury doesn’t mean that they will
be putting away their poles,” agreed
program assistant Anita Recollet.
“No, this group has agreed and are
committed to continue walking on a
weekly basis. Congratulations to each
and every one of  them for being an
inspiration for others to get active
regardless of  your age.”

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She showed a video titled
‘21st Century Learning’
which gave staggering facts
about the changes in the
way students learn and
interact with the world
around them. In it, the
video’s makers suggested
that in 10 years, black-
boards, CDs, grades, desks
and textbooks might be
obsolete. They also share
that many students can
already keyboard (type) 60
words a minute by the time
they are in Grade 2 with
public school students
using Twitter, Facebook
and text messaging instead
of  email and managing net-
works of  hundreds of  peo-
ple. At today’s rate of
change, the audience
learned, technology will
experience 20,000 years of
growth in this century, and
the top 10 jobs of  today did
not exist in 2004—today’s
grads will have five to 15

careers in their lifetime.
“Education is about

adapting to a changing
world and how and what we
teach has to change as
well,” the video states. “21st
century learning must be
student-centered and per-
sonalized, provide experi-
ences and opportunities to
apply knowledge, be acces-
sible seven days a week, 24
hours a day and 52 weeks a
year, anywhere, anytime.”

Ms. Pennie explained
that children born today
are called ‘digital natives.’
“But this does not mean
that they know how to learn
through that avenue (digi-
tal), which is where teach-
ers come in,” she said. Ms.
Pennie shared that in her
own class, she recently held
a segment on ‘how to send
an email,’ as almost none of
her students had ever com-
municated in this way. It is
also up to teachers to help
students decipher the
dearth of  information

available online, or digital
literacy, to be cybersafe and
aware of  cyberbullying as
well as to teach digital eti-
quette, such as not answer-
ing your phone during din-
ner and turning your ringer
off  at appropriate times.

“Knowledge is now dis-
covered rather than copied
and memorized,” the
teacher explained. “The
teacher is no longer the
‘sage on the stage’.”

Instead of  the 3 Rs, it’s
now the 4 Cs: critical think-
ing, communication, collab-
oration and creativity. As
an example of  getting stu-
dents to think creatively,
she posed two questions to
the group: ‘What are the
contributions of  John A.
MacDonald to Canada?’ and
asked for input from those
gathered in the library. She
then asked, ‘Was Sir John
A. MacDonald an important
Canadian? Explain.’ The
latter gets students to
search out the information

and then actually think
about the response, rather
than just ‘regurgitating’
what they have found.

Ms. Pennie then handed
out iPads and asked those
with smartphones to log on
to todaysmeet.com/assig-
books. Once everyone was
signed in she asked people
to post the name of  their
favourite book, which they
gladly did, their top titles
popping up on the digital
screen used for the presen-
tation. This kind of  tech-
nology, she said, allows all
students the freedom to
comment without fear of
being called on in the class-
room.

This 21st century learn-
ing also extends to parents
and guardians too, as Ms.
Pennie showed an example
of  her most recent digital
newsletter, which she
emails home to parents
rather than something
that’s likely “to get lost at
the bottom of  a schoolbag.”

The newsletter comes com-
plete with hyperlinks that
parents can click on for
learning tools and more.
She can also keep track of
how many of  those parents
actually opened the
newsletter, and she’s
pleased to say everyone has.

Ms. Pennie spoke of  the
need for teachers yet who

are still there to teach the
basic needs, but with a lot
of  “other pieces” attached.

WHITEFISH RIVER FIRST NATION—The United Chiefs
and Councils of  Mnidoo Mnising (UCCMM) Zoongaabwe-
Od Eshniig-jik Youth Program will be hosting a tradition-
al skirt making workshop for UCCMM youths ages 12 to 25
next month.

“We host a number of  different workshops, open to all
UCCMM youth ages 12 to 15, in various communities as a
way to bring youth together and learn new skills,”
explained Zoongaabwe-Od Eshniig-jik Youth Program
Coordinator  Karen Corbiere-Genereux.

The mandate of  the Zoongaabwe-Od Eshniig-jik Youth
Program is “to provide cultural programing through
teaching circles, learning opportunities through work-
shops and assist youth between the ages of  12 and 25 with
completion of  the Plans of  Action from the Justice Circles
and probation orders.”

Youth are invited to bring with them their grandmother,
mother or auntie to the skirt making workshop on Tues-
day, February 17 at the Whitefish River First Nation Com-
munity Centre.

Participants will learn how to sew a traditional skirt for
ceremonies, special gatherings and powwows. Supplies
will be provided, but participants are encouraged to bring
their creativity and any ribbon or embellishments that
they would like on their skirt.

“Skirts are a sign of  respect at ceremonies and pow-
wows,” explained workshop facilitator Marilyn
Debassige. “Respect for elders, the Creator and the women
themselves.”

Ms. Debassige explained that traditional skirts also
remind women of  their important roles and responsibili-
ties. 

As well, through teaching traditional skirt making, Ms.
Debassige will be passing on traditional practices to the
next generation.

The workshop will run from 4 to 8 pm on February 17.

LITTLE CURRENT—Local
entrepreneur Craig Tim-
mermans is perhaps best
known on Manitoulin
Island as co-owner of  100.7
The Island country music
station and the driving
force behind Country Fest,
the annual Manitoulin
Island country music festi-
val, but lately the self-con-
fessed inveterate tinkerer
and early technology
adopter has been delving
into the world of  green
energy generation.

The Expositor caught up
with Mr. Timmermans as
he was firing up his latest
project, a bio-diesel-pow-
ered microFit generator
located in a garage beside
his radio station offices in
Little Current.

Mr. Timmermans admits
there was more to his fasci-
nation with green energy
and generation than an eso-
teric fascination with the
genre. Like many North-
erners, the radio station
operator has a dread of

going to pick up his hydro
bill every month. “It runs
over $900 a month,” he said.
“I really needed to find a
way to deal with those
costs.”

The answer came to him
in the form of  a vintage
diesel engine Mr. Timmer-
mans rebuilt to provide an
emergency backup power
supply for his radio station.
Mr. Timmermans modified
the engine to run on
biodiesel and built a recla-
mation system to clean and
prepare restaurant grease
to run the engine. That sys-
tem was to form the heart
of  a green electricity power
generation plant.

The entrepreneur was
awaiting the arrival of  an
electical inspector to pro-
vide the final okay to hook
the system up the grid
when he provided a tour of
the facility.

Approaching the garage,
Mr. Timmermans handed
The Expositor a set of  noise
cancelling earmuffs,
although the amount of
sound apparent while
standing beside the build-
ing seemed to suggest their
use would be superfluous.
“Trust me, you’ll want
them,” he laughed.

Once inside with the gen-
erators fired up to full
steam, the inventor was
quickly proven right, as the
engines roared when their
full-throated retro glory
was unleashed. Another
similar engine sat on a
workstand nearby, while a
third modern engine acts as
a companion to the running
diesel. “I run them alter-
nately to give them a rest,”
he said. “I don’t want to run
them 24/7.” Counterintu-
itively, the older engine
runs quieter than the new
one, he said.

A series of  heat exchang-
ers to ensure the bio-fuel
runs smoothly is an inven-
tion inspired by an idea
suggested by his Kelly. Mr.
Timmermans constructed
the system. “Go figure,” Ms.
Timmermans shrugged
with a grin, adding with a
chuckle, “I am actually
starting to understand him
when he talks about this
stuff  too.”

A series of  electrical pan-

el cuts allows the engines
to be isolated and cut out of
the grid upon demand and
to convert the power to DC
current so it can be proper-
ly synced to match the
phase used by the hydro
lines.

“It makes more econom-
ic sense to sell the power to
Hydro (One) to offset our
energy bills than to use the
power directly ourselves,”
noted Mr. Timmermans.
The system also produces
more power than the radio
station requires in any
event.

Stepping outside the
building into the crisp
clear winter air another
counterintuitive element
to the system becomes
apparent. There is not a
hint of  the scent of  French
fries or even diesel fuel.

“Biodiesel runs much
cleaner than traditional
diesel fuel does,” noted Mr.
Timmermans. “It is a lot
better for the environ-
ment.”

The entrepreneur said
he was hoping to enter into
a partnership with the
North east Town to install
a collection station at the
town’s landfill. “The more
we can keep from going
into the landfill the better
for all of  us,” he said. “It
would be a win-win solu-
tion for everybody.”

Mr. Timmermans plans
to add the second diesel
generator into the system
to allow for greater scala-
bility. “I would like to have
them both powering the
same generator,” he said.

“Then, if  we need more
power, we could just fire up
the second system.”

Mr. Timmermans said
that he is convinced that
there are amazing changes
coming to the energy mar-
ket in the near future.
“Smart appliances will
soon be available that can
wait until energy costs
drop during the day to start
washing your clothes,” he
said. “Europe is way ahead
of  us in some places. They
even have subsidies for
buying an electric car that
the energy company can
use to store power when
you are not using it.”

PROVIDENCE BAY—He may be out,
but he is not quite down. The appeal
of  a decision dismissing small flock
chicken producer Glenn Black’s chal-
lenge of  the 300 chicken limit placed
on farmers without chicken quota
under a supply management system
may have been disallowed, but the
local food advocate said he is current-
ly assessing the situation and pleased
about the decision’s vindication of
his appeal as not being frivolous, vex-
atious or being made in bad faith.

But when it comes to moving for-
ward with any further legal action,
Mr. Black has hit a bit of  a personal
Rubicon. To move forward with a
request for a judicial review would
leave Mr. Black open to some very
substantial legal costs. “It has
become very risky on a personal
basis,” he said. “It could easily cost
anywhere from $5,000 to $50,000 to
seek a judicial review overturning
the decision.”

On an even more personal level, Mr.
Black noted that the battle has taken
its toll on another front. “My wife has
been extremely patient,” he said. The
research that has gone into the battle
has been extensive, if  not all-consum-
ing, and he cited the need to focus on

supporting his own family.
“There are possibilities that we are

exploring,” he said of  continuing the
battle against the limits being placed
on small flock farmers. “Crowd sourc-
ing is one avenue,” Mr. Black points
out, while another is the possibility
of  the courts ruling that the case is of
sufficient public interest to all for it
to go forward while shielding him
from the possibility of  being assessed
for the other side’s costs. “I do my
own representation,” he noted as to
the costs on his own side. “It has tak-
en up a lot of  time,” he admits. “I
don’t claim to be even a two-bit
lawyer, but I have learned a great deal
through this process.”

He also looks to the upcoming
provincial by-election in Sudbury as
an opportunity to bring the issue
more into the public spotlight.
Although the NDP position on supply
management is that they support it,
Mr. Black said that he hoped that par-
ty would take on the issue of  the 300-
bird limit on small flock producers.

Mr. Black’s stated motivation in
pursuing his battle against the quota
limits is one of  simple fairness and
common sense, he said. “People have
the right to be able to feed themselves
and if  people want to be able to

choose to buy their food locally they
should have that opportunity.” In
order to be viable economically, small
flock limits have to rise to around at
least 2,000 birds. “That would be a
starting point,” he said.

At that level, Mr. Black suggests the
existing 15,500 small flock operators
would comprise just 10 percent of  the
market. “It is a question of  democrat-
ic rights too, we are supposed to be a
democracy where the majority rules
while protecting the interests of  the
minority,” he suggested. “That is why
I call it a chicken apartheid, there are
1,400 large producers who the market
benefits. That is a 10 to one ratio
where the minority is dictating to the
majority.” 

The small flock operator noted that
he has had some supportive conversa-
tions with local First Nation leaders.
“The small flock option could provide
a good economic opportunity for
small remote communities,” he said.
“The chiefs are aware of  that oppor-
tunity.”

For now, however, Mr. Black is
going to turn his attention to a new
project. He has taken on the position
of  general manager of  the Mani-
toulin Hotel and Conference Centre.

LITTLE CURRENT—Conservative MP
Patrick Brown is on a mission to return the
progressive in Progressive Conservative
and to lower the level of  blind partisanship
that has come to characterize the Ontario
Tories in recent years.

“Too negative, too partisan,” he said of
his perception of  the recent approach of
the party. He used the example of  former
PC leader Tim Hudak’s refusal to even look
at the Ontario Liberal budget before
announcing the party would vote against it.

Mr. Brown was meeting with local party
supporters at the Anchor Inn Hotel, dis-
cussing party policy and the rebuilding of
the party’s traditional base of  support over
a lunch.

Joining Mr. Brown was an impressive
entourage of  supporters, including 2001
Hockey Hall of  Fame inductee Mike Gart-
ner, Jane McKenna, former MPP for
Burlington, Derek Park, Ontario 2014 PC
candidate for Thunder Bay-Superior North
and Brock Vandrick the campaign’s press
secretary. Local Progressive Conservative
candidate Jib Turner was on hand to assess
the candidate and his message was cau-
tious in his comments.

“I am listening to all of  the candidates
right now,” he said. It is a stance that Mr.
Brown said that he appreciates and reflects
his own approach of  weighing all the facts
and implications before setting on a course
of  action.

“I believe in less grandstanding,” he said.
“We need to build relationships in Ontario
and to expand our reach.” He used the
examples of  the alienation of  those he
called “the traditional partners” of  the
Ontario Progressive Conservative Party,
the police and nurses. 

Mr. Brown said that his not being tied to
the party’s internal power wielders is an
asset. “I bring a fresh start,” he said. “I am
not beholden to anyone.”

At a gathering in Barrie attended by 400
people, Mr. Brown said there were mem-
bers of  the Ontario Provincial Police Asso-
ciation, firefighters’ and nurses’ unions.
“People we have not seen in Conservative
gatherings in a long time,” he said. Mr.
Brown said that after rebuilding his party’s
grassroots coalition, he looked forward to

rebuilding the province.
“Look to Ottawa where we are seeing the

first modern surplus and to Ontario where
we are facing growing deficits,” he said.

Mr. Gartner said that he was coming at
politics from a different angle. “I look at
Patrick and what he intends to do,” said
the Hall of  Famer. “A look at it from more
of  a regular man’s perspective. He is a
hard worker. I believe if  you have a hard
work ethic, you will be successful.” He
pointed to the community work that Mr.
Brown has accomplished in his home com-
munity of  Barrie as an example.

Mr. Brown said that he is spending a lot
of  time in Northern Ontario, visiting
more than nine communities on this run
alone, including Timmins, Hearst and
Moosonee, because he wants to better
understand the North and its needs. “I am
here to listen,” he said.

Ms. McKenna for her part also sees a
winning hand for the Progressive Conser-
vatives in Mr. Brown’s work ethic and his
approach to modernizing the party and its
message. “People ask me why I am sup-
porting him,” she said. “I am supporting
him because I see the kind of  hard work he
is putting into this and I believe he is the
best person for the job.”

One of  the messages Mr. Turner
brought to the table was to point out the
important impact that decentralized gov-
ernment offices mean to the North, lever-
aging well paying government jobs into
wealthier more stable communities.

“Jib has a very good point,” said Mr.
Brown, who pointed out that much of  the
social infrastructure in the province was
actually put in place by the Tories when
they were in power. “We brought in uni-
versal health care in Ontario.” He
described attacks on the social infrastruc-
ture of  Ontario as “a mistake.” 

“Part of  who we are as Ontarians is
defined by our social infrastructure,” he
said. “We need strong health care, a strong
educational system and a safe environ-
ment,” he said. “Right now we spend one
percent of  the budget on prevention and 99
percent on people getting sick. Kids are
spending seven to eight hours in front of
the television or computer. We have people
waiting in hospitals, where it cost 10 times

as much to look after them, while they wait
for space in a long term care facility.”

He said that it was time to bring back
smart government to Ontario.

SDHU provides tips to prevent hypothermia this winter
MANITOULIN—With cold weather being
a fact of  life for Northerners, the Sudbury
and District Health Unit (SDHU) would
like to remind everyone to take appropri-
ate precautions in the cold. Injuries relat-
ed to the cold can happen at a wide range
of  temperatures, but occur more quickly
when it’s colder. Hypothermia and frost-
bite are the most common and preventable
injuries.

Suffering frostbite means that skin has
actually frozen. In addition to feeling cold,
the skin can feel numb and appear white.
Body extremities are often the first to be
frozen, for example, the nose, cheeks, ears,
fingers, and toes. If  frostbite is suspected,
immediately treat the area by somehow
covering it. Never rub or massage the area
because it could damage the skin tissue. If
possible, gently place the area in warm
water (not hot) until it is warm and no
longer numb. Apply a sterile dressing to
the area, and place dressings between fin-
gers and toes if  they are affected. Seek
medical attention to avoid further compli-
cations.

Hypothermia is a life-threatening con-
dition. It occurs when the body is exposed
to the cold for a long time and loses more
heat than it can generate. The individual
could be shivering, drowsy, confused, and
have slurred speech, loss of  coordination,
and pale and bluish lips. When they stop

shivering, their condition becomes severe
and unconsciousness may soon follow.
Treat hypothermia by moving the person
to shelter, replacing wet clothing with dry
clothing, and wrapping them in warm
blankets. Keep the person lying flat and
get immediate medical attention.

To prevent cold related injuries: listen
to the weather forecast and plan accord-
ingly; dress in layers, with a wind resist-
ant outer layer; wear a hat (a large amount
of  body heat is lost from the head) and
mittens or insulated gloves; keep your
face warm by wearing a scarf, neck tube
or facemask; wear warm and waterproof
footwear that fits properly; stay dry—wet
clothing chills the body rapidly—remove
outer layers of  clothing or open your coat
if  you are sweating; stay active, walking
or running will help warm you by gener-
ating body heat; seek shelter from the
wind; avoid using alcohol and tobacco as
they increase your susceptibility to cold—
talk to your doctor or pharmacist as cer-
tain medications can also make you more
susceptible.

MANITOULIN—The Mani-
toulin Health Centre (MHC)
is in good position with
changes in health care
provincially.

“I think the things we’ve
done in terms of  creating
local partnerships allows us
(Manitoulin Health Centre)
to be poised and well posi-
tioned in the new wave of
changes taking place in
health care in the
province,” stated Derek
Graham, chief  executive
officer of  the MHC, after a
recent meeting. 

Mr. Graham participated
in a conference call with Dr.
Bob Bell, Ontario deputy
minister of  Health. “Bob
has a long history in hospi-
tal operations and a very
good grading in health care
system operations. He put
on a teleconference call on
Thursday to look and out-
line the strategic plan for
health care in Ontario.”

“They stressed that as far
as integration goes and
changes made to date in
funding, it is important to
have networks of  health
care and instigate efforts to
knit together many compo-
nents of  e-health and their
need to be expanded and
fast tracked,” explained Mr.
Graham. “They are looking
at health system partners
who are ready to move for-
ward and move with level
of  changes, as early
adopters of  the next wave
of  change.”

“They want to reach
across the province where
partners work together and
bundle services for
patients; especially patients
with complex needs that are
at high risk of  being
bounced around the sys-
tem,” said Mr. Graham.

“And there are things he
(Dr. Bell) talked about that
we have already worked on
in our region. Health care
has become so specialized
and hand-offs from organi-
zation to organization,
especially for those with
complex needs and compli-
cations can be difficult.
Those organizations best
suited in these very close
relationships that set up
sharing information
through e-Health can han-
dle these changes better
than others.” 

“For example, one thing
we have accomplished with
our hospital partners is
provided access to many
community settings and
health information avail-
able to that health care
provider,” said Mr. Gra-
ham. “We have informa-
tion such as emergency
and diagnostic health
information that health
care providers can access
by tracking it through com-
munity health teams,
physician officers and
First Nations health offices
the shared information is
there,” continued Mr. Gra-
ham.

Mr. Graham pointed out,
“early in 2015 the ministry
is going to be reaching out
to organizations that are
well positioned adopters.
The rules of  engagement
will be released in January
and we’ll (MHC) be looking
at that. The ministry will
be looking at leaders in the
system and with our infra-
structure, information and
shared networking, we will
see the rules outlined and
interest of  our network of
care system to see if  it
makes sense having this in
place on the Island.”

Council reviews municipal 
strategic plan

The Northeast Town council reviewed
and approved the municipality’s 2014-2018
strategic plan last Tuesday.

Prior to the Christmas holidays, council
had a brainstorming session, laying out its
ideas for the plan. 

Staff  presented the finished plan for
council’s  review and approval at its first
meeting back in the New Year.

“Kudos goes to Kristin (Luoma, North-
east Town economic development officer)
who captured the goals of  council and
worked to develop this document,” said
Northeast Town CAO Dave Williamson.
“From this strategic plan, staff  with take
council’s goals and try to put the specific
dollars towards them throughout the budg-
et process.”

“I think this is well done,” commented
Councillor Bill Koehler on the plan. “This
will help us over the next four years.”

“It’s important to remember as we
review this plan, it is the general direction
we want to take as a council,” explained
Mayor Al MacNevin. “The reality is, some
of  the items may not come to fruition dur-
ing the budget process.”

Councillor Melissa Peters commented
that overall she felt the document was good,
but she had some issues with wording.

“I think there should be another special
meeting for the strategic plan, we should
clean it up,” said Councillor Peters. “I can’t
support this document the way it is.”

Councillor Peters went on to state that

the cover page of  the strategic plan should
read ‘Northeastern Manitoulin and the
Islands’ in the graphic, not simply Little
Current. 

Council was unanimously in agreement
with this suggestion and staff  made a note
to change the cover page graphic to reflect
the will of  council.

Councillor Peters went on to list more
specific issues with the wording of  the doc-
ument, however Mayor MacNevin remind-
ed Councillor Peters that the document was
a general guideline for council and that the
specific details would be determined dur-
ing the budget process and as they came to
the council table.

Mayor MacNevin asked council if  it
wished to hold a second special meeting to
discuss the strategic plan further. The gen-
eral consensus of  council is that it did not.

A motion was moved by Councillor
Koehler and seconded by Councillor Mar-
cel Gauthier to approve the 2014-2018
Northeast Town Strategic Plan as amend-
ed.

In a recorded vote, the motion was car-
ried by Mayor MacNevin, Councillor Lau-
rie Cook, Councillor Michael Erskine,
Councillor Paul Skippen and Councillor
Bruce Wood. Councillor Peters voted
against the motion.

Council approves interim tax levy
and borrowing bylaws

The Northeast Town council carried a
motion moved by Councillor Gauthier and
seconded by Councillor Skippen passing

bylaw No 2015-02, “being a bylaw to provide
for an interim tax levy to provide for the
payment of  taxes and to provide for penalty
and interest of  1.25 percent per month.”

Council also carried a motion to approve
bylaw No 2015-03, “being a bylaw for the
borrowing from TD Canada Trust until tax-
es are collected.”

In addition, council approved bylaw No
2015-04, “being a bylaw for the borrowing
from TD Canada Trust for the purposes or
refinancing the cost of  closure related to
the two former landfill sites.”

Little Current Public Library
upgrades computer systems

Council approved a request from the Lit-
tle Current Public Library board to with-
draw $1,857.44 from the library’s reserve
account to go towards the purchase of  sev-
en computers, monitors, Microsoft pro-
grams and a printmaster program.

In a letter to council from the board, it
explains that the board originally budgeted
$9,500 for the new computers, however an
additional $1,857.44 was needed to cover the
actual costs that came in at $11,357.44.

“I will support this,” said Councillor
Gauthier.

“The computers at the library are very
well used and it’s great that we can provide
this service to the community,” added
Councillor Erskine.

A motion to approve the request was
moved by Councillor Erskine and seconded
by Councillor Cook.

MHC requests council’s support
with new physician recruitment

program
Council reviewed a letter from Mani-

toulin Health Centre (MHC) CEO Derek
Graham requesting council’s support with
a new physician recruitment program.

Council had a number of  questions and
requested that staff  contact Mr. Graham to
attend a future council meeting to discuss
the program and the Northeast Town’s role
in it.

Administration and finance 
committee reviews municipal 

operating summary and financial
reports

Town treasurer Sheryl Wilkin reviewed
the Northeast Town’s operating summary
with committee as of  December 31.

Ms. Wilkin reminded council that the
summary was pre audit and that there are
still more payments and adjustments prior
to the final year end.

Ms. Wilkin also reviewed the accounts
receivable for water/sewer for December
2014. She noted that there had been
$24,760.37 in payments in December. She
also told the committee that there were 12
accounts over $500, of  which eight accounts
had been disconnected and four of  the
accounts overdue due to penalty applied to
their bills for October.

As for accounts receivable for taxes, Ms.
Wilkin said that there had been $254,507.60
made in payments for December.

New social media policy
The administration and finance commit-

tee approved a recommendation to council
for a new social media policy for the munic-
ipality.

Mr. Williamson explained that the policy
would regulate the municipality’s use of
social media.

“We want to utilize Facebook as a bul-
letin board to inform and keep the commu-
nity up-to-date on things happening in the
municipality,” Mr. Williamson further
explained. “We don’t want to engage with
people on social media in debates or offer
options, simply offer facts about issues or
events occurring in municipality.”

Mr. Williamson also assured the commit-
tee that town staff  would have tight con-
trols over what was posted, with himself
approving all posts.

A motion to recommend the policy to
council was moved by Councillor Skippen,
seconded by Councillor Cook, before being
carried by the committee.

Beef  Cow Winter Feed Utilization
In Ontario, most beef  cows are fed a sig-

nificant amount of  conserved forage dur-
ing winter. While extending the grazing
season with stockpiled grass and annual
forage crops has reduced the length of  the
feeding season on many farms, there is still
a lot of  baling and chopping done in prepa-

ration for winter! Harvesting, storing and
delivering the herd’s winter rations are
major expenses, up to 50 percent of  the cost
of  keeping a cow. Even small improve-
ments in the system can result in signifi-
cant savings. After all of  the effort and
expense of  creating the feed inventory,
ensuring that it is being efficiently utilized
by the animals is the critical last step. Effi-
cient feed utilization includes: Matching
the quality of  the forages to the right ani-
mal group; monitoring feed disappearance;
minimizing feed wastage and comparing
the amount of  feed offered to what the cows
should be consuming. The better we under-
stand how feed is being utilized, the more
effectively we can manage the winter feed-
ing program. Feeds and Feed Terminology:
Nutritionists use a variety of  terms when
talking about feeds and feeding. It’s impor-
tant to have a working knowledge of  them
in order to be able to use the information
presented in lab analysis reports and ani-
mal requirement tables, as well general
feeding management.
